WHEREAS, the current ASUC sponsorship criteria for groups affiliated with the Cal Rec Club 

is unclear, 
 
WHEREAS,  this dissuades sports clubs currently sponsored by Cal Rec Club from forming 

affiliated groups that are ASUC sponsored, 
 
WHEREAS, ASUC sponsorship offers services such as reimbursements, storage, and publicity 

that are not available or as efficient outside of the ASUC, 
 
WHEREAS, the ASUC is committed to effective student participation in all areas of student 

concern and this commitment is not reflected in club athletes and students; 
 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED , that Title II, Article III, of the ASUC Constitution be 

amended to include: 
 
3.9 Sports and Recreation Groups Affiliated with Cal Rec Club 
 

1. Sports and recreation clubs shall inform the ASUC when seeking sponsorship if 50% or 
more of their members are also members of a Cal Rec Club Sports Club.  It will be noted 
to the organization at the time of their seeking sponsorship that Cal Rec Club regulation 
regarding behavior of members must be adhered to.   

 
2. The ASUC will be required to report to the Cal Rec Club of any and all expenditures and 

balance of ASUC accounts of such sports and recreation groups once a semester or at the 
request of the Cal Rec Club. 

 
3. Cal Rec Club accounts shall not be construed as outside accounts in accordance with the 

requirements of the ASUC and Campus Life and Leadership (or its successor office or 
agency), and therefore all such accounts must be reported to the ASUC if making a 
request for funding in accordance with the regular funding application process.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED , that Title I, Article IX, Section 2 of the ASUC 

Constitution outlining the role of the Publications Director be amended to include: 
 

f. 1. Join and be appointed an administrator of the “ASUC Senate Facebook Forum” 
Facebook group and be responsible for the following: 

1. Inviting to the group all ASUC elected officials not already members of the group 
no later than one week after his or her appointment to PR Director, 

2. Posting the names of all ASUC Senators no later than one week after his or her 
appointment, 

3. Posting the Office Hour location and times for all ASUC Senators no later than 
one week after they are announced, 

4. Posting the Committees and Representative positions to which Senators are 
assigned, 

5. Posting all other pertinent information about the ASUC that the he or she deems 
necessary. 

 
2.  This shall not be understood to preclude other people from carrying out said 
responsibilities, in which case the PR Director shall verify such information in postings. 
 
3. At the time that Facebook groups cease to exist as a social networking tool on 

facebook.com, this responsibility (f) of the PR Director shall be null and void. 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED , that subsequent responsibilities which this responsibility 
displaces in Title I, Article IX, Section 2 of the ASUC constitution shall be amended to be listed 
alphabetically reading: 
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g. Providing a regular update at Senate meetings on any pertinent business
