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A Bill in Against Hate Crimes and For Solidarity at UC-Berkeley

WHEREAS, the Students for Justice in Palestine (SJP) sign was deliberately targeted and 

attacked on September 17, 2007, 
 
WHEREAS, this act of vandalism is clearly recognized as a malicious hate crime not just 

against the student group but against the entire Pro-Palestinian, Arab, and Muslim 
populations at UC Berkeley; and 

 
WHEREAS, Students for Justice in Palestine is the primary organizational student group on this 

campus that actively seeks to inform the student body and community about 
Palestinian issues in the ongoing Israeli-Palestinian dispute and serves both the 
local community and the general campus population; and 

 
WHEREAS, nationally, Muslims are a, highly victimized community and in the United States, 

post-9/11; and 
 
WHEREAS,  issues concerning the Middle East and Islam occupy a very contentious space in 

US social and political circles; and 
 
WHEREAS, the ASUC Senate recognizes that hate crimes are ever-present in our immediate 

surroundings and not just a regional and distance issue; and,  
 
WHEREAS, every student at UC Berkeley should enjoy the right to be secure from 

discrimination, hate crimes and hate speech; 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall support SJP in there attempts to raise 

funds for and reconstruct their damaged property; and,   
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  that the ASUC through public mediums on campus and the 

auxiliary make student organizations aware of proper procedures in event of such 
hate crimes taking place; and,  

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC President Van Ngyuen make the higher 

administration aware of such incidents now and in the future by notifying the 
Dean of Students and Vice Chancellor of Equity and Inclusion; and, 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC call for the re-commissioning of the 2003 

Chancellor's Task Force on Hate and Bias with the tasks of: 
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1. To recommend actions the University of California, Berkeley, 
campus can take to combat incidents of hatred or bias against 
people based on race, ethnicity, religion or sexual orientation or 
gender outside of the academic setting, 

2. The mission of the task force is, to prevent and meaningfully 
respond to incidents of hate on campus and, in the process, create a 
campus climate that does not tolerate such incidents.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, The “Temporary Committee for the Selection of the 
ASUC Lawyer” be created and composed of the ASUC President, Executive Vice President and 
five ASUC Senators; and  
 
THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the responsibility of this committee will be 
to perform the search and interviews of potential applicants and present them to the senate.
