Making contact at the beginning of each semestevith the President and the
Vice President of External Affairs, detailing how he ASUC can help the
Berkeley Student Cooperative.

Providing the President and Vice President of Bernal Affairs with regular
updates on the actions of the ASUC that involve thdéerkeley Student
Cooperative and offering the assistance and resowrs of the ASUC.

All other duties as assigned by the Senate.

3. The Berkeley Student Cooperative Affairs Officermay be removed from office for
failing to do his or her duties by a two-thirds (2B) vote of the Senate.

WHEREAS the Translink service has yet to be pravittestudents and, according to the Director of
Parking & Transportation, it will not be providear fat least another two years; and

WHEREAS students should not be paying for a senwicieh they are not receiving.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the ASUC Senate #rmel ASUC President Van Nguyen be
empowered to take the necessary actions in ordepetsuade the UC Berkeley
administration to temporarily reduce the Class Hassby $1.50 per semester, which
includes (but is not limited to) signing the belstter (or a similar version) to Associate
Vice Chancellor Ron Coley.

As established in the Class Pass Fee Referendportian of the Class Pass fee goes to AC Trar3it.
that AC Transit portion, $1.00 per semester isttier specific purpose of providing a service knownTaanslink
(and another $.50 per semester goes to the regReadn-to-Aid). It was initially envisioned thtte Translink
service would provide students with the abilityus®e their student ID to ride AC Transit (for free)well as any
other Bay Area public transit system (perhaps foost) that was part of the Translink network. flibastudents
would not need to purchase multiple cards to, sdg, Muni, transfer to BART, and then take an A@nsit bus
to campus. A corollary benefit would be that Pagk& Transportation as well as the student govenimeould
have access to generalized information about tiigptransit habits of students, allowing for betservice and
advocacy.

However, according to the P&T Director, student mot be able to use their student IDs in this i@y
at least two years as a result of delays withinadbmpany that provides the Translink service. timeowords,
students are paying (now and into the foreseealiled) $1.50 per semester for a service that theynat
receiving. It is this principle which underlie®threquest to temporarily reduce the Class Pass fee.

In the future, if it is determined that (1) the fisdnk service or a similar service is availablattprovides
a comparable service as describe above, and (2) awervice is provided at the current cost of Glpér
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semester (this is not including the Return-to-Aattimn), then the Chancellor (or the appropriateisistrator)

should abolish the temporary reduction and reiastae full Class Pass fee with the intention ohggshe $1.00

per semester to pay for the Translink or similavise. This determination must be made by the H&Ector
and a majority of the CPFC.

We also request that the University of CaliforiBarkeley hold in escrow the funds previously cdkekc
for Translink (from the Fall 2006, Spring 2007, drall 2007 semesters) that amount to approxim&#&00,000
as for the end of the Fall 2007 semester until simel as (1) the P&T Director and a majority of tBBFC agree
to allocated it for a different purpose or (2) thteident body votes, via a student referendum adtenesid
according to UCOP guidelines, to allocate thesédun a specific manner.

The President of the ASUC, the President of the &, the Chair of the Committee on Student Fees and
Budget Review make this request with the appropréatthorization from the ASUC Senate, the GA Ddkega
Assembly, and the Committee on Student Fees anddéBuReview, respectively. Copies of these authtions
have been appended to this letter.

According to the Registrar, the deadline for impdertmng this $1.50 per semester temporary fee remuct
such that it goes into effect for the Spring 2088hsster is . Especially in this time afédible fee
increases it is extremely important that eitherreeeive the services for which we pay or we dopat for the
service. We very appreciate the Administrationigck] action with regards to this issue.
