The Standing @amittee on Finance shall
include the organization’s effort to publicize itsevent to the campus community as a
major part of its review.

4, The Senate shall not waive the restriction to purcaise alcoholic beverages or illegal
substances.
5. Fraternities and sororities must be in good standig with their respective council in

order to receive funding from the Greek Opportunity Fund.

6. Fraternities and sororities who receive funding fran the Greek Opportunity Fund
shall not receive funding from the Senate Contingezry Fund at any point during the
year.

7. No allocation from the Greek Opportunity Fund shallexceed $1,500 per allocation,

or 7% of total amount budgeted so far for this fundfor that fiscal year per
allocation, whichever is higher.
