First Week

This regular meeting of the ASUC Senate, commencing Fall Semester, was called to order by Krystle Pasco at 7:10 p.m. in the ASUC Senate Chamber.  Ms. Pasco said she would like to thank them for attending and would like to welcome them to the first meeting of the 2008 Fall Semester of the ASUC Senate.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA 

Ms. Pasco said they usually approve the agenda the previous week, but since this was their first meeting, they had to approve the agenda for that evening.

Ms. Dhar moved to amend the agenda to include a report from SUPERB representatives.  The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.

A motion to approve the agenda for the evening, as amended, was moved by Mr. Mairena and was sec​onded.  THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AGENDA FOR THE EVENING, AS AMENDED, PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Begin State of the Association Address by Ms. Winston 

State of the Association/Fall 2008

I’d like to start by saying congratulations, Senators! I remember last year how anxious and excited I was at my first Senate meeting. Looking back on my term as senator, I’m proud of the funding I was able to secure for student groups, the work I did on the Advocacy Agenda for Campus Safety, and the many times I worked along side my fellow Senators to represent the voice and perspective of students on this campus. Most importantly however, I am proud of the connections we made throughout that year, the connections we made with each other and the students who came through those two doors. One thing I wish I could have done more of was engage students outside of Eshleman hall.   During those long weeks leading up to elections, we engage with students on a one-on-one basis, from all corners of this campus, in a dialogue about the issues facing us as students. But this dialogue should not end when the final vote is cast and election results are announced.  To be effective we must continue this dialogue, we must con​tinue to engage students outside the walls of Eshleman Hall, outside of those two doors, if we are to be the representatives we are charged to be.  

As many of you already know, I am charged with maintaining the well being of the Association.  So I am beginning the year with a bold initiative.  I bought a mega-sized bottle of One-a-Day vitamins for my office.  I would encourage all of them to come up to my office at any time throughout the year.  For them to work their magic, you should take them be once a day.  These were for them, and they should maintain

their health. But in all seriousness, we have a big year ahead of us, and we have an ambitious agenda for the ASUC: 

1) Building student power by working together to improve their Student Union Plaza

2) Strengthening student voices by registering 10,000 students to vote  

3) Placing students on as many administrative and academic committees as possible, so that students can be involved in more decision-making processes on this campus

We must also remember what we did last year so that we can build upon our accomplishments.  In the past year we have:

1) Committed money for lower Sproul redevelopment ($750,000)

2) Engaged students in the political process by registering thousands to vote

3) Renewed the lease of their Multicultural Center in Heller Lounge

4) Increased accessibility of our student government by Webcasting meetings, putting minutes online, creating student leadership forums, providing residency workshops, supporting students facing conduct violations and financial aid issues.

One of our main tasks this year is to build upon last year's successes in securing University funding for Lower Sproul redevelopment.  Let’s make this the year that we set in motion a comprehensive plan to make the place that we’re sitting in right now -- Student Union Plaza -- a place that reflects the ideals of students on this campus. We have all come to these positions with a common goal: To Represent Our Fellow Students. We need a Student Union Plaza that is seismically sound and that suits the needs of stu​dents on Berkeley’s campus today, not students of 50 years ago.  We must work together to reach out to student organizations from every sector of the campus, including students from Greek orgs, residence halls, co-operatives, student groups, performance groups, the Sustainability Team, transfer students, par​ents, re-entry students, graduate students, and so many more, and to get everyone involved in brain​storming and planning sessions to make sure that Lower Sproul redevelopment reflects our needs.  We need to explain to the Administration that it is a priority for us to have a Student Union Plaza that is LEED certified (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design, meaning it's environmentally sustain​able!), a permanent Multicultural Center, and performance spaces for student groups.  

In the next couple of weeks I will be forming a working group of representatives from these sectors of campus, together with ASUC representatives, to develop a concrete plan that we can present to campus architects and to the Administration.  We will also take steps to institutionalize the information gathered from the focus groups so that students’ goals for enhancing and rebuilding the Student Union Plaza will be handed forward to the next Administration. This will help ensure not only that the plan reflects the stu​dent body's interests, but also that the student body itself is invested in making sure that it succeeds. 

I'm very excited to work together with the Senate on this project, and as a first step, I would love to hear from each Senator one thing they'd like to see in a new Student Union.  She would ask them to say one thing they would love to see in their Student Union Plaza. 

[Mr. Nahabet, a Career Center; Ms. Raffi, more restaurants; Mr. Smelko, responsible and profitable busi​nesses; Ms. Dhar, a place to hang out, like a restaurant; Mr. Tran, all of the above, and facilities that

generate revenue; Mr. Zuo, better restaurants and having more students come; Ms. Cho, a multicultural cen​ter; Ms. Chen things of general interest, like general restaurants; Mr. Moghtader, vibrant places where students come, maybe restaurant s or other businesses; Ms. Hussain, a permanent MCC with enough space for students to hold meetings; Ms. Flores, an art gallery for student artwork, for students and the community; Ms. Oatfield, all of the above, and having buildings LEED certified, ecologically responsible place s where students could hang out, and have a lot of trees; Ms. Yang, a place where students could showcase their countries and backgrounds; Mr. Sakaue, an affordable and accessible performance space; Ms. Tran, lots of art galleries and a history or different cultures; Ms. Ude, a performance space, an MCC, and more sustainable facilities; Ms. Shah, an MCC space; Ms. Rodriguez, an MCC space; Mr. Owens, a Career Center; Mr. Mairena, a place where everyone could feel they had a space, and things previous Senators have said, including an MCC.] 

All these ideas are great, and these are things we want to bring to the table when we envision what our student space is going to look like.

Another important thing that we'll be working on this year is reaching our goal of registering 10,000 stu​dents to vote in the national elections this November and to set a precedent of the student body as a pow​erful political force.  We also plan to expand student involvement in programs initiated by the ASUC, such as Spring Welcome Week, to include a wider student base, and to develop future student leaders by improving our Senate internship program.  We plan to ensure that student voices are heard by the Aca​demic Senate and Administration through representative appointments to key committees and by working with the Vice Chancellor of Equity and Inclusion. We’re also advocating for greater student involvement and shared governance of each major department, in order to ensure drastic cuts to classes and programs do not happen without student involvement and feedback.

So I urge you tonight to not only see Eshleman as your new home, for better or worse, but also as a place where we can come together to effect positive change on this campus.  The experience you are all about to embark upon is such an exciting one, and one that only the 20 of you in this room, or 21, or 22, or 23, or 24, will really fully grasp.  I remember all the late nights that our Senate spent together last year, talk​ing our way through countless contentious bills. You might find yourself becoming lost in all the com​mittee meetings, Senate meetings, advocacy agenda meetings, and office hours, and all the other meetings we’re asked to attend, and lose track of the reasons why you ran for office, the things you wanted to accomplish, and how each person sitting around this table deserves to be heard and given respect. It wasn’t always easy or pleasant to remember why we ran for Senate, especially at 2:00 in the morning the night before a midterm.  But before the year started we all had established an understanding.  We entered into a compact of mutual respect, knowing that we were all doing our best to represent our constituencies and all students at Cal.  So even though at times we may have had opposing opinions on different issues, I understood that each of us had our own set of experiences that informed the decisions we made around this table. And the same is true for you all. You have taken on an admirable task, to give the students voice within their campus, and to advocate for them on a University-wide, local, State, and even national level. 

Please feel free to stop by my office at any point throughout the year, even if it’s just to blow off steam.  I am a womyn of my word, and I honestly want to get to know each and every one of you.  And I would

GUEST ANNOUNCEMENTS

Ms. Pasco said the first Guest Announcement was from Catherine Choh, the President of the Residence Hall Assembly.  Ms. Choh introduced herself and said she wanted to speak to the Senate that evening because people didn't always know what the RHA was.  They're actually one of three student governing bodies at UC Berkeley, along with the ASUC and the GA.  The RHA was made up of six staffmembers, 35 to 40 representatives, and their advisor, James Carroll, the Assistant Director of Residential Living. 

The RHA presides over the Hall Associations, which some Senators had experience with.  The Hall Associations elect RHA reps, and they convene every Monday night, 7:00 to 9 p.m. in lower level Chris​tian, LO13.  Their meetings were similar to the Senate’s.  The RHA also did a lot of student organization funding and also put on programs throughout the year.  Some of their programs included All Hall-O-Ween, Bearfest, the Spring Program, and their most popular event, the Boat Dance.

In terms of their budget, each of the 6,000-plus students in the res halls pays $45, and about 25% of that goes to the RHA, creating its budget.  So they have a pretty strong budget to work with, although student organizations weren't necessarily aware of what the RHA was, and thus couldn't taken advantage of these funds.

There were benefits in collaboration between the ASUC and the RHA.  The RHA had access to over 6,400 residents, a huge population on the campus.  Eighty percent of them were first years who really had no idea about how some things worked, or how they could get involved.  Since the beginning of the summer they've been involved with voter registration.  They had “leadership tables” during Move-In Days, on Saturday and Sunday, August 23-24, where they registered people.  On Sunday ASUC volun​teers from the UCSA Voter Coalition went around to building meetings to talk about registering.

Another benefit of collaboration between the ASUC and the RHA was that the RHA had the support of 130 RAs, 14 PAs, and 13 RADs, a large group of hall staff who were very knowledgeable about the resi​dence halls and about how first years might feel.  Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired.  A motion to extend speaking time by five minutes was made and seconded by Mr. Mairena and Mr. Owens and passed with no objection.

Ms. Choh said the Senate that evening will vote on an RHA-ASUC liaison.  That person will attend the RHA’s Monday night meetings and serve as a connection between the two groups.  The RHA was work​ing very closely with the ASUC that year and was looking for someone who had experience living in the res halls and who would sit through RHA meetings.  Their meetings weren't quite as long as the Senate’s, but can be kind of long.  The liaison should be someone who could connect with residents and RHA reps and bring information about RHA programs, news, etc. to the Senate.  Another part of the liaison’s job was to represent the RHA accurately to the ASUC, including RHA events.  The last piece she hoped to find in the RHA liaison was someone who was inclusive and understood the importance of inclusion, in terms of language, actions, body language, etc.  So she would urge Senators to think about running for the liaison position.  She wanted to thank the Senate and to wish them good luck in the year.

Ms. Pasco said the next Guest Announcement was from Kevin Huynh, from SUPERB.  Mr. Huynh and Robert Yeh introduced themselves.  Mr. Yeh said another SUPERB rep spoke to Senators at Senate Training.  Mr. Huynh said SUPERB would see them each week.  They have eight departments, including Films, Concerts, and Games, and had about 50 employees.  Their mission was to bring entertainment to UC Berkeley students.  They're finalizing all their calendars for that semester and had a lot of great shows coming up.  Mr. Huynh said that for films, they're basically re-doing the summer blockbusters of that year.  Mr. Yeh said SUPERB reps planned to attend Senate meetings every week.

Mr. Huynh said he was a third-year in Mechanical Engineering.  He worked with SUPERB last year and also worked with the Berkeley Group, non-profit consulting.  Mr. Yeh said he was also a third-year in Business and Psychology.  Mr. Huynh said most of their work at that time was dealing with hiring or working with a lot of student groups.  Their staff was very new that year, which was really exciting and really scary at the same time.  He was learning a lot on the fly and was having a lot of meetings and talk​ing with a number of people, dealing with different campus organizations.  They've also had some meetings about introducing more student performers under the umbrella of campus entertainment, which

was very exciting.  They looked forward to hearing from the Senate.  They were very open and approachable, and were located in the basement of Eshleman.  People could stop by at any time.

REPORTS FROM REPRESENTATIVES TO THE ASUC 

Report from the Faculty Representative 

Ms. Pasco said they would next hear from the Faculty Representative, Prof. Dennis Lieu.  Prof. Lieu introduced himself and said he would like to welcome them to the new semester.  He was a professor in Mechanical Engineering and this was his second year in this position.  He was the Chair of the Student Affairs Committee, of the Academic Senate, which made him the Faculty Representative to the ASUC.

Prof. Lieu said his Committee met about once a month, with their first meeting on September 17, 2:30 to 4:30 in 320 Stephen's Hall.  The Student Affairs Committee creates a forum or access to the Academic Senate.  So if Senators had any issues they would like to bring before the Academic Senate, the proper way to do it was to first bring it before Student Affairs, which would discuss the matter and forward a recommendation to the Academic Senate.  They could also use the Committee to get feedback or opinions about ideas Senator had.

The Student Affairs Committee at that time had two issues to discuss, continuing a discussion from last semester about faculty apathy, an issue that had a direct affect on students.  The first issue was faculty non-compliance with meeting deadlines for submitting textbook recommendations.  Even though faculty were required to submit textbook requirements by a certain date, the compliance rate last year was around 20%.  That doesn't give the Bookstore enough time to order used books, which would represent quite a bit of savings for the students.

The second issue they'll discuss that continues from last year was faculty non-compliance in sexual har​assment prevention training, even though it's a requirement for all faculty.  The compliance was some​thing on the order of 20%.  Again, that had a direct affect on the students.

The Student Affairs Committee discussed these matters quite a bit last year and recommended some action items to the Academic Senate.  

A new issue the Committee will discuss at its next meeting was from the residence hall programs, which would like to discuss faculty-in-residence programs.  He believed there was only one faculty in a resi​dence at that time, and Prof. Lieu said it was his assumption that it was working out very well.

Ms. Hussain asked what action would be taken to ensure that all faculty comply with sexual harassment prevention training.  Prof. Lieu said there were no penalties for non-compliance and no rewards for com​pliance.  There was no incentive to meet the requirement, for sexual harassment prevention or book adoption.  As most faculty members on the Committee knew, faculty react very negatively to punitive actions.  One thing being discussed was to have a check-box on a form faculty would have to fill out

every year, saying what they've done.  These would be seen by the Academic Senate during faculty reviews.  Most faculty won't lie, and checking that box without having received the training could have a disastrous affect on their career if it was discovered.  But this was a very delicate issue.

Ms. Raffi asked if sexual harassment prevention training was yearly or just happened one time.  Prof. Lieu said he believed the training had to be repeated every other year.

Mr. Tran asked what actions have been taken to improve early textbook adoption.  Prof. Lieu said that was a tricky issue and he wasn't sure what to do about it.  They've talked about having incentives, like Starbucks or pizza gift cards, or raffles.  They're open to suggestion.  Actions along those lines have been taken by the Senate.  Two bills were submitted to the Academic Senate last year urging departments and faculty to comply and going into the ramifications and effects to students from not complying.  Part of the problem was that many faculty don't realize how it affects the prices students pay for textbooks when they submit their requests late or don't submit them at all.  So increasing the level of awareness was important.  But they had to figure out a way to ensure as much as faculty compliance as possible.  He thought rewards were a much better approach than punitive actions.

Sgt. Tucker said it was very nice to be there, as always.  He looked forward to getting to know everybody.  He was a Cal student and has been a police officer there since 1996, and a sergeant since about 2001.  He was assigned to the Office of the Chief, in the administrative unit.  He dealt with human resources, hiring and training of police officers.  One of his favorite jobs was coming to the Senate to represent the Police Department and talk to the Senate.  That job wasn't just limited to his time there every week, and people could contact him by phone or e-mail.  He’d get back to them as soon as he possibly could.  He could help Senators with bills they were working on, or with issues they wanted to discuss.  Or if they wanted to find out something for one of their constituents, he could try and do that, or point them in the right direc​tion.  Sgt. Tucker said this was the third year he’s been attending Senate meetings.  He was located in Sproul Hall, the ground floor, not the basement.

Sgt. Tucker said the UCPD was a full-service, 24-hour, 365-day-a-year Police Department.  People were surprised to learn there was a Police Department at all on campus.  They have about 75 sworn personnel and they respond to everything and investigate all crimes that occur in their primary jurisdiction.  They work hand-in-hand with the City of Berkeley and other agencies whenever necessary.

The UCPD had a number of services, some of which Senators were already familiar with.  Community Service Officers and the BearWalk program was the UCPD’s nighttime service to walk students from place to place on or off campus.  They also have a late-night service, the Owl Line, a minivan that will pick people up and take them to where they need to go, within a certain area around campus.  There was a gap between the walk program and the Owl Line, but that gap has been closed.  The Owl Line now starts at 2 a.m.

Sgt. Tucker said they were always looking for good CSOs, if Senators or someone they knew was inter​ested in a part-time job.  It was entirely non-confrontational and they get to wear a spiffy tan uniform and 
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earn money at times that don't coincide with class time.  It was all night, sometimes very late.  But shifts fit with class schedules, as long as they found time to sleep.

For an emergency or a crime in progress, people could dial 911.  But they could plug a direct emergency number into their cell phones, (510) 642-3333.  That was the equivalent to 911 that wouldn't route them to the CHP dispatcher in Vallejo.  That number went directly to the UCPD Communications Center.

Sgt. Tucker said he’ll be talking a lot that year about the Web site, police.berkeley.edu. which had a lot of information.  One of their primary publications was “Safety Counts,” with a new copy to be out in a mat​ter of weeks.  Everybody will get their own copy.  It had all kinds of information and was a good refer​ence guide, something to keep by the phone or someplace that was useful to them.

Sgt. Tucker said the University was rolling out a system called “WarnMe.”  It's an opt-in, voice mail/text/e-mail emergency alerting system.  Several campuses were implementing these in the wake of tragedies such as what happened at Virginia Tech and other locations.  It's a quick way to get urgent information to a lot of people.  Hopefully all of them sitting there will sign up, since they're all student leaders.  Even if only some people sign up, they'll get the information and share it with people around them.  Hopefully, even if a fraction of students and community members around campus sign up for this, information will still reach a large number of people in an emergency situation.  So Sgt. Tucker said he would encourage Senators to sign up and to tell their friends and associates about this who might be interested.

A similar program was the ST&AR program, a push-based information system that had a popup window tell people about Crime Alerts, something they could decide to disable if they wanted to.  WarnMe was for serious things going on at that moment and was used very rarely.  The ST&AR program issued Crime Alerts.  When there was a serious incident on or near campus, it will pop up on one’s desktop, although unfortunately not on Macs.  Crime Alerts were also available on the UCPD’s Web site.

Sgt. Tucker said that one thing he tried to do every week was to tell them a little bit about what police officers and the Department has been up to, some interesting bits of information.  Violent crime was a huge issue last year, and still was for the UCPD.  In the Fall Semester last year there were a large statisti​cal increase in reported robberies and other types of violent crime on or near campus.  This was some​thing the Department was very alert to.

Sgt. Tucker said property theft was a big problem on campus, as Senators probably knew.  In August alone, they've already had 31 bike thefts on campus, and another 10 or 15 bag/backpack/laptop/iPod thefts, little portable, valuable electronic devices.  There were also 9 auto burglaries, as opposed to auto thefts, things going out of parked cars.  Also, unfortunately, just since three days ago, the 24th, they have already had five students go to the hospital for alcohol intoxication, alcohol poisoning.  There was one arrest for intoxication and a couple of arrests for minimum possession.  Alcohol was an ongoing issue.  The Police Department essentially has a zero-tolerance policy and they take it very seriously.  They give out citations at football days and whenever they encounter a situation with the unlawful use of alcohol.  Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired.  A motion to extend by three minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Chen and passed with no objection.

Sgt. Tucker said a football game was coming up on Saturday and they were very excited about that.  Maybe he’d see them at the student gate.  Due to the continuing situation in the trees next door, gates will be slightly extended at the north and south ends.  The UCPD was confident everything will go smoothly.

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Sgt. Tucker there was an urgent call for volunteers for “Urban Shield,” something they did last year.  This is a county-wide tactical exercise participated in by SWAT teams or their equivalents from all across the country.  They come to Alameda County for two full days to participate in non-stop scenarios, with no sleep, to test their abilities and skills, as well as train them.  This year it will be held September 12-15, and volunteers were needed.  The campus was hosting a domestic terrorism simulation.  It's a very timely topic, as with the fire bombings at UC Santa Cruz.  Volunteers were needed, anybody affiliated with the school, who would like to spend a couple of hours, or as much as 12 hours or more, to be a role player in the scenario.  The realism adds to their ability to provide excellent training to all these agencies, who will then go back and have success in real life situations.  If people were interested in volunteering, the num​ber to call was 643-1810.  He would ask them to please share this invitation to anybody they knew, any​body they thought might be interested.  He’d send out an e-mail to the Senate as well that they could forward.

Mr. Nahabet asked about the enforcement policy at the student gate.  Sgt. Tucker said they don't allow possession of an open container on campus or its approaches.  Somebody under 21 who’s been drinking would probably receive a Student Conduct citation and be removed from the game or not allowed in.  For somebody over 21, it was possibly legal to drink, but if there were signs the person would be a threat to themselves or to others while inside the game, that person would also be removed.  Ms. Pasco said speaking time and total time had expired.  A motion to extend both by two minutes was made and sec​onded Ms. Raffi and Mr. Owens and passed with no objection.

Ms. Raffi asked how many students per year were arrested for alcohol-related incidents.  Sgt. Tucker said he’d see if he could find out.  Unfortunately, it seems to be several every week, so he’d guess it was approaching 100.

Mr. Smelko asked about the current situation with the tree protesters.  Sgt. Tucker said Judge Miller issued her final judgment and pleas have been entered on appeal.  The University has agreed not to go forward with construction until the appeal process has taken its course.

Ms. Chen asked what was planned that year to deal with the situation around violent crime.  Sgt. Tucker said they’re making sure people know about the problem.  One of the best ways to prevent crime was to reduce the ability to commit crime, and have fewer targets.  That happens if more people are aware of this problem and don't put themselves in vulnerable positions.  The UCPD has 8 officers, he believed, assigned full-time to the Southside/Telegraph Ave. area, and they specifically deal with crimes that occur south of the campus.  Ms. Pasco said total time and speaking time had expired.  The Chair would recom​mend extending time by 10 or 20 minutes so they don't repeat this motion.  A motion to extend total and speaking time by 20 minutes was made by Mr. Moghtader and was seconded and passed by voice-vote.

Ms. Chen asked how many cars circulate for the Owl shuttle.  Sgt. Tucker said typically it was one, a multi-passenger vehicle.  At times a second vehicle was used.

Mr. Tran asked how many patrol officers were assigned to the Northside.  Sgt. Tucker said they didn't have any officers specifically assigned to the Northside area.  But they have regular patrol beats, one of which was the north half of campus and beyond.  The reason was simply a matter of statistics, as they find there are more people and crimes on the south half of campus.  There was a crime on August 17, a robbery at Euclid, so things happen there, but statistically, more things happen on the Southside.

Ms. Ude asked about the parameters for the Owl line route.  Sgt. Tucker said the hours were 2 a.m. to 6 a.m.  The boundaries for pick ups were Cedar on the north; Prospect and Highland on the east; Parker on the south; and Shattuck on the west.  The drop-off boundaries were Hopkins to Eunice on the north; Pros​pect and Hillside on the east; Ashby on the south; and Sacramento on the west.

Miguel Daal introduced himself and said he’s talked to Senators before.  The GA was just beginning operations for the year.  He told them what he’s been working on at Senate Training.

Ms. Rodriguez asked when the first meeting of the GA will be held.  Mr. Daal said it will be September 11, in the Senate Chamber, at 4:45 p.m.

Nadesan Permaul, Auxiliary Director, said he would like to welcome Senators back to the Fall Semester, 2008.  One hundred years ago that day, student government was assuming responsibility for the Daily Cal, was taking over the Student Co-operative Store, which the ASUC has been running since 1882, and was holding contests for songs people will hear the Cal Band play on Saturday when the Bears face the Michigan State Spartans.  The Senior Men’s and Women’s Rally Committee was planning to introduce the latest activity for school spirit, something called “card stunts.”  Next year will be 100th anniversary of card stunts, which were introduced at UC Berkeley.  Student government was also working with rules and policies for student groups and activities.  If they read the minutes of the Women’s Auxiliary, at the time they were working on safety, making sure women could swim without being importuned by men as they walked through the campus.  The ASUC was still doing this work 100 years later, and was part of a long blue line of leadership that will extend beyond the next 100 years.

Mr. Permaul said the next meeting of the Store Operations Board was yet to be determined.  As soon as the Chair of the Board announces the date, Mr. Permaul said he’d share that with the Senate.

Mr. Permaul said he wanted to clarify some comments made by previous speakers.  Sexual harassment prevention policy was updated for faculty and staff every two years.  Regarding book adoption, the ASUC Bookstore was deeply involved in the adoption process since it was the principle book provider for students on the Berkeley campus, by a large margin.  And students were able to save hundreds of thou​sands dollars, and to also make that money on the reverse side.  But that could only happen if faculty adopt textbooks in a timely manner, meaning October 15 for Spring Semester, and May 15 for the fol​lowing fall.  If textbooks weren't adopted by those dates, the ASUC Bookstore could not go out and shop in the national market for used texts.  And by the time they get to the semester, if adoption wasn't timely, used texts are snapped up, and students were forced by buy new books; and they all know how much new books cost.  So it was critical to get the faculty engaged.  The fact that only 20% of the faculty have 
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actually met the adoption by the due date was an absolutely unfortunate number and showed a lack of compassion or understanding, and certainly showed a lack of action on the part of faculty to ensure that students pay the lowest prices for their textbooks.

Last year the Senate sent letters to the chairs of all departments trying to encourage them about this.  The ASUC Bookstore has been working with the Auxiliary for the last two years to engage in activities that would increase adoption.  That year the State sent auditors to UC Davis, UC Berkeley, and UCLA to look at the adoption process.  And that suddenly galvanized the campus and the Administration into looking at this issue.  Mr. Permaul said he, Assistant Vice Chancellor Ron Coley, representatives from Teaching and Learning, the Vice Provost’s office, and from Equity and Inclusion, were already working on the issue of adoption for that coming year.  They would welcome the interest of the Senate in something that would save students hundreds of thousands of dollars and would also improve the quality of their lives.  He would like to hear from any Senate members who were interested in this.

Mr. Permaul said he wanted to ask Senators to take seriously Sgt. Tucker’s suggestion to sign up for the WarnMe program, as leaders of the campus.  

Mr. Permaul said he wanted to note that there was only one official student government on the campus, the Associated Students of UC Berkeley, which was recognized by the Chancellor in 1998.  The Graduate Assembly was an element of ASUC government and there was no other official student government.  So in the eyes of the campus and the official, Senators were officially leaders on the campus.  It would be perfectly appropriate for all of them to sign up for the WarnMe program and set an example for the rest of the students.  Sgt. Tucker was correct in saying that if there was 100% response from their student gov​ernment signing up, that would be a statement for the rest of the campus and the students.

Regarding building hours of Eshleman Hall, Mr. Permaul said he’ll send out an electronic copy of those hours.  For the sake of Senators’ safety and that of others, they should be aware of this information.  It was important to understand how Eshleman Hall worked.  That past Sunday, at about 8 a.m., the front doors of Eshleman were propped open and the doors to the 2nd and 3rd floors were propped open.  Mr. Permaul said the memorial to Grace Asuncion on the wall of the Senate Chamber was there because she died because she was alone in a part of the building and didn't realize that someone could get into it, and she was caught unawares.  Her death has still not been solved.  The memorial was up there for all of them to remember that they had an obligation to keep the building safe.  It was former ASUC Senator and now the ASUC President who led the way on the Safety Committee last year to ensure that the ASUC took bolder and stronger action.  Mr. Permaul said he would like to ask all of them to please be sure to not prop doors open and that they know the building rules, and knew how to let people in and out.

Mr. Permaul said people can arrange after-hours for the building manager, from the student program, to open the building for guests after hours.  Eshleman was open until midnight Monday through Thursday, and then into the evening on the weekends.  If people need to bring people into the building after mid​night or beyond the hours on the weekend, then they should go to Building Operations and arrange for access.

Mr. Permaul said access to Eshleman will be changed in the next three to four weeks.  The ASUC has been using a key system, which the UCPD has wanted the ASUC to abandon.  Last year the ASUC stu​dent government agreed to do that.  They'll go to a system where they'll authorize access to floors and areas of the building after hours based on authorization from the UCPD and approval by the ASUC.

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Authorization will be on people’s UC ID card.  They'll only be able to go to the floor they were author​ized to go to.  Mr. Permaul said they'll make sure information was posted about this, and they'll work with the UCPD to make sure that all this information was disseminated appropriately.  But this was coming soon.

Regarding student liability insurance, Mr. Permaul said he met with the Dean and wrote a letter to indi​viduals that afternoon about this issue when it came to student activities and programs.  One hundred years ago the ASUC didn't have to worry about this, but it was a changed world.  As of last year the cam​pus has implemented rules that will require that student groups have liability insurance for a wide range of activities that previously didn't have to be covered.  He spent a day that past week making sure that the cannon that was part of the Rally Committee would be able to fire on Saturday at the football game.  The ASUC was about to have to charge each one of the cannoneers for insurance, for $1 million of liability coverage, before they could fire the canon.  That was also true for the Cal Band coming onto the field, with the pyrotechnic that introduces them.  That itself will require a million dollars of insurance.  And that was just the tip of the iceberg.  Groups that work for Sydesco, which provides food services at Memorial Stadium, will be charged for liability insurance to be able to work for the company.  Mr. Permaul said the campus was tackling all of those problems.  The Dean, going through the Vice Chan​cellor of Student Affairs, was seeking to create a pool of knowledge and funding that will be available during the Fall Semester for student organizations to tap into for liability insurance.

Mr. Permaul said he wanted to make sure that Senators’ student orgs were aware that when student groups apply for activities and venues, they'll be given information about getting liability insurance for their activities.  Some groups have already been informed by Millicent Morris-Chaney, the advisor for student groups.  This was in the Student Group Handbook.  Without these funds, groups would have to pay for that insurance themselves.

Mr. Permaul said the ASUC President wanted to tackle this in a more systemic way and look at the whole issue of student liability and how that affected ASUC autonomy and independence.  But independent of that discussion, the world of insurance was huge, and student groups now had to pay attention to it.  But funds for the Fall Semester will be made available by the Dean’s office.  The ASUC will put together a process for distribution.  If people have questions, they should be sure to check with Ms. Chaney on the 4th floor, or have their student groups do that, so they're not caught at the last moment without insurance to carry on their events.

A group serving food, such as at a potluck, could require liability insurance.  Overnight programs will require liability insurance.  If a group brought in people who were not students, faculty, or staff on the campus, or vendors who were from off campus, to an activity on the campus, they'd need to have liability insurance.  Mr. Permaul said this was just the tip of the iceberg of the types of things that require cover​age.  People should become familiar with this so they don't find out about it at the last moment.

Regarding the new audit and the investment committees for the Boston Trust, last year an audit of ASUC student finances was completed by an independent auditor, befitting the ASUC’s status as a non-profit 501(c)(3) in the State of California.  The auditors wrote a management letter laying out a series of issues.  Mr. Permaul said he’s talked to the EVP and the President about this and will present to them and Nathaniel Chaney, the ASUC Finance Officer, the management letter outlining changes in practices that will have to take place in the ASUC in order for them to maintain their non-profit status.  Mr. Permaul said he’ll report more on this after he shares it with the Officers.  But this was something else that was changing, as a result of the California Non-profit Integrity Act, adopted in 2004.
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An investment committee will also need to be formed, associated with the Boston Trust account.  It won't be comprised of just Senators but will be a different model.  They'll have to track all purchases made by student government in order to verify how student monies were used in a non-profit environment.  So there are many things that will be done that were different than how they've been done in the past.

Regarding the Multicultural Center and the seismic retrofit project for MLK, Jr. Union, when MLK goes under seismic renovation next spring, an $8.5 million project, vacated space left by the Open Computing Facility, adjacent to the MCC, will be used for a surge space for programs that are displaced by construc​tion.  When that work is completed and the surge was no longer necessary, the space will be turned over to the MCC.  As the schedule for the seismic retrofit is firmed, he’ll share that with the Senate.  The goal was to retain Pauley Ballroom for as long as possible in the spring.  They were currently scheduled to lose Pauley in March, and Pauley was booked every weekend up to that date.  They're working very hard with the campus to see if access could be extended.  Hopefully they won't start retrofit work in those rooms until after graduation in May.

Regarding Student Union maintenance, if maintenance and support was needed from Facilities staff of the Auxiliary, he would ask them to please contact them at fix_asuc@.berkeley.edu.  Direct calls to Richard Watson or to Peter Quintin, the Student Union Manager, may not be answered in a timely manner.  So fix_asucq.berkeley.edu was designed to be used not only for scheduling, but for immediate response and for prioritizing work for maintenance projects and needs.

Mr. Permaul said he was located on the 4th floor and has already met with three Senators after the orien​tation.  He was delighted to meet with them.  He had office hours because he taught, Thursday from 2:30 to 3:30.  But people could always drop in at any time, say hello, or ask questions.  They could also send him an e-mail and he’d always respond to them.  All of his reports will be submitted to the Senate in writing.

Mr. Permaul said he wanted to remind about Calapalooza on Thursday, a joint venture with Student Affairs.  It will be in Lower Sproul.  It will start at 4 p.m.  It will be a swell event that will include food.  So he would ask people to please come out and enjoy it.  He called for any questions.

Ms. Rodriguez asked where the funds will come from for the liability fund for students.  Mr. Permaul said the Dean went to the Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs and asked that he take the funding request to the VCAC, Vice Chancellors and Academic Coordinators, basically the Chancellor’s advisory cabinet, mak​ing financial decisions.  The request was to put up the monies, just for the Fall Semester, that will be nec​essary to support student activities.

Ms. Raffi asked what’s been done in previous years regarding liability insurance.  Mr. Permaul said it's been a wink and a nod.  Everybody has sort of ignored it and not paid attention to it seriously.  They've been very lucky that nothing serious has happened.  But in the post Virginia Tech world, that was no longer possible.  The whole way in which activities and programs on college campuses, which were so open, were now being scrutinized.  As for what will happen afterwards, in the spring, the UC Office of the President was trying to get a program of liability coverage Systemwide that everybody could buy into to keep their rates lower.  But they haven't be able to find an insurer who was willing to take on this such a broad liability as “student activities.”  That covers such a broad range that most insurers were rather leery.  Task forces of all of the UCs, in Northern California and Southern California, will be convened to put together a program for liability coverage to submit to the OP.  They still have to get to the issue of who will pay for it and how it will be paid for.
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Ms. Ude asked if there were any specific incentives for professors to adopt textbooks on time.  Mr. Permaul said UC Davis one semester tried incentives, and the adoption rate jumped 50%.  But the next semester it went down to 13%.  So it wasn't clear that incentives worked.  Prof. Lieu was correct in that the real issue was that there were no consequences for faculty not doing this.  They want to believe that the incentive to do the right thing was a good approach.  So the Student Store and the Auxiliary will pro​pose some concepts they'll vet with the Student Affairs Committee.

Ms. Shah asked if students had access to the Boston Trust investment portfolio.  Mr. Permaul said the Boston Trust was the result, in 1998, of the end of the ASUC independently running business operations.  After the ASUC’s retirement fund was disbursed, the money that was left was put into the Boston Trust, into a sustainable investment fund.  It was now up to about $1.5 million.  These funds are used by the Senate every year to provide scholarships for underrepresented minorities on the campus.  Two years ago the Senate stopped using all of the interest and began reinvesting some of the principle.  As a result, an investment committee was needed.  Mr. Permaul said his goal before he left there, or before they kicked him out, was to make sure that they get that investment fund up to about $5 million, so there would be money coming back in interest that the ASUC could use in a variety of different ways.  In particular, it could be used in those rainy-day years when revenue might not be high or money was needed for things like liability insurance.

Ms. Dhar asked when they'll know if access to Pauley will be extended past March.  Mr. Permaul said they've been working all summer with the campus project manager, who has been very cooperative.  They hope to solidify some of those dates as they move into the fall.  The steel that will be used in the rein​forcement was imported and was very expensive.  Getting it depended on what else was going on in the Bay Area construction market.  So it was a little fluid.  As soon as they could nail down the dates, he’d bring that back to the Senate.

Ms. Yang asked what the plans were for students to obtain insurance and carry out their activities if the fund Mr. Permaul was asking for wasn't granted.  Mr. Permaul said they haven't thought of a back-up plan yet.  That was something they'd have to do with student government.  He asked student government last spring to take a portion of its residual funds to put aside for this purpose.  But at the time it still seemed too distant of an issue and it wasn't done, so now they'll have to figure things out.  The ASUC Auxiliary has operating reserves that students could borrow and then repay.  Mr. Permaul said that what they're hoping to do was persuade the campus that this was something the campus should be doing for students.  Student activities were a vital part of the core life of campus.  Mr. Permaul said they'd see how it goes.

Ms. Oatfield asked what incentives were used at UC Davis to increase textbook adoption.  Mr. Permaul said he didn't recall but would find out.

Ms. Ude asked if building safety precautions were on the Web site or were accessible to students.  Mr. Permaul said it wasn't available yet because they haven't solidified the language.  It will be made available.

Ms. Ude asked when Senators could submit their information for the card key.  Mr. Permaul said he would add that to a future report.

EXECUTIVE OFFICER REPORTS

Dionne Jirachikitti introduced herself and said she was fourth-year originally from Union City, California.  She’s an Asian American Studies major, Public Policy minor.  Her family was from Thailand.  They'll all be there that weekend, but she’ll be here.  She looked forward to working with the Senate that year and hoped they all felt they could call her or e-mail her.  They try to do good work for the school, on a per​sonal, official, and professional level.

Ms. Jirachikitti said the Officers in May were sworn in and since then, a lot of work has been done in External Affairs, including cleaning the office.  People were welcomed to come to 220 Eshleman.  They have a new Chief-of-Staff, Stephanie Puentes.  

Ms. Jirachaikitti said she went to a wonderful public policy program for seven weeks.  If people were interested in public policy, they should let her know.  In mid-July the UC Student Association Congress was held at Berkeley.  The Congress is held every summer.  Representatives from all the UC schools attend and decide on the priorities of the whole coalition for the entire year.  Berkeley hosted the Con​gress this year, with 150 to 200 students in attendance.  Priorities they arrived at included working on the California DREAM Act, academic preparation funding, and to make sure they do get-out-the-vote work.  For graduate students, their priority was graduate research and funding grants for research.

Ms. Jirachikitti said the UCSA has other members in the EAVP’s office, such as organizing directors.  As EAVP, she was on the Board of the UCSA, and was elected Secretary/Finance Officer, extra responsibil​ity for her.  UCSA Board meetings, which she attends, are held once a month.

On August 2-6 they went to Wisconsin, UW-Madison, for a meeting of the US Student Association, which she talked a little about during Senate Training.  The USSA is a national coalition and they came up with priorities of veterans’ rights, the federal DREAM Act, equal opportunity, and vote work.  There were also other people from Berkeley on board, including Courtney McDonald, who works in the EAVP’s office as a Legislative Liaison in the National Department.  Ms. McDonald was also the Vice Chair of the Non-Traditional Caucus and Ms. Jirachikitti said she was the Chair of the National People of Color.  They have three or four Board meetings throughout the year, the first being at the end of Septem​ber in Washington, D.C.

Ms. Jirachikitti said she and Mr. de la Cruz did interviews and have an 18-person staff.  They'll have a staff retreat that Saturday.  They're also going to send out a roster of contact information when everything was finalized.

They created the Vote Coalition at UC Berkeley, 2008, which recently started.  She was surprised at how well it was going.  They've had three meetings so far, with more than ten different organizations repre​sented, including AAA, Senators, Cal Dems, and CALPIRG, to name a few.  Ms. Jirachikitti said they also did a lot of vote work.  As Ms. Winston mentioned, the goal was to register 10,000 students on cam​pus that year.  That was a very high goal, and she didn't think 10,000 students have ever been registered on the campus.  In the last election cycle they registered 6,000.  She thought they could get around 8,000, but 10K was their goal.  It was doable, but they needed Senators’ help.

Ms. Jirachikitti said they went to a Co-op meeting at Rochdale last weekend to do voter registration.  It didn't go so well.  There were a lot of international students and it was the office’s first try.  But with the help of the Vote Coalition, they also had a Statewide vote training, which she talked to the Senate about.  It happened that weekend.  About 50 different students from UC Berkeley got vote training in voter reg​istration.  They got about 400 students registered during Caltopia and during move-in.  They got those with the help of the USSA and from students from around California.  That night, also working with Catherine Choh, from the RHA, who talked to the Senate earlier, they had voter registration at mandatory dorm meetings to get register freshmen in the dorms.  Since they've newly moved here, they need to re-register.  Ms. Jirachikitti said they also went to Caltopia, went to more dorm meetings, and will go to Calapalooza.  So far, from that past weekend, they registered 1,400 students.  And all of those cards have been databased for information that will be used to call them and to get out the vote.  The cards have all been sent out.  Ms. Jirachikitti said she was really proud of the staff, and they couldn't have done it with​out the help of the Vote Coalition.  She would encourage Senators to attend meetings of this organization, and to encourage groups they're a part of or their friends to attend these meetings.  This will be a huge vote year.  Just from this past weekend, Ms. Jirachikitti said she thought there would be a huge turnout on the campus.

Ms. Jirachikitti said that in addition to those 1,400 new registered voters, they also signed up about 250 new people to volunteer for the campaign.

Ms. Jirachikitti said she would like to nominate Stephanie Puentes as Chief-of-Staff in the External Affairs Office, with a stipend of $1,500.

Ms. Chen asked if she planned to go to the meetings of various organizations to register students.  Ms. Jirachikitti said they plan to go to Greek houses, co-ops, and Hall Association meetings, as well as go to meetings of different student groups.  Senators have told her about different meetings to attend, and peo​ple in the Coalition registered to go to these events to register students.

Report from the Academic Affairs Vice President 

Carlo de la Cruz said he wanted to congratulate Senators for completing the Senate Training Institute.  He looked forward to working with each and every one of them and having a beneficial year for all students.

To tell them about himself, Carlo de la Cruz introduced himself and said he was a fourth-year, an Ameri​can Studies and Asian American Studies double major, from Los Angeles.  The office that year will bring

in new ideas and fresh faces.  They'll bring in people not only inside the ASUC, but outside the ASUC as well, to ensure a diverse and multi-perspective for students’ academic experience.  They want to focus on ensuring that ASUC programs such as EGMP and the Bookswap, not only benefit students but also actively ensure that students were benefiting.  For the Bookswap they're collaborating with CALPIRG, which was working on a textbook affordability campaign.  And for ENGP, they're outreaching to graduate students so they have diverse representation from the graduate schools.

Mr. de la Cruz said the Bookswap was in full swing.  That day was the first day of sales.  They have about 300 books and have sold 50, totaling about $3,000 in sales, money that went back into students’ pockets that they didn't have before.  There's a .25¢ tax on each book that comes to the ASUC, so the ASUC made $12.50.  The Bookswap will continue until September 3, and he would ask Senators to please advertise it to their constituencies.  There was a Daily Cal ad that day and the office has been advertising the Bookswap in the dorms using listservs and other means of publicity.  They'll be in the lobby of MLK from 11:00 to 5:00 every day.

In terms of representatives to Academic Senate and University administrative committees, the office has received a large number of applications.  Interviews were finished last Monday and they're finalizing appointments that week.  People were being notified.  He wanted to thank Senators for applying and tak​ing this opportunity to be involved despite their busy schedules.

Mr. de la Cruz said grants will be open in mid-September.  That was similar to last year’s timeline.  Peo​ple in the office were meeting with last year’s grant committees to make sure the transition was consistent and that grants were more transparent and accessible.  As soon as grants are available there will be grants workshops to inform students about how to apply.  The office handed out grants pamphlets at Caltopia and they'll hand them out at Calapalooza.  The information had all of the updated grants, including Public Service Fund Grants.

Mr. de la Cruz said he would like to appoint Shaleen Shanbhag as his Chief-of-Staff, with a stipend of $1,500.

Ms. Hussain asked if the grants brochure was also available online.  Mr. de la Cruz said that was being updated.  They're available on the 2nd floor and in the AAVP’s office.

Report from the Executive Vice President 
With Ms. Vir-Banks chairing the meeting, Ms. Pasco said she would like to welcome them to the first Senate meeting.  People looked really tired.  Hopefully they won’t out early too late that evening.  She wanted to thank them for being very patient with her, and said this was a learning process for everyone.  Nameplates and Senate furniture weren't in yet.  The furniture should be in by Friday.  Also, she wanted to encourage everyone to use the Senate lounge.  Her office was right next to it.  She hasn't seen a lot of them yet, but hopefully that will start to pick up as the semester progressed.  They could use that space to study or have meetings.  If there were any needs they have, they should bring them to her attention and she would try to address them as soon as possible.

Report from the Executive Vice President (cont'd)
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Ms. Pasco said preliminary decisions for space allocations will come out Friday morning.  People should inform their groups about that.  There were a lot of applications and it took a long time to review them.  Directions will also be made available about the appeals process.

Ms. Pasco said she’d appoint committees and representatives that evening.  It will be a long meeting.  She wanted to remind people that committees won't have to butt next Monday because it will be a holiday, Labor Day.  So committees don't have to give reports.  Issue Briefs for Advocacy Agenda committees were due on Friday.  She passed out Issue Brief submission forms during the Senate Leadership Institute and hopefully Senators have talked to their constituents and communities about the issues they'd like to see addressed to work on that year.  It was really important that Senators talk to constituents and to the student body about different issues they want to address that year.

Ms. Pasco said that all next week the ASUC will table out on Sproul, and it would be a really good opportunity for Senators to be visible and introduce themselves to the first-years who will be walking around Sproul, and to also recruit interns for the ASUC.

As Ms. Winston mentioned, Ms. Pasco said they'll try to create more of a system of accountability for the ASUC internship program that year.  So it was really important that Senators actively recruit interns.  There was a lot of work that needed to be done.  A lot of Senators mentioned having anxious about trying to manage time in terms of the Senate, their academics, their personal life, mental health, etc.  So it was important that they work with people to help them that year.

More specific to the EVP’s office, Adi Afek, the Chief-of-Staff, conducted several interviews for office staff, and they have a 12-person staff that semester.  They had a staff retreat last Sunday and Monday, with a lot of guest speakers, such as Jan Crowder and the Dean of Students, Jonathan Poullard, to talk about leadership development and the social change model of leadership that they hope to infuse the ASUC internship program with that year.  In that way, they could put theory as well as practice together so that interns have a holistic experience with leadership development.

Ms. Pasco said she would like to nominate Adi Afek as the Executive Vice President’s Chief-of-Staff, with a stipend of $1,500; and nominate Yaman Salahi for ASUC Web master, with a stipend of $1,000.

Ms. Pasco said she wanted to say it was going to be a long night, and she could see from some of their faces they were tired.  But she would ask them to hang in there and they'd get through this.

Ms. Oatfield asked when they'll get business cards.  Ms. Pasco said they’ll have them and nameplates by the next meeting.

Mr. Moghtader asked if there was an issue last year with Mr. Salahi being the Web master.  He knew at one point there was some issue of not having things posted on time.  Ms. Pasco said that to her knowl​edge, there were no issues.  But she’d do some research and get back to him.

Mr. Moghtader asked why those people were her two appointments.  Ms. Pasco said they'll be able to get the opportunity to ask them questions.  Ms. Afek did an amazing job on the staff retreat and single hand​edly planned everything.  Ms. Pasco said she was really busy with the Leadership Institute at the time.  In terms of the ASUC Web master, she was nominating Mr. Salahi for continuity.  She thought he did an amazing job with the ASUC Web site last year and revitalized it in a lot of ways.  So she would like to maintain that continuity.

Back in session, a motion to extend the recess by two minutes was made by Mr. Mairena and was seconded and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, a motion to extend the recess by five minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Dhar and Mr. Zuo and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.

Ms. Pasco said the appointments were based on the questionnaires people submitted to her on the Friday of the Senate Leadership Institute.  All Senators were able to get either their first or second choices.  Unfortunately, not everybody was able to get their first choice.  In order for the appointments to go into effect, the Senate would need to approve them by a two-thirds vote, 14 votes.

The Senate had the opportunity to amend the appointments.  If there were any switches people wanted to make, the Chair would suggest that both Senators involved agree on the change.

Ms. Pasco said she would like to suggest a short recess so Senators could discuss the appointments among themselves.  A motion to recess for ten minutes to discuss committee appointments was made and sec​onded by Ms. Hussain and Mr. Owens and failed by hand-vote 9-10-1.

Ms. Pasco called for any amendments Senators would like to make to Standing Committee appointments.

Mr. Moghtader said he would like to amend the appointments to switch him from External Affairs to the Finance Committee.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Owens.

Mr. Mairena asked if the switch would have to be made to a Senator on both committees.  Ms. Pasco said that it would be preferable if Mr. Moghtader could switch with another Senator because they couldn't have eight Senators on Fi-Comm.  Mr. Moghtader said that to preserve the three-three party balance he would move to switch with Sen. Hussain.

Mr. Sakaue asked what party Sen. Hussain ran with.  Ms. Hussain said she ran as an independent.  Mr. Sakaue asked what party balance Mr. Moghtader wanted to retain.  Mr. Moghtader said he was referring 
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to the Cal-SERVE/Student Action balance that currently existed.  If he switched, that would throw off that balance.

Mr. Mairena moved to recess for two minutes so Sens. Moghtader and Hussain could this settle this them​selves.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, a motion to extend the recess by ten minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Raffi and Mr. Nahabet.  Mr. Sakaue asked if this decision could be made before the entire Senate.  Ms. Raffi said she thought it was appropriate for people to talk privately, and thought that was more efficient.  The motion to recess passed by hand-vote 10-9-1.  This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Pasco said Mr. Moghtader’s motion to switch to Fi-Comm was out of order since there could not be more than seven Senators on Fi-Comm.

Ms. Chen moved to amend the committees, to switch Mr. Moghtader from the External Affairs Commit​tee to the Finance Committee, and to switch Ms. Hussain from the Fi-Comm to External Affairs.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Tran.

Mr. Mairena asked what procedure the Chair went through to determine the composition of the commit​tees.  Ms. Pasco said she used the questionnaires that Senators submitted on the Friday of the Senate Leadership Institute.  She read every response and placed people on committees according to their first and twice choices.

Mr. Tran asked how she determined between two potential candidates seeking the same position.  Ms. Pasco said it was according to their first and second choices.  What was on the Board was pretty much what people ranked.

Ms. Chen asked how she decided which candidate got their first choice.  Ms. Pasco said all Senators got their first choice.  Mr. Moghtader said he didn't get his first choice.  Ms. Pasco said Senators got either their first or second choices.  

Ms. Raffi said the two Senators up for debate both ranked Fi-Comm as their first choice.  The question was how the Chair decided between two Senators who ranked Fi-Comm as their first choice.  Ms. Pasco said the decision she made to put Sen. Moghtader on External instead of Finance was because in his question, Mr. Moghtader talked about working on issues such as student fees.  She felt that could be bet​ter addressed within External Affairs, and it was something the EAVP and the UCSA would work on that year.

Mr. Moghtader asked if she would mind going through and writing next to each Senator’s name what their preferences were.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair wouldn't do that because information in the question​naires was confidential.  Mr. Moghtader said he didn't think people’s rankings were confidential.  

Ms. Pasco said the Chair would entertain a motion for a two-minute recess in order to write down peo​ple’s preferences on board.  Mr. Moghtader said he would just ask the Chair to read people’s preferences.  A motion to recess for two minutes was made and was seconded by Mr. Mairena.  The motion to recess passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Ms. Pasco said the Chair would entertain a motion for a ten-minute recess.  It was so moved and seconded by Mr. Sakaue and Mr. Owens and failed by hand-vote.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair would break the tie in the affirmative.  The motion to recess passed 11-10-0.  This meeting was recessed.
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Back in session, Ms. Pasco said she would state the first and second preferences people listed from the questionnaires.

Ms. Cho moved to amend committee appointments, to switch her name on Con-Review with Sen. Smelko on Fi-Comm.  Ms. Pasco said that was out of order as a motion by Mr. Chen was pending.

Mr. Moghtader said it seemed that he and Sen. Shah were the only two Senators who didn't get their first choices, and asked if that was correct.  Ms. Pasco said it was.  Mr. Moghtader asked if she could produce the original documents that had their first choices on them.  Ms. Pasco said she couldn't do that as not everyone gave her a hard copy.  Mr. Moghtader said e-mails would be fine.

Mr. Sakaue asked if it was the Chair’s discretion as to whether to disclose these documents, since the questionnaires not only contain preferences, but the reasons for people’s preferences, which he thought was confidential.

On a point of order, Mr. Moghtader said the Chair already read one of the points on his form about stu​dent fees, so she’s already breached confidentiality.

Mr. Zuo said that with regard to Ms. Chen’s motion to amend an amendment, he failed to see how that motion germane to the amendment.  He believed her motion should be upheld.  Ms. Pasco said that because Sen. Chen’s motion was still pending, they couldn't have another motion on the floor.

Ms. Dhar moved to overrule the Chair and believed an amendment to the motion could be considered before the amendment.  Ms. Pasco said the motion on the floor was Ms. Chen’s motion.  Mr. Moghtader said the motion on the floor was Ms. Dhar’s motion to overrule the Chair, which he would second.  Ms. Pasco said they would vote on the motion to overrule.  Mr. Moghtader asked for debate.

Ms. Chen moved to recess for five minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Zuo and passed by voice-vote.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, a motion to extend the recess by ten minutes was made and seconded by Mr. Moghtader and Mr. Tran and tied 10-10-0.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair would vote in the affirmative.  The motion to recess passed 11-10-0.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in ses​sion, Mr. Moghtader moved to recess for 30 minutes.  The motion was seconded and failed by voice-vote.  Mr. Nahabet moved to recess for five minutes.  The motion was seconded and failed by voice-vote.  A motion to recess for three minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Chen and Ms. Dhar and passed by voice-vote.  This meeting was recessed.

Mr. Moghtader moved to have the Chair read into the minutes the following questions he had: Who e-mailed her ASUC briefs and who delivered a hard copy?  Ms. Pasco asked the Senate to stand at ease while she gathered the information requested.  Mr. Moghtader said that in the interest of saving time, he would retract that request.
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Mr. Moghtader said he would like the Chair to please forward out the chain of e-mails that she had that contained committee brief forms.  Ms. Pasco said the chain of e-mails didn't have all the Senators.  On a point of personal privilege, Ms. Shah said she sent an e-mail to the Chair with a private conversation with her personal concerns in it.  So she would prefer that it not be widely sent out.

On a point of information, Ms. Dhar said that according to the Constitution, Article XI, Section 5, “Free​dom of Information,” it states that all information that has been sent in regard to ASUC material was to be made public.  Mr. Moghtader asked if Ms. Shen’s e-mail was sent to an ASUC account.  Ms. Pasco asked why that was relevant.  Mr. Moghtader said that if it was sent to an ASUC account, the e-mail became a public record, as stated in the Constitution.  The Constitution also states that information should be made available in a timely manner, and he didn't think this has been in a timely manner.

Ms. Shah said that she turned in a copy, and if anybody wanted to see the ASUC document, they could, but not her e-mail.

Mr. Nahabet asked if Ms. Shah turned in both an e-mail and a hard copy.  Ms. Shah said she turned in a hard copy and didn’t send it in by e-mail.  She turned in a hard copy of her application.  The e-mail she sent didn't have the document.

Mr. Mairena asked Senators to please wait for the Chair to acknowledge them before speaking.

Ms. Oatfield suggested that the Senate look at the questionnaires and statements of both Ms. Hussain and Mr. Moghtader, decide on committee assignments, and not bicker about e-mails and whether or not they were private.  Mr. Moghtader said he was okay with that, but he wanted the Senate to hear why he wanted to be on Fi-Comm, and why Sen. Hussain wanted that.  He just wanted the information sent out, after which the Senate could have a discussion on the merits.  Ms. Oatfield said she thought this debate was a waste of time and thought they should look at the larger issues they were there to consider.

Ms. Dhar said it was a matter of procedural fairness rather than one of wasting time.  She said Mr. Moghtader’s question was whether all information should be public, and whether the Chair had the privi​lege to withhold some information, for personal reasons, when the Constitution stated otherwise.

Mr. Moghtader asked why not even one brief has yet been sent out.  Ms. Pasco said they have been sent out.  Mr. Moghtader asked how many have been sent out.  Mr. Nahabet said thus far, the questionnaires were sent out from Ms. Raffi, Ms. Hussain, Ms. Chen.  Mr. Moghtader said that since he and Sen. Shah didn't get their first choices, he would ask if the Senate could look at those first.

Mr. Mairena said that Sen. Shah didn't mention that she was questioning her committee appointment, so for the sake of time, the Senate should move into the amendment made by Ms. Chen to switch Mr. Moghtader and Ms. Hussain, and the Senate should look at their applications.

Ms. Raffi asked Senators to please not engage in cross debate.

Ms. Pasco said the Chair would entertain a motion for a ten-minute recess.  It was so moved by Mr. Mairena and was seconded and failed by hand-vote 9-11-0.

Ms. Raffi asked if people could sit quietly while the information was sent out, so it could be quickly.

Ms. Shah asked what they were trying to accomplish as a Senate.  Ms. Raffi said they were trying to settle committee nominations and they needed to overcome this hurdle as quickly as possible.

Ms. Ude asked Mr. Moghtader for his reasoning in making the request to send out information.  Ms. Raffi said she believed that was cross debate.  Mr. Moghtader made a request to honor the Constitution.

Ms. Dhar moved to go to Guest Announcements.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Moghtader and passed with no objection.

GUEST ANNOUNCEMENTS 

Gabe Weiner said that as a former Senator and someone who cared a lot about ASUC transparency, he was upset with what was going on.  There was a simple piece of information in an e-mail, and a thread of e-mails could easily be forwarded.  He would like to know why Senators weren't getting the information that the students and Senators deserved.

Ms. Winston said that as a former Senator, it was extremely disappointing seeing a lack of communica​tion, and people not trying to work with each other.  This was the first Senate meeting, and she would urge them to recall that the priority and goal of being a Senator was to work with each other and make sure as the students’ needs were being met.  She didn't feel people were working together at that time, and in fact, it was quite the opposite.  She would recommend allowing the Chair to take a break to get every​thing together, and to remember that beyond being Senators and Execs, they're students and humans.  Ms. Raffi said there were numerous recesses before Ms. Winston came into the Chamber.  Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired.  A motion to extend by five minutes was made and seconded by Mr. Mairena and Ms. Hussain.  Mr. Zuo noted that the motion was not debatable.  The motion to recess tied at 10-10.

Mr. Moghtader said they've been waiting a long time to see these public documents, and asked what Ms. Winston would propose.  He wasn't sure what the hold-up was.  Ms. Winston said they should allow the Chair to do her job.

Ms. Chen asked if she thought sending out e-mails would take longer than a half hour.  Ms. Winston said she thought that question was dilatory.

Ms. Dhar moved to leave Guest Announcements.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Moghtader and tied 9-9-1.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair would vote in the affirmative.  The motion to leave Guest Announce​ments passed 10-9-1.

Mr. Nahabet moved to allow the Chair to send out the e-mails while all Senators remained quiet, and to stand at ease.

On a point of information, Ms. Raffi asked if the Chair had an e-mail from Sen. Shah regarding commit​tee preferences.  Ms. Pasco said she did.  Ms. Raffi asked if it contained an attachment with the form that was sent to Senators.  She asked if the Chair had an e-mail that hadn't been deleted.  Ms. Chen asked if Senators could allow the Chair to answer questions before cutting her off.

Mr. Nahabet asked how many motions were at hand.  Ms. Pasco said she didn't know.  Mr. Sakaue said the current motion was to have the Senate stand at ease.

Ms. Rodriguez moved to distribute the hard copy of Sen. Shah’s committee questionnaire.  Ms. Pasco said that was out of order because there was a previous motion on the floor.  Mr. Nahabet moved to over​rule the Chair.  Ms. Chen asked for decorum.

Mr. Smelko moved to recess for one minute in order to send out Sen. Shah’s e-mail.  The motion was seconded.  Ms. Pasco said the current motion was to stand at ease.

Ms. Dhar moved to amend, and to stand at ease in order to send out Sen. Shah’s e-mail for committee preferences.  The motion was seconded.

Ms. Pasco said the Chair would have the Senate stand at ease in order for her to send out Sen. Shah’s e-mail.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Moghtader and passed with no objection.

Ms. Dhar asked if the results of the e-mail would be recorded in the minutes.

Ms. Pasco said the Chair made a mistake in her previous ruling to overrule Sen. Chen’s motion to switch Sen. Moghtader and Sen. Hussain.  So the motion on the floor was Ms. Chen’s motion, to switch Sens. Moghtader and Hussain.

Ms. Chen moved to go to Elected Official Announcements.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Dhar and failed by hand-vote 10-9-1, requiring a two-thirds vote to amend the agenda.

Mr. Moghtader asked the Chair to please read the contents of the e-mail, for the record.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair would not read that e-mail.

Mr. Mairena there's been a lot of debate on this e-mail, and the e-mail has been sent out.  He asked if the Senate could get to the amendment, which they haven't discussed yet.

Mr. Moghtader asked if the Chair would allow him to read the e-mail, and then verify it, for the minutes.  Ms. Pasco said that was not relevant to the motion at hand, to switch Sens. Moghtader and Hussain.  Ms. Dhar moved to overrule the Chair.  She said hearing that e-mail was directly germane to the amendment.

Ms. Pasco said they would take a pro-con speakers list on overruling the Chair.

Mr. Nahabet said this has taken long enough.

Ms. Pasco said she would apologize for the time it took to send out the e-mail.  She thought it would be fair to send out all of them, since out had been sent out.  And sending them out was what she was in the process of doing.  She was asking Mr. Litwak questions and would apologize for the delay.  They've all
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been sent.  There was a motion to send out Ms. Shah’s e-mail and she did that.  They would consider Sen. Chen’s motion to switch Mr. Moghtader and Ms. Hussain.  It was difficult to send out e-mails when a bunch of people were talking to her at the same time.

Ms. Dhar said that to understand Ms. Chen’s amendment, they had to place it in context, and Ms. Shah’s e-mail to the Chair dealt with that.

Mr. Mairena said it was almost midnight.  He didn't see how Ms. Shah being appointed to Con-Review was of any relevance to Sen. Moghtader switching with Sen. Hussain.  They should consider Ms. Chen’s amendment to switch.

Mr. Nahabet said there was a simple request to read an e-mail, and they should not debate that.  They've wasted enough time trying to send it out.  It was a simple request.

Mr. Mairena moved to call the question on overruling the Chair.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Rodriguez and passed with no objection.  Ms. Hussain asked what it would mean to overrule the Chair.  Ms. Pasco said was to read the e-mail into the minutes.

The motion to overrule the Chair passed by hand-vote 10-8-2.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair was overruled.

Mr. Moghtader asked if the Chair could verify this when he finished.  It was previously recorded in the minutes that Sen. Shah’s first choice for committee was Finance, and her second choice was Con-Review.  And based on that e-mail, which in his estimation took approximately two hours to send out, it turned out that Sen. Shah’s first choice was Con-Review.  So in fact, there was only one Senator who didn't get his or her choice first choice.  Ms. Pasco said she believed that was correct.

On a point of personal privilege, Ms. Shah asked if the Chair could please produce her hard copy of committee preferences.  Ms. Pasco said that hard copy was available for Ms. Shah.

Mr. Moghtader said the e-mail from Ms. Shah was dated Monday, August 25, 2008, at 9:13 p.m., which was past the deadline for submitting the forms.  The e-mail states, “Sorry this is late, Krystle.  I wanted to wait until other Cal-SERVE Senators, so here it is.”  Mr. Moghtader said in the question asking to rank committees in order of preference, Ms. Shah ranked Con-Review number 1; Fi-Comm number 2; and External number 3.  It then goes on to list reasons why Con-Review would be her first choice.

Mr. Moghtader asked if the Chair would verify that this was, in fact, the e-mail.  Ms. Pasco said it was.

Mr. Mairena said that since the e-mail has been read, he moved to enter into discussion of the appoint​ment of the three Standing Committees.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Owens and passed with no objection.

Ms. Pasco said they were in debate on the motion to switch Sen. Moghtader and Sen. Hussain, which would have Mr. Moghtader on Fi-Comm and Ms. Hussain on External Affairs.

Ms. Hussain moved to recess for ten minutes.  The motion was seconded by and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Mairena moved to extend the recess by five minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously by voice-vote.  This meeting was recessed.
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Back in session, Ms. Pasco said they were in consideration of Sen. Chen’s motion to switch Sen. Moghtader to the Finance Committee and Sen. Hussain to External Affairs.

Ms. Chen said that The Squelch has traditionally had somebody on the Finance Committee and she thought Mr. Moghtader was very qualified for Fi-Comm, as demonstrated by his campaign goals.  But she also believed Ms. Hussain had the skill and ability to serve on Fi-Comm.  It was important to honor the tradition of Squelch being on Fi-Comm. 

Ms. Ude asked what the relevance was of the tradition of having a Squelch Senator on Fi-Comm.  Ms. Chen it was a matter of having experience in dealing with the budget.  People could ask Mr. Moghtader if they had questions about his qualifications.

Ms. Hussain said that one of the main reasons she got involved in the Senate was to be on Fi-Comm.  After Peace Not Prejudice Week she realized there were many funds available from the ASUC, many of which she hadn't known a lot about.  She educated herself about them after the Week and realized she could have applied for so many grants.  It was a financial hardship.  Also, being on Fi-Comm would help her learn about her communities.  Since she was an independent she’s had organizations that were starting come to her to ask how they could get allocations from the Senate.  She would like to help these smaller organizations.  She believed that Fi-Comm had certain interactions with students on campus and that Fi-Comm was students’ first priority when they wanted money from the campus. She believed being on Fi-Comm would help her to better network with students and with student organizations, especially smaller ones.  The spring budget process was really important, and a number of groups that backed her when she ran stated that one of their top priorities was for her to help them in spring budgeting.  Being on Fi-Comm would give her information to bring back to these communities and organizations to better their future at Cal.

Mr. Moghtader said he thought Sen. Hussain would make a really good Fi-Comm member.  It was important to have an independent Senator on Fi-Comm.  Sen. Hussain was extremely qualified, but he thought he was more qualified.  This wasn't discussion about what just happened, and the e-mail illus​trated something bigger going on with the committees, the issue of transparency in the Senate, which they should deal with later.  Mr. Moghtader said he’s an Economics major.  He ran on a platform that heavily dealt with Fi-Comm.  The Squelch plan was his brainchild, and was something he envisioned putting into practice on Fi-Comm.  The plan was one of fiscal responsibility.  It was often misinterpreted to mean he’d cut funding to student groups.  But that wasn't it, and it meant being smart about how much money was given out.  If they're smart about it, then in the end they’d have more money left over to redistribute.  It was really a plan to increase the ASUC’s budget by having smarter spending.  He ran and was elected on that platform, and he looked forward to putting it into practice on Fi-Comm.  He’s attended numerous Fi-Comm meetings and former Sen. Weiner was on Fi-Comm and taught him a lot.  Mr. Moghtader said he didn't agree with Mr. Weiner on everything, but he’s learned a lot from him.  That was a reason he was qualified to be on the Committee.  Squelch also had a history of helping smaller organizations, including some of the newer publications.

Ms. Oatfield asked if he could provide specific examples on spending money smartly.  Mr. Moghtader said the ASUC pays it's lawyer a retainer of $50,000 a year.  That was a lot of money, and he thought a big portion of that should go to students and not to an attorney who didn't do a whole lot of work.  If they were to go through the budget, there were a whole lot of things that could probably be cut down, with the money to then be redistributed.  As far as cutting student group funding, he didn't think that was ever a
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good idea.  But the Senate should use its funds to reach out to the most number of students.  If that meant re-distributing funds to a group that reached 5 students, taking a portion of that and re-distributing it to a group that reached 100 students, he thought that would be smart.  And he didn't think this was something the ASUC has always done.  Given that all students pay into the budget with their fees, he thought it made sense to give that money back to as many students as possible.  Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired.  A motion to extend by five minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Chen and Mr. Owens and passed with no objection.

Mr. Sakaue asked how much of that would actually require Mr. Moghtader to go to Fi-Comm meetings.  Mr. Moghtader said he’s gone to Fi-Comm numerous times, usually on behalf of a student group.  The experience he gained enabled him to see how the Committee operates.  He’s also sat in on many meetings where he hasn't had a request for funds or a bill, and that has also helped him understand the workings of the Committee.

Mr. Sakaue asked about requesting funding.  Mr. Moghtader said he’s the President of a new, small stu​dent group that went to Fi-Comm.  He’s gone through the application process and understood why groups needed funds.  He thought he was sensitive to the needs of small student groups because he was the President of one.

Mr. Sakaue asked if he thought Sen. Hussain would also not be biased.  Mr. Moghtader said he didn't think she would be biased.

Ms. Rodriguez said that although he was independent, he ran with Squelch.  So she asked how he could be unbiased given that Sen. Hussain was independent and didn't run with a party.  Mr. Moghtader said he answers to nobody.  That’s how Squelch worked.  It was as independent as independent got without being quote “independent.”  He certainly would not do anybody’s bidding on Fi-Comm.  Being part of the Squelch Party has given him the unique experience of working with a former Chair of Fi-Comm to learn how the Committee worked.  People on Squelch communicate and had a special niche on Fi-Comm.

Ms. Rodriguez asked if he would be willing to let go of that tradition and let somebody else on the Com​mittee.  Senators could always introduce bills and represent groups.  Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired.  Ms. Flores moved to extend by five minutes.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Hussain and passed with no objection.

Ms. Oatfield said the Greek community was also part of his platform, and asked how that would affect his work as a potential Fi-Comm member.  Mr. Moghtader said the Greeks were important, as were the co-ops.  He didn't think one was more important than the other and both represented a large portion of the student body.  He wouldn't hold his own constituents in higher regard.  They elected him, but he’d be a bad Senator if he didn't think about others.  He wasn't sworn in just for the 200 people who voted for him.  Greeks had a special place in his heart, but he wouldn't give them favors.

Ms. Flores said he mentioned he wouldn't answer to anyone, but in his statement he says he would answer to his constituents.  Mr. Moghtader said they all answer to their constituents.  He meant he wouldn't, e.g., answer to a party chair.

Ms. Dhar asked if he’d support cooperative living as a Fi-Comm member.  Mr. Moghtader said he would, absolutely.
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Mr. Nahabet said he thought both Senators were highly qualified.  Mr. Moghtader has displayed traits relevant to Fi-Comm.  He’s been an observer and had a gut feeling he stuck with; and he was right.  He had the characteristics required to be a Fi-Comm member.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing none further questions, the question was called on Ms. Chen’s amendment to committee appointments, to switch Mr. Moghtader from External Affairs to Fi-Comm and to switch Ms. Hussain from Fi-Comm to External Affairs.  

The motion to approve Ms. Chen’s amendment to committee assignments failed by hand-vote 9-11-0.

Ms. Pasco said they were back to consideration of the original committee assignments.

Ms. Cho moved to amend the assignments, to move herself to Fi-Comm and move Mr. Smelko to Con-Review.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Dhar.

Mr. Mairena asked for an explanation for the amendment.  Ms. Cho said Fi-Comm required more hours and Mr. Smelko’s schedule was a lot busier than hers.  It would benefit Fi-Comm to have a member who could give more time to the Committee.

Ms. Flores asked what commitments Ms. Cho had.  Ms. Pasco said that was out of order and said they'd move into debate.

Ms. Chen asked if the switch would be okay if both Senators agreed to it.  Ms. Pasco said it would be.

Seeing no further questions, Ms. Pasco said the question was automatically called.  THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. CHO’S AMENDMENT, TO SWITCH MS. CHO FROM CON-REVIEW TO FI-COMM AND TO SWITCH MR. SMELKO FROM FI-COMM TO CON-REVIEW, PASSED UNANI​MOUSLY BY VOICE-VOTE. 

Mr. Mairena moved to call the question on committee assignments.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further speakers, the question was automatically called.  

The motion to approve the Chair’s committee assignments, as amended, failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.

Ms. Dhar moved to call the question on committee assignments.  The motion to end debate was seconded by Ms. Tran and passed by voice-vote.  A roll call vote was requested by Mr. Mairena and Mr. Sakaue.

A motion to close the rolls was made and seconded and passed with no objection.  

The motion to approve committee assignments, as amended, failed 10-10-0.  Voting comments were heard.

Mr. Moghtader asked why he was the only Senator who was not given his first choice on committees.  Ms. Pasco said the question was out of order.  Ms. Dhar moved to overrule the Chair on the grounds that there was no explanation as to why the question wasn't in order.  The motion to overrule the Chair was seconded by Mr. Smelko and passed by hand-vote 10-9-1.

On a point of information, Mr. Moghtader asked if Ms. Pasco could answer his question and asked why Ms. Shanbhag was telling her what to say.  Ms. Pasco said that was out of order as he wasn't recognized to speak.

On a point of personal privilege, Ms. Dhar said that since her motion to overrule was approved, she believed Sen. Moghtader had a right to hear an explanation.

Ms. Pasco said the Chair would answer Mr. Moghtader’s question.  The Chair used her best judgment to make these appointments, after reading questionnaires and preferences.

Mr. Moghtader asked what it was about his candidacy that didn't merit getting his first choice.  Ms. Pasco said she would not answer that as she already answered the previous question.

Mr. Mairena moved to recess for five minutes.  The motion was seconded passed by hand-vote 10-8-2.  This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Mr. Mairena said he would recommend somebody making a motion to amend committee assignments.  If there was no such motion, the Senate should approve them.

Mr. Mairena moved to reconsider the Chair’s committee assignments, as amended.  The motion was sec​onded by Ms. Rodriguez and passed with no objection.

The motion to approve committee assignments, as amended, failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.

Mr. Moghtader asked if the Chair could explain why he was put on External instead of his first choice.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair would like to address that question off the floor because it was a personal ques​tion.  Mr. Moghtader said he was fine with the Chair addressing it on the floor.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair would rule that out of order as she answered that question previously.  On a point of information, Mr. Moghtader said Ms. Pasco said she had something to tell him off the floor.  He just wanted her to say what she was going to say off the floor, on the floor.

Mr. Nahabet moved to recess for one minute for the Chair to tell Mr. Moghtader the answer to his ques​tion.  Mr. Nahabet asked to rescind his motion.

Ms. Oatfield asked for a one-minute recess for a private conversation to be held between the Chair and Mr. Moghtader, and to also have Ms. Pasco explain to the Senate her decision to place Mr. Moghtader on the External Affairs Committee.  The motion was seconded.

Mr. Moghtader moved to amend, to put Ms. Pasco’s explanation on the record.  The motion to amend was seconded by Ms. Dhar and passed with no objection.

The motion to recess, as amended, passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in ses​sion, Mr. Nahabet moved to extend the recess by one minute.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Nahabet moved to extend the recess by five minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, with Ms. Vir-Banks chairing the meeting, Ms. Pasco said she wanted to make a state​ment about her decision to place Sen. Moghtader on External versus Fi-Comm.  In looking at his ques​tionnaire, she felt he’d be a lot more qualified and would do a lot more work in External, as he mentioned student fees.  He mentioned having a concrete plan to distribute money to student groups, and she felt that could best be used by External, as it dealt with external issues that could be addressed in legislation out​side of the Senate.  It was a misinterpretation on her part in terms of Mr. Moghtader’s intentions to want to work on student fees.

Mr. Moghtader asked if she would have changed her appointments if she knew then what she knew now.  Ms. Pasco said that as they talked about during the recess, she mentioned to Mr. Moghtader that she would have to reconsider all of the Standing Committees and could not blindly move one person and feel comfortable with that.

Mr. Moghtader asked if things would have been different if there had been no misinterpretation.  Ms. Pasco said things could have possibly been different; but she’d have to reconsider all the nominations.

With Ms. Pasco chairing the meeting, Mr. Sakaue moved to go to the selection of Senate representatives.  The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.

Ms. Pasco said there are two Senators on the City Affairs Lobby and Housing Commission and two Senators on the Lobby Corps Commission for City Affairs and Cal Housing.  For the City Affairs Lobby and Housing Commission, the Chair would like to nominate Mr. Sakaue and Ms. Oatfield.  A motion to approve was made by Mr. Mairena and was seconded.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES ON THE CITY AFFAIRS LOBBY AND HOUSING COMMISSION PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. SAKAUE AND MS. OATFIELD.
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Ms. Pasco said the next position was for one Senator on the SUPERB Oversight Board.  This was an open nomination process.  Mr. Nahabet nominated Mr. Smelko.  Mr. Mairena nominated Mr. Sakaue.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. SMELKO AS THE SENATE REPRESENTATIVE TO THE SUPERB OVERSIGHT BOARD PASSED BY HAND-VOTE 10-8-2.

Ms. Oatfield asked why there was not vote for Sen. Sakaue.  Ms. Pasco said that once a vote was taken and a Senator was approved, that Senator was the rep.  No other votes were taken and they move on.

Ms. Pasco said the next selection was for the ASUC representative to the Ethnic Studies Fifth Account Committee.  There are two Senators on this Committee, both voting members.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Shah.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Mr. Mairena.  Ms. Dhar nominated Ms. Cho.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

The motion to approve Ms. Shah as ASUC representative to the Ethnic Studies Fifth Account Committee failed by hand-vote 9-10-0. 

Ms. Oatfield said she thought the way they were voting on the representatives was absurd, and it shouldn't matter in what order nominations were made.  They should vote on each nominee and the person who got the most votes should be elected.  She thought that made more sense.

Ms. Raffi said that according to Robert's Rules, the procedure they were following was how such votes were conducted.  Ms. Dhar said this procedure was also stated in the By-laws.

Ms. Pasco said that if the first nominee wasn't approved, the next two nominees automatically become reps to the Ethnic Studies Fifth Account.  So according to that, both Sen. Mairena and Sen. Cho were the two Senators to sit on the ESFA Committee.

Mr. Mairena asked if Sen. Shah would be appointed if he were to rescind his nomination.  Ms. Pasco said that in the opinion of the Chair they'd have to re-open nominations because Sen. Shah was not approved.

Ms. Oatfield asked if she could move to reconsider because she would have voted differently had she understood the procedure.

On a point of order, Mr. Moghtader said that Ms. Oatfield wasn't on the prevailing side.  Ms. Pasco said that point was well taken and Ms. Oatfield’s request was denied.

WITH NO OBJECTION, MR. MAIRENA AND MS. CHO WERE APPROVED AS THE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE ETHNIC STUDIES FIFTH ACCOUNT COMMITTEE.

Ms. Pasco said nominations were open for two Senators on the ASUC Committee for Academic Oppor​tunity, as voting members.  Ms. Pasco said nominations would continue to be open so people could con​tinue to make nominations as the process continued.
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Mr. Mairena asked if somebody who was not approved could be re-nominated.  Ms. Pasco said they were in consideration of the next appointment.

Ms. Pasco called for nominations to the Senate members of the Committee on the Academic Opportunity Fund.  Mr. Tran nominated Mr. Zuo.  Mr. Zuo nominated Mr. Tran.  Ms. Raffi nominated Ms. Cho, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Flores.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Rodriguez.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. ZUO TO SIT ON THE ACADEMIC OPPORTUNITY FUND COMMITTEE PASSED BY HAND-VOTE 11-8-0.

The motion to approve Mr. Tran to sit on the Committee for the Academic Opportunity Fund failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.

Ms. Pasco said the next nomination was Ms. Flores for the Committee for Academic Opportunity.  THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. FLORES TO SIT ON THE ACADEMIC OPPORTUNITY FUND COMMITTEE PASSED BY VOICE-VOTE. 

Ms. Flores asked if Ms. Shah could be nominated if Mr. Mairena rescinded his acceptance to the ESFA Committee.  Ms. Pasco said she could be nominated.

Ms. Oatfield moved to vote on all nominees irregardless of the order in which they were nominated, and to start from the beginning.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Flores.  On a point of order, Mr. Moghtader said that Ms. Oatfield wasn't on the prevailing side, so he didn't think she could make that motion.  Ms. Pasco said the point of order was well taken and Ms. Oatfield’s motion was out of order.  Ms. Pasco noted that the By-laws could only be suspended by a main motion.

Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of ASUC members of the Committee on the Intellectual Community Fund.  She would request that the Senate appoint the same Senators as they appointed to the Academic Opportunity Fund Committee.  That was the recommendation of the Academic Affairs Vice President.

Ms. Pasco call for nominations to the Intellectual Community Fund Committee.  Ms. Dhar nominated Ms. Hussain.  Mr. Tran was nominated.  Ms. Flores nominated Ms. Rodriguez.  Mr. Nahabet nominated Mr. Smelko.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Yang.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. TRAN TO THE INTELLECTUAL COMMUNITY FUND COM​MITTEE PASSED BY HAND-VOTE 11-8-1.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. HUSSAIN TO THE INTELLECTUAL COMMUNITY FUND COMMITTEE PASSED BY VOICE-VOTE.
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Ms. Pasco said they were in consideration of the Educational Enhancement Fund Committee.  They could appoint two Senators, and Ms. Pasco said she would like to remind the Senate about the suggestion that Sen. Sakaue made earlier, to have the same representatives on the Intellectual Community Fund committees.

Ms. Pasco called for nominations to the Educational Enhancement Fund Committee.  Mr. Nahabet nomi​nated Mr. Tran.  Mr. Chen nominated Ms. Cho.  Ms. Flores nominated Mr. Sakaue, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Yang nominated Mr. Mairena, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Chen nominated Ms. Hussain.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Rodriguez.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. TRAN TO THE EDUCATIONAL ENHANCEMENT FUND COMMITTEE PASSED BY HAND-VOTE 11-8-1. 

Ms. Chen asked if it was possible to nominate the same people who were on the Intellectual Community Fund Committee.  Ms. Pasco said it was, and it was strongly recommended to do so.  

Ms. Chen moved to keep the same Senators on the Educational Enhancement Fund Committee as were on the Intellectual Community Fund Committee.  

Mr. Sakaue said this was a legal issue last year, and it was suggested that the Senate not do this as an offi​cial motion but as a request.

Mr. Lee said they got sued last year because as a main motion, the nomination process for the Intellectual Community Fund and the Educational Enhancement Fund were combined.  That should have been done in the form of a bill.  So by doing it unofficially, with two separate votes, with the same people, would accomplish the same goal.

Ms. Chen said she would rescind her motion to keep the same Senators on both Committees.

The motion to approve Ms. Cho to the Educational Enhancement Fund Committee failed by voice-vote.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. HUSSAIN TO THE EDUCATIONAL ENHANCEMENT FUND COMMITTEE PASSED UNANIMOUSLY BY VOICE-VOTE.

Ms. Chen moved to add to representative selection for the ASUC Committee for Public Service Fund Committee, since SB 88 was approved in 2008.  Ms. Pasco said she would like to thank Ms. Chen for pointing that out.

Ms. Pasco said the next representatives up for consideration were for the Cultural Shows Fund Commit​tee, also known as the Multicultural Fund.  The Senate had two appointments to make, and she called for nominations.  
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Mr. Nahabet nominated Ms. Raffi.  Ms. Raffi nominated Mr. Nahabet.  Ms. Shah nominated Ms. Flores.  Ms. Ude nominated Mr. Sakaue, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Shah.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. RAFFI AS A SENATE REPRESENTATIVE TO THE CULTURE SHOWS FUND COMMITTEE PASSED BY HAND-VOTE 10-9-1.

The motion to approve Mr. Nahabet as a Senate representative to the Culture Shows Fund Committee failed by hand-vote 6-11-2.

The motion to approve Ms. Flores as a Senate representative on the Multicultural Fund Committee failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.

Mr. Sakaue said he would like to change his vote.  On a point of order, Ms. Hussain said that if Mr. Sakaue decided to change his vote, she’d asked why the Senate would vote again.  Mr. Mairena said they decided that if two people were left for two positions, they would be automatically confirmed.  Ms. Pasco said that point was well taken.  Mr. Tran asked if the rules had been changed so each individual nominee would actually have to receive a vote in order to be approved.  Ms. Pasco said they didn't decide that.  Mr. Moghtader said that if Mr. Sakaue changed his vote to a no vote, he asked if that would make Ms. Flores the appointee.

Mr. Nahabet asked to reconsider his nomination to the Multicultural Fund Committee.  He moved to recess for five minutes.  The motion was seconded by and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, a motion to extend the recess for three minutes was made by Ms. Chen and was seconded and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Pasco said there was a motion by Sen. Nahabet to reconsider.  That motion was not well taken.  Mr. Nahabet said that since the Chair considered his motion earlier to change his vote, he asked if it was possible to reconsider his nomination.  Ms. Pasco said that in order to move to reconsider, he must have voted on the prevailing side.  Since a roll-call vote wasn't taken, there was no record of individual votes, or how he voted.

Mr. Nahabet moved to re-vote.  Ms. Pasco said that motion was out of order.  Mr. Zuo moved to overrule the Chair.  The motion to overrule the Chair was seconded by Ms. Chen.

Ms. Pasco called for debate on overruling the Chair.  Ms. Hussain asked for what they were voting to overrule the Chair.  Mr. Zuo said that Mr. Nahabet originally voted for himself, and during the vote, decided to change his vote.  He wanted to change his vote to no, which ended up being the prevailing side.  And being on the prevailing side, he could move to reconsider.  Because they didn't have a roll-call vote, the Senate only had Mr. Nahabet’s word and people’s recollections to go by.

Mr. Mairena moved to call the question.  Ms. Pasco said that was out of order as they were going into debate.  The first person to speak in a motion to overrule the Chair was the Chair.  Ms. Pasco said the Chair was in the wrong.  During a division she should have accepted a motion for Sen. Nahabet to recon​sider during the division. 

Mr. Nahabet said it should be clear that he voted on the prevailing side.
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Ms. Raffi said that because both slots have been chosen, it shouldn't matter what Mr. Nahabet’s vote was.  His decision to vote nay would not affect any people on that Committee.  So she didn't think it was neces​sary to change the ruling on this election.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other speakers, the question was called.  

The motion to overrule the Chair passed by hand-vote 10-8-1.  Ms. Pasco said they would reconsider Sen. Nahabet’s nomination as the second Senator on the Multicultural Fund Committee.

The motion to approve Mr. Nahabet as the second Senator on the Multicultural Fund Committee failed by hand-vote 9-11-0.

Ms. Pasco said that according to the procedure they've been following, Sen. Shah was the second Senate representative on the Multicultural Fund Committee.  

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. SHAH AS AN SENATE REPRESENTATIVE TO THE MULTI​CULTURAL FUND COMMITTEE PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Mr. Mairena asked to rescind his nomination on the Ethnic Studies Fifth Account Committee.

Ms. Chen moved to open nominations for Mr. Mairena’s spot on the ESFA Committee.  The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.

Ms. Raffi nominated Ms. Shah.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Tran.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. SHAH AS THE SECOND SENATE REPRESENTATIVE ON THE ETHNIC STUDIES FIFTH ACCOUNT COMMITTEE PASSED BY VOICE-VOTE.

Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of two Senate representatives on the Public Service Fund Committee.  She called for nominations.  Mr. Tran nominated Ms. Chen.  Ms. Flores nominated Ms. Rodriguez.  Ms. Chen nominated Mr. Zuo.  Ms. Flores nominated Ms. Yang.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. CHEN TO THE PUBLIC SERVICE FUND COMMITTEE PASSED UNANIMOUSLY BY VOICE-VOTE.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MS. RODRIGUEZ TO THE PUBLIC SERVICE FUND COMMITTEE PASSED UNANIMOUSLY BY VOICE-VOTE.

Ms. Pasco said that next up for consideration was the RISE Scholarship Evaluation Committee.  It con​sisted of four Senators.  She called for nominations.  Mr. Tran nominated Mr. Mairena.  Mr. Sakaue nominated Ms. Flores.  Ms. Shah nominated Ms. Rodriguez.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Ude.  
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Mr. Mairena said that since there were four openings and four nominations, he asked if they would auto​matically be on the Committee.  Ms. Pasco said that was correct.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE NOMINATIONS FOR THE RISE SCHOLARSHIP FUND PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. MAIRENA, MS. FLORES, MS. RODRIGUEZ, AND MS. UDE.

Ms. Pasco said that next up for consideration was appointments to the Board of the Berkeley Student Foundation.  There were six openings.  

Ms. Ro nominated Ms. Shah.  Mr. Tran nominated Mr. Nahabet.  Ms. Flores nominated Mr. Sakaue.  Mr. Sakaue nominated Ms. Yang.  Mr. Mairena nominated himself.  Ms. Dhar nominated Mr. Zuo.  Ms. Chen nominated Mr. Owens, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated herself.

Mr. Sakaue said he would respectfully decline his nomination.

Mr. Nahabet nominated Ms. Raffi.  Ms. Chen nominated Ms. Hussain, who respectfully declined.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

The motion to approve the nomination of Ms. Shah on the Berkeley Student Foundation Board failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.

Ms. Pasco said that since there were six nominations, the remaining Senators were on the Board.  

THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE NOMINATIONS TO THE BERKELEY STUDENT FOUNDA​TION BOARD PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. NAHABET, MS. YANG, MR. MAIRENA, MR. ZUO, MS. RODRIGUEZ, AND MS. RAFFI.

Ms. Rodriguez moved to go back to consideration of appointments to Senate Standing Committees.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Yang and failed by hand-vote 9-10-1.

Ms. Rodriguez said it was almost 3 a.m. and they had a lot of representatives they still had to select.  And there were already bills that committees would have to consider.

Mr. Smelko moved to continue voting on representative positions, and to vote by unanimous consent, so that unless an objection was raised, nominees would be approved.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena.

Mr. Zuo noted that the By-laws allow having more than one representative to certain positions.

Ms. Oatfield asked why the motion to continue to vote on reps was allowed, but her motion to suspend the By-laws was not considered.  Ms. Pasco said that a motion to suspend the By-laws required a bill, 
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whereas Mr. Smelko’s motion was to continue with the agenda.  Mr. Zuo said that Mr. Smelko’s sugges​tion was not a motion, but a suggestion.

Ms. Pasco said the next representative position up for consideration was to the Residence Hall Assembly.  She called for nominations.  

Mr. Sakaue nominated Ms. Tran.  Mr. Tran nominated Mr. Zuo.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Yang.  Mr. Nahabet nominated Ms. Cho.  Ms. Ude nominated herself.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed. Ms. Pasco said that according to ASUC By-laws, because there could be more than one representative to the RHA, the nominations were approved.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE NOMINATIONS FOR SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE RESIDENCE HALL ASSEMBLY PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MS. TRAN, MR. ZUO, MS. YANG, MS. CHO, AND MS. UDE.

Mr. Moghtader asked if people wanted to be a representative, if they could just add themselves.  Ms. Pasco said that meetings were open, but they wouldn't have a vote.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

Ms. Pasco said the next representative position was to the College Panhellenic Association.  She called for nominations.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Raffi, who respectfully declined.  Mr. Nahabet nominated Mr. Smelko.  Ms. Hussain nominated herself.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Chen.

Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE COLLEGE PANHELLENIC ASSOCIATION PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. SMELKO, MS. HUSSAIN, AND MS. CHEN.
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Ms. Pasco said next up for consideration was selection of the ASUC representative to SUPERB.  She called for nominations.

Mr. Mairena nominated Mr. Sakaue.  Mr. Nahabet nominated Mr. Smelko.  Ms. Chen nominated Ms. Dhar.  Mr. Nahabet nominated Ms. Raffi.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated herself.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO SUPERB PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. SAKAUE, MR. SMELKO, MS. DHAR, MS. RAFFI, AND MS. RODRIGUEZ.

Ms. Pasco said next up for consideration was selection of representatives to the Graduate Assembly.  She called for nominations.

Ms. Raffi nominated Ms. Chen, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Ude nominated Ms. Shah.  Mr. Zuo nominated Ms. Cho.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Flores.  Mr. Sakaue nominated Ms. Rodriguez.  Ms. Shah nominated Ms. Yang.  Mr. Tran nominated Ms. Dhar.  Seeing no further nominations, Ms. Pasco said nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE GRADUATE ASSEMBLY PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MS. SHAH, MS. CHO, MS. FLORES, MS. RODRIGUEZ, MS. YANG, AND MS. DHAR.

Ms. Chen asked who would make reports on the GA, and if it would be the entire group or individuals.  Ms. Pasco said it wasn't up to the Chair to make that determination and people would have to decide who would do that.

Mr. Mairena said the Senate was adding a lot of people as representatives, and he would like people to keep accountability in mind and not just throw out names.  These groups will want to hear from the Sen​ate, as well as having reps report back to the Senate.

Ms. Pasco said the next selection up for consideration was the ASUC representative to the Committee on Student Fees and Budget Review.  She called for nominations.

Mr. Tran nominated Mr. Moghtader, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Flores nominated Ms. Yang.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Mr. Sakaue.  Mr. Moghtader nominated Mr. Owens.  Mr. Nahabet re-nominated Mr. Moghtader.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated herself.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

Mr. Nahabet moved to move out of unanimous consent for approving nominations because the number of reps being appointed was excessive.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Dhar and passed with no objection.
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THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE COMMITTEE ON STU​DENT FEES AND BUDGET REVIEW PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MS. YANG, MR. SAKAUE, MR. OWENS, MR. MOGHTADER, AND MS. RODRIGUEZ. 

Ms. Pasco said the next selection was for ASUC reps to the Re-entry and Transfer Students Association.  She called for nominations.

Ms. Rodriguez nominated Mr. Mairena.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. MAIRENA AS THE SENATE REPRESENTATIVE TO THE RE-ENTRY AND TRANSFER STUDENTS ASSOCIATION PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Ms. Pasco said the next selection up for consideration was ASUC representatives to the Athletics Cap​tain's Council.  Ms. Pasco called for nominations.

Mr. Nahabet nominated Mr. Smelko.  Ms. Chen nominated Mr. Moghtader.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Ude.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

Mr. Moghtader moved to put a list of names nominated to each category, and if there was an objection, to have a vote, and otherwise, the nominees would be approved by unanimous consent.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena and passed with no objection.

Ms. Pasco called for any objection to the nominees.  Seeing none, Ms. Pasco said the nominees were approved.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE CAPTAIN'S COUNCIL PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. SMELKO, MR. MOGHTADER, AND MS. UDE.

Ms. Pasco said that next up for consideration was the selection of ASUC representative to the Haas Busi​ness Students Association.  She called for nominations.

Mr. Nahabet nominated Ms. Raffi.  Mr. Owens nominated Ms. Dhar.  Ms. Yang nominated Mr. Zuo.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE HAAS BUSINESS STU​DENTS ASSOCIATION PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MS. RAFFI, MS. DHAR, AND MR. ZUO.

Ms. Pasco said that next up for consideration was the selection of the ASUC representative to the Univer​sity Students Cooperative Association.  She called for nominations.
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Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Oatfield.   Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Rodriguez.  Ms. Pasco said that see​ing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE BERKELEY STUDENT COOPERATIVE: MS. OATFIELD AND MS. RODRIGUEZ.

Ms. Oatfield said there was a name change to the “Berkeley Student Cooperative.”  So that should be changed.

Ms. Pasco said the next selection was the rep to the Engineer's Joint Council.  She called for nominations.

Ms. Hussain nominated Mr. Tran.  Mr. Moghtader nominated Ms. Raffi, who respectfully declined.  Mr. Tran nominated Mr. Moghtader, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nomi​nations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. TRAN AS THE SENATE REPRESENTATIVE THE ENGINEER'S JOINT COUNCIL PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Ms. Pasco said the next representative to select was the rep to UC Fall Extension students.  She called for nominations.

Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Tran.  Mr. Smelko nominated Ms. Ude, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Raffi nominated Ms. Dhar.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no other nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO UC FALL EXTENSION STU​DENTS PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MS. TRAN AND MS. DHAR.

Ms. Pasco said next up for consideration was the selection of ASUC representatives to the Recreational Sports Advisory Board.  She called for nominations.

Mr. Mairena nominated Mr. Sakaue.  Ms. Rodriguez nominated Ms. Shah.  Mr. Moghtader nominated Mr. Smelko.  Ms. Yang nominated Mr. Mairena, who respectfully declined.  Mr. Smelko nominated Mr. Moghtader.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE RECREATIONAL SPORTS ADVISORY BOARD PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MR. SMELKO AND MR. MOGHTADER.

Ms. Pasco said the last representative position to consider was to the National Pan-Hellenic Council.  She called for nominations.
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Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Ude.  Mr. Moghtader nominated Ms. Raffi, who respectfully declined.  Mr. Tran nominated Ms. Yang, who respectfully declined.  Mr. Nahabet re-nominated Ms. Raffi.  Mr. Moghtader nominated Mr. Smelko, who respectfully declined.  Ms. Pasco said that seeing no further nominations, nominations were closed.

THE MOTION TO APPROVE SENATE REPRESENTATIVES TO THE NATIONAL PAN-HEL​LENIC COUNCIL PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION: MS. UDE AND MS. RAFFI.

Ms. Raffi she would like to resign from the Multicultural Fund Committee and moved to do so and to open up nominations to the Committee.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Smelko and passed with no objection.

Ms. Pasco said they were back to consideration of one spot on the Multicultural Fund Committee.  She called for nominations.

Ms. Raffi nominated Mr. Nahabet.  Mr. Mairena nominated Ms. Flores.  Mr. Zuo nominated himself.  Ms. Flores nominated Mr. Sakaue.  Ms. Pasco said nominations were closed. 

THE MOTION TO APPROVE MR. NAHABET ON THE MULTICULTURAL FUND COMMITTEE PASSED BY HAND-VOTE 14-2-4.  Ms. Pasco said that Mr. Nahabet would fill the second spot on the Committee.

Mr. Smelko asked if the position on the Recreational Sports Advisory Board was a voting position.  Ms. Ude said it wasn't.

Ms. Pasco said they were back to consideration of appointments to the Standing Committees.

Ms. Rodriguez moved to table consideration of committee assignments until next week.  The motion was seconded.  The motion to table consideration of committee assignments failed by hand-vote 9-11-0.

Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of Standing Committees.

Ms. Chen said that according to Article III, Section III of the Constitution, Point 2, at any time during the semester if a Senator failed to sit on a Standing Committee, they would be removed from the Senate.  If the Senate didn't figure out committee assignments that evening, they would all be removed as Senators.  There was no school on Monday as it was a holiday.

Ms. Dhar said that for holidays, the Constitution states that meetings should be rescheduled.

Mr. Mairena moved to call the question on Standing Committee assignments.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Chen.  Ms. Pasco said that was out of order because there have been no new motions and when they last voted on approval of the assignments, that motion failed.
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Mr. Nahabet moved to allow the Chair to re-nominate Senators to the three Standing Committees.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Moghtader.

Ms. Cho said that when the nominations fail, it was the Chair’s duty to re-nominate people.

Mr. Mairena said that if the Chair reconsidered this, since it was a long process to figure out, it would require some time.

Ms. Raffi asked if the assignments written on the board have already failed.  Ms. Pasco said that was correct.

Mr. Nahabet said that since the nominations failed, he believed the Chair must re-appoint people.

Mr. Mairena moved to adjourn.  The motion was seconded.  A roll call vote was requested and was sec​onded by Ms. Shah.

Ms. Pasco said the Chair would entertain a motion to close the rolls.  It was so moved and seconded by Mr. Mairena and Ms. Flores and failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.  Ms. Pasco said the rolls were still open on adjourning.

Ms. Raffi moved to go to Elected Official Announcements.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and failed by hand-vote 10-10-0.

Mr. Nahabet said he didn't think things would change with time given the deadlock.  He would ask them to get this done at that meeting so they wouldn't have to worry about it next Wednesday; and next Wednesday they'd stay just as late.  They also needed to start working on bills.

Ms. Raffi said it was the Senate’s responsibility and duty to be efficient, and adjourning the meeting was a cop-out.  

Ms. Oatfield said the Senate should discuss this when people were more rested and when people might find compromise easier.
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Ms. Hussain said that EVP Pasco needed time to shift around committees, and for her to do so at this time would mean the Senate would have to stand at ease.  Switching committees wouldn't be easy for Ms. Pasco to do.

Ms. Raffi said she believed they were engaging in debate.

Ms. Chen said that if they didn't do this that evening, they wouldn't be Senators next week.

Mr. Mairena moved to meet in a committee of the whole.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and passed with no objection.  This meeting entered into a committee of the whole.

Back in regular session, Mr. Nahabet moved to recess for ten minutes for Mr. Moghtader and Ms. Hussain to talk about committee assignments on Fi-Comm.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Chen and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Nahabet moved to extend the recess by five minutes.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Chen and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Nahabet moved to extend the recess by five minutes and 20 seconds.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Nahabet moved to extend the recess by five more minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Moghtader moved to extend the recess by two minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Mr. Nahabet moved to extend the recess by two minutes.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Raffi and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Pasco said they were in consideration of Standing Committee assignments.

Mr. Nahabet moved to meet in a committee of the whole.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Owens and passed with no objection.  This meeting entered into a committee of the whole.

Back in regular session, Mr. Sakaue moved to recess for 15 minutes.  The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.  Back in session, Ms. Hussain moved to extend the recess for ten minutes.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Shah.

Ms. Chen asked if people thought there would be progress if the Senate recessed for ten minutes.  Ms. Hussain said that Sen. Moghtader needed a few minutes to think about things.  They haven't actually dis​cussed the matter at hand, which they had to do right then.  The motion to recess was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and passed with no objection.

Back in session, Ms. Pasco asked if Sens. Hussain and Moghtader have made a decision.  Mr. Moghtader said they discussed it again and basically what he realized was that the Senate has been there for about 11 hours, but only about 20 minutes of that has been dedicated to talking about Sen. Hussain’s credentials versus his credentials.  Many hours have been spent discussing procedures and things like that.  He thought they should just go ahead and spend even a fraction of those 11 hours talking about who was more qualified and who was ready for the job.  He thought they should try to find somebody to be on Fi-Comm for an entire year.  That should be their objective, and they might have gotten away from that.  So he would like to have that discussion and give that as much time as the Senate has given all the other stuff they've done.
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Ms. Hussain said her own personal recommendation was to come to some kind of compromise each spending a semester on Fi-Comm.  But that was not discussed at all because Sen. Moghtader said he wanted to ensure that there was continuity, and he wanted to bring the question back to the table to be discussed by the Senate, hopefully with some people’s minds being changed.

Ms. Pasco said the Chair would suggest moving back into a committee of the whole.  It was so moved by Mr. Sakaue and was seconded and passed by hand-vote 11-9-0.  This meeting entered into a committee of the whole.

Mr. Mairena moved to amend the committee appointments as follows:

For the Finance Committee, Mr. Moghtader (fall only), Ms. Hussain, Ms. Flores, Mr. Sakaue, Mr. Chen, Ms. Dhar, Ms. Rodriguez, and Ms. Cho.

For the Constitutional and Procedural Review Committee, Ms. Oatfield, Mr. Owens, Ms. Shah, Mr. Nahabet, Mr. Tran, Mr. Mairena, and Mr. Smelko

For the University and External Affairs Committee, Ms. Tran, Ms. Yang, Ms. Raffi, Mr. Zuo, Ms. Ude, and Ms. Hussain (fall only).

Ms. Flores asked if what the two Senators agreed to was in the minutes.  

Mr. Mairena said he would amend his motion to have, in the Spring Semester, Mr. Moghtader switch from Fi-Comm to External Affairs and have Ms. Hussain in the Spring Semester switch from External Affairs to Fi-Comm. 

Mr. Moghtader said that he thought they talked about this outside.  They can't read things into the minutes in the Fall Session things for the spring.  Mr. Mairena said he would withdraw the amendment to his motion.

Ms. Winston said that in the best interests of the Senate, she really appreciated Sens. Moghtader and Hussain coming to this compromise, because as they could see, the Senate as a whole could not do that.  So she really appreciated them putting that time in.  They'll split their term on the Finance Committee and the University and External Affairs Committee.  One would serve in the fall and one would serve in the spring.  Mr. Moghtader was willing to serve on Fi-Comm in the fall while Ms. Hussain will serve on Fi-Comm in the spring.  That was just to make sure that they all knew the agreement.  It didn't have to be in the minutes, but in order for the Senate and student government to continue with the work they're doing to best serve students, that was the compromise they were willing to make, and to honor that compromise when the spring came around.  She appreciated them for putting that work in and she was proud of the Senate for getting this work done.

On a point of information, Ms. Hussain said that she and Mr. Moghtader spoke to Jan Crowder, who stated that they could read into the minutes that Sen. Moghtader would be on the Finance Committee in the fall and she would be on Fi-Comm in the spring.

Mr. Moghtader said he didn't think Ms. Crowder was familiar with the way that procedure worked.  Ms. Winston just stated what they said.
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Ms. Pasco said there was a motion on the floor.

Ms. Hussain said that it took two-thirds of the Senate in order to vote a Senate out of committee in the spring, and she was wondering if Sen. Moghtader was to switch off, if it would take a two-thirds vote to still approve the change.  Ms. Pasco said that would be at the first meeting of the Spring Session.

Ms. Pasco said the motion was to approve the Standing Committees, just for the Fall Session.
