that many organizations have at UC Berkeley for more funding; and 
 
WHEREAS,  in the last three years, ASUC SUPERB has been cut 42% by the ASUC Senate to 

accommodate more funding to other ASUC-sponsored student organizations, and may not be 
functional if budget cuts continue in this fashion; and 

 
WHEREAS, the current $100,000+ that ASUC SUPERB receives from the ASUC Senate in the Spring 

Budgeting Process will no longer need to go directly to SUPERB, and can be reallocated to 
other organizations; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Cal Band needed funding this year in order to hold to tradition and attend an away 

football game, which the ASUC Senate graciously offered; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Cal Band already receives limited funding from the campus, and cannot continue to ask 

its participants to pay for so many costs incurred through the activities of the band; and 
 
WHEREAS, UC Jazz Ensembles came to the Senate last year requesting up to $25,000 in funds for the 

replacement of equipment and the purchase of new equipment, to which the Senate allocated 
them less than $500; and 

 
WHEREAS,  the Graduate Assembly receives the annual contribution of graduate students to the ASUC’s 

Spring Budget, and thus will receive an allocation from this fee in a similar fashion to 
allocate through their own funding process. 

 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED , that the following language be placed as a referendum on the Spring 

2007 ASUC electoral ballot: 
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WHEREAS,  the ASUC and GA have worked together tirelessly this year to make progress on the future 

development of a new student union complex in Lower Sproul; and 
 
WHEREAS,  more progress has been made on this project this year than in the last twelve (12) years, 

demonstrating the persistent and powerful work done by several ASUC and GA officials; and 
 
WHEREAS, Lower Sproul is a focal point for students on this campus, and a new Student Union Complex 

will encompass many new additions that will significantly improve student life and 
experience at UC Berkeley; and 

 
WHEREAS, due to financial constraints, the project requires a significant amount of contribution from 

both students and administrative members to finally devise a conceptual plan for the new 
Student Union Complex; and

WHERAS, the ASUC has a responsibility to hold elections each year, in which candidates may run for 
office and students may put forth referenda; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Equal Protection Clause of Title IV ensures candidates equal opportunity; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Judicial Council released its Direct Judgment in the case Azadivar v. ASUC (Voter Bribe) 
and suggested that the Senate take action, stating, 
 

"Finally, an interesting point that arose during this hearing is the fact 
that the Equal Protection Clause in Title IV §1.2 does not necessarily 

include referenda under its purview.  After perusing the rest of the 
Elections By-Law for some guidance as to whether referenda and propositions 

are given the same protections as candidates in the spirit-of-the-law, the 
Judicial Council did not find this to be in the affirmative. Hence, the 
Council is forced to take a strict letter-of-the-law interpretation of 

Section 1.2, and conclude that the Equal Protection Clause only applies to 
candidates, that is, persons running for office in the ASUC elections, to be 

afforded this right.  At this point, the Judicial Council would like to 
clarify that, as a judicial body removed from legislative matters and ASUC 

politics, it does not hold this view and advises the Senate to take action 
so that both candidates and referenda/propositions may be held to the same 

standards and given the same equal rights protections under the ASUC 
Constitution;” and 

 
WHERAS, the ASUC By-Laws should reflect such equal protection for both candidate and referenda; and  
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Title IV, Article I, Section 1.2 be amended to read, 
 
1.2  Equal Protection 

 
These by-laws are intended to ensure that each candidate is afforded 
an opportunity for election equal to that of any other candidate for that 
office, and proponents and opponents of referenda and propositions are afforded an equal 
opportunity for their respective victory.

WHEREAS, Textbook affordability is an issue that directly affects all students in the state of California ; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, With rising tuition (“fees”) and living expenses and diminishing student aid, the price of 
textbooks represents an increasing portion of the overall cost of higher education; and 
 
WHEREAS, California students spend an average of $900 per year on textbooks, which is more than the 
tuition for many community college students ; and,  
 
WHEREAS, According to a 2005 GAO report, college textbook prices have increased by 186 percent 
between 1986 and 2004, almost triple the rate of inflation over the same period; and 
 
WHEREAS, Over $6 billion was spent by students and their families on new and used textbooks in the 
2003-04 academic year ; and 
 
WHEREAS, According to a 2005 textbook survey by the State PIRGs Report, the prices of new editions of 
textbooks cost, on average, 45 percent more than used copies of the previous edition; and 
 
WHEREAS, Over sixty-five percent of faculty “rarely” or “never” used bundled textbooks (i.e. books 
shrink-wrapped with CD ROMs and workbooks) in their courses, which are more expensive than unbundled 
textbooks; and 
 
WHEREAS, Half of all new textbooks come in bundled packages; and 
 
WHEREAS, AB 1548 would Require publishers to disclose how new editions of textbooks differ from 

previous editions, how long new editions of textbooks will remain in print, and the price 
difference between bundled textbooks and the same unbundled textbooks; and 

WHEREAS, AB 1548 would Require publishers to disclose any compensation they provide to faculty or 
administrators as inducement to adopt particular textbooks for university courses, except for 
sample copies or royalties; and 

 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED , that the ASUC declares its support for AB 1548; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED , that an ASUC official write a letter in support of AB 1548.

WHEREAS, According to student lender Nellie Mae, in 2004, more than 75% of college students 
nationwide had credit cards, and more than 40% of students had at least four credit cards; and 

 
WHEREAS, Student credit card debt increases significantly over college years; on average, senior college 
students owe nearly double that owed by freshmen students in credit card debt; and 
 
WHEREAS, The Student Financial Responsibility Act of 2001 requests the regents and the governing body 
of each accredited private or independent college or university in the state, and requires the trustees and the 
board of governors, to adopt policies to regulate the marketing practices used on campuses by credit card 
companies; and 
 
WHEREAS, Many California public university students, of all incomes and backgrounds, are graduating 
into severe credit card debt; and 
 
WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 262 would urge the Regents of the University of California and the Trustees of 
the California State University and Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges to annually 
direct each campus to disclose all exclusive arrangements with banks and financial institutions to market 
credit cards to students on those campuses; and 
 
WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 262 would advise the Regents of the UCs, the Trustees of the CSUs, and the 
Board of Governors of the CCCs to prohibit credit card companies on each campus in these colleges and 
universities from offering gifts to students who complete student credit card applications; and 
 
WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 262 would urge the regents to revise the University of California Policy on the 
On-Campus Marketing of Credit Cards to Students as it relates to specified future contractual agreements; 
and 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED , that the ASUC declares its support for Assembly Bill 262; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED , that an ASUC official write a letter in support of Assembly Bill 262.

WHEREAS, campaigning within 100 feet of a polling station is currently prohibited though Title IV, 
Section 13.3.7; and  
 
WHEREAS, the use of nicknames as they stand could potentially be used for campaigning; and 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Title IV, Section 7.2.2 of the ASUC By-Laws be modified to read: 
 

2. A candidate may have an additional name of no longer than 17 characters in length printed in 
quotations along with their registered name on the ballot, with the following restrictions to be 
enforced by the Elections Council Chair: 

a. may not imply or contain the name of any other candidate or registered ASUC 
party in the present election. 

b. may not imply or contain instruction on who or what to vote for in the present 
election 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that candidates shall be discouraged from selecting intentionally 
misleading nicknames during the ASUC Candidate's Meeting, and throughout the registration process in all 
future elections.
