Ms. Allbright noted that Mr. Seaty’s absence was excused.

On a point of order, Mr. Osmeña asked about changing the order of next week’s agenda, and asked if it was possible to do that since the By-laws specify the order of the agenda to be in a certain way.  He asked if a change would require a suspension of the By-laws.  Ms. Allbright said the By-laws include a sample agenda with a list of different items of business, but the agenda was drafted by the Executive VP and approved by the Senate.  So it didn't have to exactly meet what was in the By-laws and didn't have to match the sample agenda found in Title I.

Ms. Allbright said there were no Guest Announcements.

REPRESENTATIVES TO THE ASUC REPORTS 

Report from the Faculty Representative 

Prof. Lieu said he would apologize for being gone for the past few meetings, but he had a difficult travel schedule.  But he was back and he intended to attend as many Senate meetings as possible that semester.  The Student Affairs Committee of the Academic Senate was meeting on a regular basis that semester, the first Thursday of every month from 3:30 to 5:30.  The Committee was looking for agenda items, so if Senators had anything that needed to be brought up before the Academic Senate, the Committee was the proper avenue to do that.

Prof. Lieu said a couple of things were discussed at the last Student Affairs Committee meeting.  The first was the potential for the CALPIRG campaign and discussion of the Open Textbook Project, where 
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textbooks would be online as an alternative to having expensive textbooks.  They asked for the endorsement of the Senate for this project.  The Committee’s response was that they thought textbooks were too expensive and didn't think they needed to be so expensive, and the opportunity to have an option such as open textbooks certainly represented the proper direction.  However, the Committee expressed the con​cern that there didn't seem to be an active business model for the development of high-quality material for the textbook project.  There was also discussion as to the reason for and the affects of increased textbook costs.  The Committee will continue this discussion.

Prof. Lieu said the second topic of interest was a discussion the Committee had about the Lower Sproul redevelopment project.  At the last meeting of the semester the Committee was visited by Vice Provost Koshland, who gave an explanation of why the Lower Sproul redevelopment project seemed to be stalled.  The first reason was the expense, given that Administration’s estimate for the development of Lower Sproul would be $350 million. 

The other thing that seemed to be holding the project up, and the reason why the development of Lower Sproul seemed to have such a low priority, was that State funds that would normally be set aside for rede​velopment and construction of new buildings could not be used for Lower Sproul because the new facili​ties would not be considered academic buildings, and State funds could only be used for the development of academic buildings.  It was the expressed opinion of the Student Affairs Committee that the activities of Lower Sproul, and student activities, especially in student government, were indeed a vital part of the academic mission of the University, and thus should be qualified for State funds.  The Committee will forward that recommendation to the Academic Senate and the Chancellor.  So that opinion will be expressed.  Prof. Lieu said that was pretty much his report and he call for any questions.

Ms. Patel asked if the Chancellor responded to requests the Committee made, and asked how that worked.  Prof. Lieu said the Student Affairs Committee was actually an advisory committee to the Academic Sen​ate.  Letters are sent from the Committee to the Academic Senate, which then discusses it.  The Academic Senate can then draft a letter that is sent to the Chancellor; and the Chancellor usually responded.

Ms. Winston said that last semester he mentioned a concern among educators about the decrease of stu​dent attendance in classrooms.  She asked if he’s seen a change, or if there have been any additional reports on that.  Prof. Lieu said he was glad she asked that question because he wasn't sure if there was interest in that, and apparently there was.  The Committee did draft a letter stating that Student Affairs believed that due to a change in students’ study habits, the University should conduct a study on what changes would meet the changing needs of students.  The response they got was very unsatisfactory.  Even though a letter was drafted, the Administration said any changes in this area would only pertain to libraries and museums, and not to classes.  The Committee will continue to work from that, and pretty much felt that this response was really not appropriate.  They need to make changes pertinent to class​rooms and to instruction, and not to only libraries and museums.

Ms. Kuo asked about the process to submit textbooks, and if that went through department chairs.  Prof. Lieu said he was glad she asked that question.  His textbook was recently published, at 1,000 pages.  It was done entirely privately.  A contract was written between a professor and a publisher.  Ms. Kuo said she was asking about ordering textbooks for the upcoming semester.  Prof. Lieu said he thought she was asking about the process for writing textbooks.  The process for ordering textbooks was entirely at the discretion of the faculty member in charge of the course.  Typically, if there was more than one faculty member, such as in the courses that he taught, there was usually a discussion among the instructors about

which textbook to use.  That wasn't always the case, and in some courses they always use the same text​books.  In math courses the books were entirely at the discretion of the professor, and the book that was used depended on who was teaching the course that semester.

Mr. Rhoads asked the topic on which he wrote his textbook.  Prof. Lieu said it was on engineering graphics.  If they were to go to Amazon and type in “Lieu” and “graphics,” his name would come up.  He was 1,000,000-plus, but continued to move up.  Prof. Lieu said he would like to let the Senate know that compared to the previous textbook they used, his was about one-third less expensive, at his insistence of the book publisher.  Seeing no further questions, Ms. Allbright said she would like to thank Prof. Lieu for his report.

Ms. Allbright said it was approximately 7:30.  When the Senate approved the agenda last week, they approved a closed session for a Special Order for the discussion with their attorney, Mr. Himelstein, about ASUC financials, from 7:30 to 8:00 p.m.  Being in closed session meant that all of the guests in the room would have to leave at that time.  The Special Order was currently scheduled to end at 8 p.m.

This meeting entered into executive session for a presentation by Mark Himelstein.  Motions were made to extend the Special Order by a total of 45 minutes.

Back in open session, Ms. Allbright said the Chair would entertain a motion for a five-minute recess.  It was so moved and seconded by Ms. Winston and Mr. Wong and passed with no objection.  This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Coleman moved to reconsider the agenda for the February 20 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wu and passed with no objection.

Ms. Coleman moved to hear a Special Order next week from 7:30 to 8 p.m.  Ms. Allbright said there already was a Special Order scheduled for that time.  Ms. Coleman said she would move to hear a Special Order from 8:00 to 8:30 p.m. for the Berkeley Student Cooperative.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson.  Ms. Allbright noted that the Berkeley Student Cooperative was supposed to have had a Special Order that evening, but the last Special Order went over schedule.  THE MOTION TO HEAR A SPE​CIAL ORDER NEXT WEEK FROM 8:00 TO 8:30 FOR THE BERKELEY STUDENT COOPERA​TIVE PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION. 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Report from the Chancellor's Designee

Mr. Poullard said he wasn't sure how many Senators were familiar with the Chancellor’s Advisory Com​mittee on Student Services and Fees.  It was a phenomenal committee whose members included ASUC President Nguyen, GA President Daniels, members of the Committee on Student Fees, and important members of the Administration.  They had a meeting last week and they're considering a policy on “mis​cellaneous” student fees.  Berkeley was one of the only UC campuses able to just randomly charge stu​dents money with these miscellaneous fees, which were especially imposed in times of a budget crunch.  Departments can get very creative and impose student fees for things, and have students pay, and the campus had no policy on this.  So the Advisory Committee on Student Services and Fees was looking at miscellaneous student fees and will create a policy.  Students were very familiar with the Course and Materials Fee, especially if they were in biology or chemistry.  Students also have to pay mandatory fees and Ed. Fees and Reg Fees.  Since the miscellaneous student fee policy has never been developed, the campus was looking at it at that time.  These kinds of fees would include such things as having depart​ment charge students for copy services, e.g.  No one regulated when these fees got approved, how they get approved, or when they got implemented.  It was very important that the campus help students under​stand the full course of what it meant to be a student there at Cal.  If people had any questions about this, he’d be more than happy to answer.

In terms of the 08-09 budget, Mr. Poullard said he had an update.  They were currently looking at $400 million in cuts to the UC System in total.  That would mean about a $45 million cut to the UC Berkeley campus.  That was huge, especially when it also looked like they were looking at least a 7% increase in student tuition.  So students will be paying more, and in terms of the services they will probably receive, they would be less.

Mr. Poullard said he and Rachel Luna met with the Dean of Students Advisory Council to ask them, from the student perspective, what they would cut if they were responsible for cutting campus services out of the budget, from those things that would typically directly affect students.  And it was very difficult for them.  Mr. Poullard said they'll will look at both temporary and permanent cuts to their budget, which will mean that the quality of service that students receive will be reduced.  He thought the Senate had the power, as a voice for the students, to talk to legislators.  Mr. Montes’ work in External Affairs will be critically important in continuing to talk about what it meant to go to UC and why education was important.

Mr. Poullard said his next update was about the campus safety walk-through.  It was a phenomenal report that Senators have probably received.  He thought the biggest issue was that they didn't always have con​trol over all of the repairs around the neighborhoods that were the City’s responsibility, as opposed to being the responsibility of the campus.  So the vast majority of lights being out, sidewalks being broken, or vegetation being overgrown, was not on campus and was off-campus, but was right around the areas in which people in the campus community live.  These problems were causing a great deal of consternation and concern for student safety.  As a result, Marcia Riley and others, were figuring out how to make headway on this, particularly with lighting issues.

Mr. Poullard said he talked about the dance policy a few weeks ago.  They actually finally have a meeting scheduled so they can continue this work and make recommendations on dance policy.

Mr. Poullard said those were the four major areas he wanted to touch upon, and he would stop at that point, just adding that Student Regent applications were due next Thursday.  Berkeley has had very good success at getting Student Regents who came the school.  He would encourage Senators and people they know to apply.  Ms. Allbright called for any questions.

Mr. Wu asked if miscellaneous student fees was a line item or a range of fees.  Mr. Poullard said it was a range of student fees that tended to be user fees and were very specific.  They're only charged to people who used a particular service.  For example, one miscellaneous student fee they currently have was a $6 fee for a transcript.  That was created in large part because of a budget cut.  Another example was a fee in Financial Aid, and when students get an emergency loan, it cost them $20.  When they look at budgetary cuts, they're going to reduce the number of fees they charge students, because they just add up.  Mr. Poullard said he was talking to a Senator from last year who talked about that for all the money he’s paid, and with all the time he’s put into the campus, he shouldn't have to pay for a transcript to send to other schools.  That was an example if a miscellaneous fee, and all those fees were imposed prior to there being a policy in place.  So there was really no gate keeping for what was and what was not a miscellaneous fee.

Mr. Rhoads said that in the Architecture Department they have fees to use the workshop and the computer lab, and they've gone up considerably since he was a freshman.  He thought it was now $20 for each, and students had to pay for that on top of materials.  He asked if those computer and workshop fees would be miscellaneous fees.  Mr. Poullard said they were.  If they're not a required part of a student completing their course, then they're a miscellaneous fee.  He couldn't speak for the Architecture Department, but what probably happened was that they had to fund labs and workshops and this was how the Department did that, if they didn't have enough money to pay for staff or equipment.  But at some point, it was a question of what things the University should provide and what things that students should pay for.  Those lines were becoming completely blurred, and that’s what the Advisory Committee on Student Ser​vices and Fees will figure out, so students have a better idea of how these fees will impact their lives.

Mr. Wong asked if this will have any affect on the Career Center.  Mr. Poullard said it would.  While the Career Center also had some miscellaneous fees, it was actually very ingenious and kept its costs to stu​dents down by charging employers.  So the Career Center will pass some of its costs on to employers who come there to recruit students, so students wouldn't have to be charged.  But although it couldn't get away with everything from those charges, the Career Center had a little bit more flexibility to do that because it had an outside constituency  to tap into, whereas the Architecture Department, for instance, didn't have other constituents.

Ms. Allbright said that seeing no further questions, she would like to thank Dean Poullard for his report.

Ms. Allbright said the Chair would entertain a motion to move into Guest Announcements.  It was so moved and seconded by Ms. Kuo and Ms. Patel and passed with no objection.

Giving his report, Elections Council Chair Luce said he would like to nominate Justin Chung to serve as Assistant Elections Council Chair and to also cover the public relations aspect of the elections.  For the

Poll Chair, Mr. Luce said he would like to nominate Michael Mun.  Mr. Luce said at that time he would also make a request for their stipends.  For Mr. Chung, since he will also be doing public relations, Mr. Luce said he would like to increase the stipend to $1,300.  For Mr. Mun, he would like to have a stipend of $750.  Ms. Allbright asked him to send her an e-mail of the names and stipend amounts.  

Ms. Allbright said she would the nominations by the Elections Council Chair will be referred to the Finance Committee to consider the stipends.  Fi-Comm’s next meeting will probably be Monday at 9 p.m., in the Senate Chamber.  The nominations would then be considered by the Senate.  She asked a member of Fi-Comm to contact Mr. Luce about relevant information.  Ms. Winston said she would do that.

Ms. Allbright called for any questions.  Ms. Patel asked if he would be willing to send their résumés out.  Mr. Luce said he would.  Ms. Allbright said she could send the information out if he sent it to her.

Mr. Jackson asked if he was aware of his obligation to the Senate to make announcements every week and let them know what was going on.  Mr. Luce said he was.  He’s had prior obligations to that point, last week and before.  He tried to get there for the last Senate meeting but got into a motorcycle accident right before and couldn't make it.  But he’d be there every week from now on.

Ms. Allbright said she would make sure the Elections Council Chair had a spot on the agenda for his report.

Mr. Silver said that during the last election cycle there was a lot of misunderstanding and confusion about chalking.  He asked if that would be under Mr. Luce’s jurisdiction and if so, if he was prepared to have a very clear outline of what chalking policy was.  Mr. Luce said he’s talked with the Attorney General about that, and he didn't think they've come to a consensus yet on quite what people were allowed for what was public property and what was University property.  But they'll set that out at the Candidate's Meeting.  Mr. Silver said at that first meeting there should be a very clear outline of all the provisions.  Mr. Luce said there would be.  Mr. Silver said he would like to thank him.

Ms. Allbright said there were 12 Senators in the room and rather than going to the Consent Calendar, they would move to Appointed Official Reports.  She would encourage people to contact their fellow Senators.

Report from the Attorney General 

Mr. Kozak said he would like to apologize for not making the last few meetings.  Meetings were difficult for him to attend, but he’d be there from now on.  He’s been meeting with the Elections Council Chair to strategize about the elections.  Mr. Kozak said it was his duty, as Attorney General, to oversee the elec​tions, but all administrative aspects of the election were up to the Elections Council Chair.  So if people had questions about something that was specifically administrative, he would ask them to please ask the ECC.  In addition, Mr. Kozak said that people should be very careful about doing things that could be construed as campaigning, especially as they get closer to the elections season.  He called for any questions.

Report from the Attorney General (cont'd)
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Mr. Kozak said that that last year, as far as he could remember, official University policy was that chalk​ing wasn't allowed on any part of the sidewalk.  He knew that caused a lot of confusion, but that’s what the University told them.  And as far as he could tell, that will probably be the case that year.  But there was always the possibility something different might be announced at the Candidate's Meeting based on new information from the University.

Mr. Silver asked to have a final decision made by the Candidate's Meeting.  Last year there was a lot of confusion, but if there was a final decision made, that would clear things up.  Mr. Kozak said they would do that as best they could determine.  He couldn't say a candidate would be disqualified because that was up to the Judicial Council.  But Mr. Kozak said he would announce whether he’d be filing charges for chalking on any part of the sidewalk, and a policy will be announced.  But that didn't say that candidates would be censured if they chalk.

Ms. Patel asked if there was any policy about chalking on non-University affiliated sidewalks.  Mr. Kozak said he didn't want to say anything for sure, but as far as he could tell, the ASUC didn't have the ability to prosecute that.  If something violated University policy, then they’d have a means to prosecute for chalk​ing.  But he didn't see how something City oriented would violate University policy.  As best as he could remember, there was nothing in the By-laws that stated that candidates couldn't violate City laws.  So he didn't think people could be charged for violating City laws.

Ms. Patel asked if there was any method where he could have discussions with University administrators and the Elections Council Chair to find out what exactly University policy was.  She asked if the Elec​tions Council had to do that.  Mr. Kozak said he didn't recall the specific offices that did advising last year, but last year the way it worked was that University representatives came to the Candidate's Meeting and talked about University policy, and said that people couldn't chalk.  Mr. Kozak said he wasn't really involved in any discussion beforehand, if there was any, but hopefully they could discuss that before the Candidate's Meeting that year.  But the way it happened last year, the University came and just said no chalking was allowed anywhere.  As far as he could tell, that will be the policy this year.  Hopefully they can get it announced for certain before the Candidate's Meeting.

Ms. Allbright said the Chair would entertain a motion for a two-minute recess.  It was so moved and sec​onded by Mr. Lee and Mr. Kunert passed with no objection.

Report from the Finance Officer 

Back in session, Mr. Cheney said he didn't have a lot to report.  Not a lot has changed between last week and this week.  There were a couple of deductions from carryforward, but nothing too crazy; however, there were a lot of bills coming up.  In terms of spring budgeting, he and Sen. Chen have had some meetings.  They've been preparing the timeline and Ms. Shen was looking at applications.  They're pretty much there as far as how they want to put things together.  He still had to meet with the 4th floor, and he’ll talk to Millicent Morris-Chaney and the person who was stepping in for Lavonia Wade and see if they had any input on the application or anything else.  But Mr. Cheney said they were pretty much trying to go with what they had last year, because groups will hopefully be familiar with that.  The fewest

changes they make, the better, so things were similar to what they had last year.  Other than that, he’s previously said that they’d tentatively release the application on Friday, but he thought they'd push that back until Tuesday, and use the long President’s Day weekend to really nail down the application.  He and Ms. Coleman were totally fine if Senators had input they’d like to give about the process, rather than the application.  They really weren't taking suggestions as far as the application, because with too many people’s thoughts and opinions, things could get messy.  But for any suggestions regarding the actual process or the instructions that were given, or anything like that, people should feel free to send him an e-mail and they'd try to deal with that.  Also, if he didn't get back to people within a day, he would ask them to just be patient.  They were trying to get things nailed down.

Ms. Patel said that during the Fi-Comm meeting, he mentioned that a first-year student activity group would not get more than $600 from the ASUC for the entire year.  Mr. Cheney said that was in the By-laws.  Ms. Patel asked if there was any clarification on that.  Mr. Cheney said he hasn't be able to talk to the 4th floor yet, but he’d get back to her and would send her an e-mail to see if that was for overall funding or just funding for specific groups and didn't include activities and events.

Ms. Patel asked if he has contacted the previous Finance Officer about applications, because she noticed he wanted help as to how to amend it, and Mr. Desai had a lot of knowledge.  Mr. Cheney said that before he took the Finance Officer position, he talked to the previous Finance Officer.  And Sen. Shen has talked to Mr. Desai as well; so he has been involved in the process.  Seeing no further questions, Ms. Allbright said she would like to thank Mr. Cheney for the report.

Report from SUPERB 

Mr. Chow said he had a quick update.  Last week they had a couple of shows.  They had a Pop Trivia Night in Gelateria Naia, and had 60 people there and packed the place.  They ran out of chairs.  They also had a free noon show, Limbeck, which was pretty big.  About 120 people came out.  They also showed “Enchanted” on Friday, with 1,100 people, a really good turnout.  They had 500 for the first show and 600 for the second, and basically sold out.  Coming up that week, Mr. Chow said that on Thursday, Valentine's Day, they'll show “Charley Bartlett.”  He had passes to distribute.  On Friday they'll have Jamie Stewart and Xiu Xiu, which was kind of a big deal.  It will be exciting and will be free, on Lower Sproul.  On Monday they'll have Pinback in the Bear's Lair, which was sold out.  It will be huge.  It will be an amazing show.  They'll probably pack the Bear's Lair. He called for any questions.

Mr. Jackson asked when Thao Nguyen was coming.  Mr. Chow said it will be the Friday after next.

Ms. Patel asked if SUPERB has made any large purchases.  Mr. Chow said they just had to replace a lot of their equipment, most of which was 30 years old, the equivalent of having a Apple IIe.  Their sound​board was a big clunking dinosaur and they had to get a new one, which was a huge cost.  Their subs also got blown out and they had to buy new ones, along with mic stands, mics, and more XLR cables.  They just had to completely replace most of their equipment.  And obviously, this was equipment that went towards helping student groups that SUPERB assists.  SUPERB spent $10-12,000 on the equipment, but that’s what allowed other groups to have their events.  Ms. Allbright said that seeing no further questions she would like to thank Mr. Chow for his report.

Greg Stevens said he will e-mail the report out.  There hasn't been too much happening on his end, but Mr. Tregub has been very busy.  There will be meetings all that week with different people.  Mr. Tregub met with BearWalk at the beginning of the week about the CSO program and about nighttime shuttles, and he was meeting about the Student-Neighbor Task Force and getting people onto that.  On Thursday they're meeting with the Parking and Transportation Director to talk to about the parking replacement policy.  If Senators had any questions about that, he would ask them to please talk to him after his report.  He could also tell them when and where the meeting will be.  It was a really important policy because it basically was one of the major things hanging over housing for students being built.

As for smaller things that have been going on, there was an issue about the US Marines’ recruiting station that was in Mr. Tregub’s report.  Mr. Stevens said they were also setting up meetings with various people on the Planning Commission to talk about PRT.  If there was anything Senators wanted to talk to the Planning Commission about, they could talk to the office or attend the meetings. 

Regarding the survey that he has been mentioning, Mr. Stevens said they finally had a date for the survey to be released, Wednesday of next week.  They'll get all the results in, hopefully, before people send in their applications to residence halls.  He could forward the draft to Senators, but it will be changed before it was completed, on Friday; so he’d probably send it out on Friday.  If Senators would like to have a question in the survey, he would ask them to please send it to him as soon as possible so he could send it to the Office of Student Research by Thursday morning.  Next week, on the 20th, the Planning Commis​sion will take up the Downtown Plan.  Downtown Berkeley was one of the prime areas for the expansion of student housing in Berkeley, since the Southside was pretty full and parking lots weren't an option.  That’s why CAL Housing has been talking about this for a long time.  If any Senators were concerned about this, it would be great to see some friendly faces at the meeting.  It will be at 7 p.m. at the North Berkeley Senior Center, at MLK and Hearst.  He called for any questions.  Ms. Allbright said that seeing no questions, she would like to thank Mr. Stevens for his report.

WHEREAS, in December 2007, in a vote of 5-4, the People’s Park Community Advisory Board stated its intent to move forward with accepting the recommendations in the MK Think report, and advised the University to sponsor a design competition based on the report, and to create a task force to examine the needs of the homeless population at the Park; and

WHEREAS, a substantial minority of the Board voiced concerns regarding the zero-sum nature of a design review and the speed of the process, suggesting that other stakeholders must be con​sulted prior to beginning the design review; and

WHEREAS, the UC Chancellor and his Cabinet directed Assistant Vice Chancellor of Planning Emily Marthinsen to complete a needs assessment prior to entering the design phase and deciding on a design competition as the method for conceptual selection; and

WHEREAS, Chancellor Birgeneau agreed to move forward with incremental Park improvements that do not alter the character of the Park, such as improving drainage; and

WHEREAS, the ASUC agrees with the spirit of University’s concern that a sufficient amount of stake​holders, in particular students, have not been adequately consulted regarding the future of People’s Park to accommodate a design review phase immediately;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall support the consultation of more stakeholders, particularly students and the homeless population, prior to proceeding to the design review phase of People’s Park.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall support the formation of a task force to determine appropriate approaches to support the homeless population of People’s Park through mental health and support services, as well as functional enhancements of the Park that do not fun​damentally alter its physical nature.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall support the organization of a student forum that shall receive further input from students regarding the future of People’s Park.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall encourage the University of California to continue and increase the appointment of students to the People’s Park Community Advisory Board.

The following Resolution, SB 19, as amended in committee, was approved under the Consent Calendar and was authored by K. Alilin, T. Bryant, M. De La Cruz, K. Pasco, J. Jones, ASUC City Affairs Legis​lative Liaison J. Huang, ASUC City Affairs Advisor I. Tregub, and Mr. Seaty, and was co-sponsored by Ms. Winston, Mr. Galeon, Ms. Duong, and Ms. Allbright:

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF STUDENT RIGHTS TO SPACE ON CAMPUS

WHEREAS, on the evening of Friday, February 1, 2008, students of color were harassed, threatened and kicked out of Eshleman Hall, one of the only autonomous student-run spaces on campus; and

WHEREAS, students were denied access to their community space and offices at Eshleman, while other students were detained and threatened with citations for trespassing; and

WHEREAS, students felt subjected to unfair treatment, discrimination, condescending language, subju​gation to possible racial profiling, and age discrimination by the unprofessional and unethi​cal behavior of the officers; and

WHEREAS, UCPD criminalized students by asserting that students were trespassing in Eshleman even after showing their UC Berkeley student IDs; and

WHEREAS, Eshleman serves as a home, office, and base of operations to hundreds of student organiza​tions and thousands of students, and denying students the ability to use this space would lead to irreparable harm in the building of student community;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall express solidarity with the victims and students affected in this incident and voice its outrage at the abuse inflicted on the students by uni​formed members of the University of California Police Department.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall demand a meeting with the leadership of THE UCPD to discuss the incident which took place the night of February 1, 2008 and ensure that a police response of this nature shall not occur in the future.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC shall collaborate with students and student organizations to educate students on the policies of utilizing Eshleman space and students’ rights when interacting with the police.

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF PEOPLE’S TEST PREPARATION SERVICE (PTPS)

WHEREAS, the People's Test Preparation Service (PTPS) was founded in 1995 at the University of Cali​fornia, Berkeley and is a non-profit, student-run organization dedicated to providing stan​dardized test-taking skills to urban communities; and 

WHEREAS, most college-bound students know that a critical component for college admissions is the SAT score.  Unfortunately, SAT scores are directly correlated with family income levels; and  

WHEREAS, SAT scores of low-income students in the East Bay are among the lowest in the State of California.  There are only a few SAT preparation services available to low-income youth; prices for commercial test-preparation companies start at $500, which many families cannot afford; and

WHEREAS, PTPS has over 25 teachers, all of whom are UC Berkeley undergraduate and graduate stu​dents, that teach at nine sites throughout the Greater East Bay Area and provide valuable SAT test preparation to roughly 200 students per semester; and

WHEREAS, these student teachers provide thorough curriculum to these students in the aims of increas​ing SAT scores and hopefully bettering the chances for a higher education; and

WHEREAS, the estimated operating budget for the 2007-2008 school year is as follows:

Report from the Academic Affairs Vice President 
Mr. Lee said T-shirts were available for people to pick up on the 2nd floor.  They should have all of the T-shirt by the end of the week.  Padfolios have been ordered and should be coming in.  The office held the mentor-mentee social last week and everybody was paired.  They had about 100 applicants.  Also, if anybody was interested in being a judge for Bears Breaking Boundaries, they should let him know.  In addition, all committee representatives will have a meeting.  The office had a DE-Cal on Wednesday’s from 3:00 to 4:30, and he could send out information.  He called for any questions.

Ms. Duong asked how the Grants Department in the office was doing.  Mr. Lee said the Grants Depart​ment has re-opened for that semester.  There were a lot of culture shows in the Spring Semester, and if anybody was involved in them, he would ask them to remind their groups to apply for the Culture Shows Fund.  So far it has only received one or two applications.  It was a narrower grant, but money for shows was set aside.  He believed other grants were doing fairly well.  He believed there was a little backlog for events that happened over the break and which all came in at the beginning of the semester.  So commit​tees were dealing with that.  But overall, he thought everything was going pretty well for grants that semester.  Seeing no further questions, Ms. Allbright said she would like to thank Mr. Lee for his report.

Report from the Student Advocate Office 
Mr. Krishnamurthy said he wanted to give the Senate dates for FAFSA workshops coming up that month.  They'll hold workshops on campus and off.  The first workshop was that day.  They'll also be held on Tuesday, the 19th, at Clark Kerr; at Foothill on the 20th; at Unit 2 on the 21st; at the East Madrone Room, MLK, on the 26th; and at Wheeler on the 27th.  If people were planning to apply and had specific ques​tions, he would ask them to please drop by the office.

Mr. Krishnamurthy said he wanted to talk about their progress with the Code of Student Conduct revision process.  The SAO was continuing to move forward with that.  He and Associate Dean of Students Karen Warren might have been using somewhat esoteric language when they described it at the Senate meeting they were at, when they said that what they found most flawed about the Code was the set of practices

that were involved rather than the Code itself.  So he just wanted to provide an example that might illus​trate that.  Last semester the Office of Student Conduct sent a Notice of Possible Violation to the wrong students, essentially.  It was sent, e.g., to a student who had not been connected with the allegations in any way.  Student Conduct finally figured out that the wrong student received the Notice and it has still not bothered to tell the student about that.  There was nothing in the Code of Conduct stating that the campus had to respond within a time limit to help students better understand the process.  Mr. Krishnamurthy that was an example of the practices they were talking about that were very important to students.

Mr. Krishnamurthy said the SAO extended its application deadline because they weren't pleased with the quality of the applications they got.  They have been getting more applications in and he was pretty hope​ful that the next batch will be pretty good.  Applications were due on Thursday, the 14th, at 5 o'clock.

Mr. Krishnamurthy that since the SAO switched Chiefs-of-staff at the end of last semester, he wanted to make a couple of appointments.  The first was for Matt DeMartini, to be Chief-of-Staff, with a stipend of $450.  Since Mr. DeMartini previously served as Conduct Director, Mr. Krishnamurthy said he would like to appoint Lilibeth Goldsmith as Director of the Conduct Division, with a stipend of $230.  The pre​vious stipends for Mr. DeMartini and Ms. Goldsmith will be canceled.  Ms. Allbright said that motion would be referred to the Finance Committee.  Seeing no questions, she would like to thank Mr. Krishnamurthy for his report.

Report from the Executive Vice President

With Ms. Shanbhag chairing the meeting, Ms. Allbright said that pretty much everything that has been going on was a continuation of stuff that has already been reported.  Her report would be short, but she would ask people to please feel free to ask questions about things from previous reports that were con​tinuing.  Most of her time and energy that past week has been spent on Memorandum of Understanding negotiations for the Multicultural Center, particularly the review of the MOU.  She’s been working with students to prepare proposals for the next MOU, which they'll discuss with the University at the next negotiating meeting.  

The office had a retreat that weekend that went really well.  They figured out their calendar for the semester.  She was excited about the rest of the spring.  Also, she hoped Senators got information about the blog that was up and running.  She would ask them to please post on it.  It would only be as cool as they make it.  What will hopefully happen is that there will be more advertising for it on the home page than there currently was, and for each individual page, there will be a link to all of the person’s posts.  It was a way to be able to provide further updates on things Senators were working on, and their thoughts about what was going on.  She hoped the comments and advice that the Web master provided were help​ful.  If people had any questions, the Web master was more than happy to help them with any concerns they had.

Also regarding the Web site, the “Student Org. Spotlight” winner was Indus.  Ms. Allbright said they'll work with contacts with that organization and Sen. Patel to make sure that got up as soon as possible.  Hopefully, they'll move forward in a more reasonable manner in terms of rotating their “Student Org. Spotlight” more often.

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Special Committee Reports 

Ms. Allbright said they've made a lot of progress on Webcasting and she thought they'll be able to get something going really soon.  But she didn't want to give a date yet because David Fullmer hasn't gotten back to them after his work with the camera.

Regarding the budget meeting on May 7, Ms. Allbright said they looked at several different locations and because of costs and the fact that no other building on campus was open twenty-four hours, they decided to hold the budget meeting on the 7th floor of Eshleman Hall.  That’s where the meeting will be held, assuming the Senate approved the change to location.

Ms. Allbright said a wireless router should have been installed that day on the 7th floor to improve wire​less access in the room.  Regarding room 213, right outside the EVP’s office, as they knew, there was originally a proposal for that to be a working computer room, with computer access for everyone in the ASUC, interns, Senators, and the like, and with a printer there.  The problem was that the Ethernet connection in the room was poor, and that was why the printer had to be moved to the conference/meeting room that was outside, in the entryway to the President’s office.  But the Ethernet connection there was also bad.  Generally, the wiring in Eshleman was old and bad.  So they're working with the Auxiliary.  The Auxiliary has said it will try and repair the Ethernet, and if they can't do so, Ms. Allbright said they'd still get computers, but those computers would have wireless cards installed, and people who access the Internet using AirBears on the desktop computers in that room could print things that way.  They also have white boards for the conference room, behind the Senate lounge, and those should be installed soon.  They were also in the process of ordering a new table and chairs.  

Ms. Allbright said she wanted to thank the Senate very much for passing the bill the dealt with the inci​dent that occurred in Eshleman Hall a couple of weeks ago.  On behalf of someone who was responsible for a lot of oversight regarding the space in Eshleman, she really appreciated the Senate standing up for the rights of students to use their own resources.  She called for any questions.

Ms. Patel asked if there was a way to access wireless on the 7th floor, and asked if that would be available for the public.  Ms. Allbright said people could use AirBears.  It's just that AirBears wasn't strong enough up there, so they installed another access point to make sure the signal was stronger.  Seeing no further questions, Ms. Shanbhag said she would like to thank Ms. Allbright for the report.

Special Committee Reports 

With Ms. Allbright chairing the meeting, reporting for the Services Board Director Selection Committee, Mr. Osmeña said the Committee received an application and will meet that week to discuss it.

Regarding the Temporary Committee on the ASUC Web site, Mr. Kunert said he’d write a bill to remove the Committee from reports in the By-laws.

Reporting for the ASUC Outstanding Student Recognition Program Evaluation Committee, Mr. Wu said they've been distributing the application, and he would ask Senators to please forward it to their constitu​ents.  The deadline was the Friday before Spring Break.
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Reporting for the Selection Committee for the ASUC Lawyer, Mr. Osmeña said the Committee met that day.  Mr. Galeon said they had another meeting for March 5 at 4 p.m. with Mark Himelstein.

Mr. Silver asked if the Committee could give a little more information about what happened that day.  Mr. Osmeña said the Committee met with the current ASUC lawyer, Mr. Himelstein, to discuss qualifi​cations and a possible application process, and talked about some possible choices from past ASUC offi​cials.  The plan was to hopefully present a candidate to the Senate in April.  Mr. Galeon said the reason they scheduled a meeting for the first week in March was to finalize the list of candidates they wanted to consider, to forward to the Senate.  They also talked about whether they should consider candidates who were out of Cal ten years or more, or to those who have been out less than ten years.  They hope to have a finalized list of candidates by March 4.

Ms. Allbright called for any further business.

Ms. Winston said she would like to move for an informal straw poll.  Ms. Allbright said she would con​sider that a motion to move into a committee of the whole.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Coleman and passed with no objection.  This meeting entered into a committee of the whole to discuss whether the housing survey should go to graduate students as well as undergraduates.

Back in regular session, Mr. Silver moved to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wong and passed with no objection.
