WHEREAS, environmental sustainability is of critical importance to UC Berkeley students and the 
greater University community; and 

 
WHEREAS, Title 24 of the ASUC Bylaws specifically calls for a Director of Environmental 

Sustainability, thereby displaying the University’s commitment to making our campus 
environmentally friendly; and 

 
WHEREAS, campus restaurants should be responsive to the student body’s support for sustainable 

development and student concern for environmental issues; and 
 
WHEREAS, campus restaurants should respect and support city laws that promote environmental 

sustainability, such as the 1990 ban on styrofoam; and 
 
WHEREAS, all current store owners of the Bear’s Lair restaurants support environmental 

sustainability and are taking steps to become green business certified by the Alameda 
County Green Business Certification Program; and 

 
WHEREAS, all current store owners of the Bear’s Lair restaurants have recently ceased  to buy 

Styrofoam as a sign of their commitment to becoming green certified; and 
 
WHEREAS, the green business certification of the Bear’s Lair Food Court will strengthen its image on 

campus through its support of the campus’ overall goal of environmental sustainability, 
thereby potentially increasing profits for the small business owners; and 

 
WHEREAS, Bear’s Lair restaurants can utilize the resources and expertise of University student 

groups, such as BEACN, to minimize the time and cost commitments associated with 
becoming green business certified.  This includes but is not limited to training restaurant 
employees about environmental sustainability, coordinating the certification process, 
conducting trash audits, devising business strategies and fundraising to lower the initial 
cost of certification. 

 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED , that, through working with BEACN, all current restaurants be 

certified within the next three years, with the expectation that restaurants currently 
working with BEACN will be certified within one year. 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the ASUC supports the shift towards environmental 

sustainability of the Bear’s Lair Food Court, so that all future leases between the ASUC 
and Bear’s Lair restaurant owners require the restaurants to be green business certified by 
the Alameda Country Green Business Certification Program, unless it can be shown that 
certification will result in severe financial hardship.

WHEREAS, The mission statement of the Southeast Asian Student Coalition (SASC) is to unite 

Southeast Asian communities, particularly those bounded by the historical context of the 
Viet Nam War, and to address the social injustices, the economic inequalities, and 
political under-representation that they face; and  

 
WHEREAS, Because Southeast Asian students have been historically underrepresented in higher 

education, SASC Summer Institute strives to address this issue by introducing high 
school students to the higher education experience and connecting them to resources and 
information that will help them navigate through the college application process; and  

 
WHEREAS,  SASC Summer Institute is a one week program that will take place from June 25th to June 

29th, 2008; and  
 
WHEREAS,  Approximately 45 students from throughout California  and out of state come to UC 

Berkeley to engage in workshops and teach-ins about higher education, cultural and 
political awareness, and historical and contemporary community issues; and  

 
WHEREAS,  “ Issues” facing the Southeast Asian communities include, but are not limited to, 

underrepresentation in higher education that is, the criminalization and deportation of 
Cambodian and Vietnamese refugee communities, youth, gang, and domestic violence, 
inter- and intra-Ethnic funk, escalating incarceration rates, limited job-access, 
generational misunderstandings, Post Traumatic Stress Disorder and other health related 
problems; and  

 
WHEREAS,  SASC Summer Institute provides high school students with the opportunities to 

reexamine their family backgrounds, explore their his/her-story and culture, and connect 
their knowledge to their actions by being critical about the issues that still exist in their 
communities and offer them the tools to address and react to these “issues”; and  

 
WHEREAS, Southeast Asian communities make up one-third of the Asian Pacific Islander population, 

they make up only less than 1% of college campuses across the nation, with their actual 
numbers not known due to un-comprehensive demographic data collection on behalf of 
universities; and 

 
WHEREAS, SASC Summer Institute’s main objectives is to encourage high school youth to pursue 

higher education, promote self-empowerment through cultural awareness, create cross 
cultural coalitions, build networks between high school students, college students, 
parents, and community members to promote improved access to college education for 
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Southeast Asian youth, and increase the number of Southeast Asian students on the UC 
Berkeley campus in the future; and 

 
WHEREAS, SASC Summer Institute outreaches to high school students from diverse ethnic, regional, 

academic, socio-economic, gender, and family backgrounds as a way to create a safe 
space where students can share their unique experiences and expand their understanding 
of the Southeast Asian his/her-story, identity, and struggle; and  

 
WHEREAS,  11.4% of the Cambodian community holds a Bachelors Degree or higher 

9.4% of the Laotian community holds a Bachelors Degree or higher 
20.2% of the Vietnamese community holds a Bachelors Degree or higher 
compared to the U.S. National Average of 28.8% 

 
WHEREAS,  31.8 % of the Cambodian community live in linguistic isolation 

35.1% of the Hmong community lives in linguistic isolation 
       31.8% of the Laotian community lives in linguistic isolation 

45% of the Vietnamese community lives in linguistic isolation 
 
WHEREAS, at last check the average per capita income for the 

Cambodian community was at $10,215 
for the Hmong community, $6,613 
for the Laotian community, $11,454 
and the Vietnamese community $15,385 
while the National Average was at $21,587 
 

WHEREAS,  29.3% of the Cambodian community 
37.6% of the Hmong community 
19.1% of the Laotian community, and 
16% of the Vietnamese community is living below the Federal Poverty Level compared 
to the National average of 12.4% 
 

WHEREAS, The budget for SASC Summer Institute is as follows:

to: Regular bi-monthly meetings that feature guest speakers, and discussions, UCSF Med 
School/UC Berkeley Shadow and Mentorship Program, Health Fair & Blood Drive in the 
Spring Semester Peer Health Education in the Bay Area, Mental Health Awareness 
Week, West Oakland Health Council, and Minorities in Health Conference (a 
collaboration with other on campus health organizations, CHE & PAHC); and 

 
WHEREAS,  BSHA is a member in the University of California, Berkeley’s chapter of Minority 

Associate Pre-Medical Students (MAPS). MAPS serves as an umbrella organization for 
undergraduate minority pre-med students across the nation and is affiliated with the 
Student National Medical Association (SNMA); and 

 
WHEREAS,  Through partnerships with local SNMA chapters and undergraduate pre-health students, 

BSHA/MAPS increases the matriculation of under-represented students into health 
related programs by providing information through workshops, presentations, mentorship 
opportunities, and many more activities. We also serve as a support group for one 
another, as well as a welcoming body for new, ambitious under-represented students; and 

 
WHEREAS, BSHA is an organization that seeks to provide students with opportunities to discuss and 

learn more about health careers, attending SNMA Conference is imperative.  The 
conference grows in size and scope every year, reflecting the potential it has to provide 
the types of opportunities that cannot be experienced strictly on the Berkeley campus; 
and 

 
WHEREAS,   At SNMA, students gather a plethora of information by networking with doctors  

and medical students pursuing various medical specialties, attending workshops with a 
wide range of topics, attending a medical school “Recruitment Fair”, touring medical 
school campuses in the New York area, and interacting with our peers.  What makes the 
conference so valuable and successful is that, within the four days, it combines all the 
information and skills needed to inspire and motivate our students’ pursuit of careers in 
the health field; and 
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WHEREAS,  Members of BSHA agree that attendance at SNMA’s national conference in New  

York City, NY this year as a way to continue their high standards for promoting student 
involvement and providing student outreach.

WHEREAS, The second night’s events on March 4th will begin with ASUC Leadership Forum and be 

followed by “Art as a Form of Resistance”,  
 
WHEREAS, The third night’s events on March 5th, entitled “The People, United, Will Never Be 

Divided”, will include a community dialogue on issues related to organizing for the 
multicultural center; and  

 
WHEREAS, The fourth night’s events on March 6th, entitled “Generations Deep, and Still Going 

Strong”, is a community dinner dedicated to honoring the legacy and struggles of those 
who have come before us to fight for the Multicultural Center; and  

 
WHEREAS, The fifth and final night on March 7th, entitled “Equinox”, is hosted by GenEq, will be a 

multicultural performance showcase; and  
 
WHEREAS, The main purpose of the week is to empower all communities on this campus to realize 

and claim Heller Lounge as a space for multicultural programming, as well as a space for 
visibility and representation of all marginalized groups; and 

WHEREAS, The budget for (RE)claiming the Space is attached; and 
 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ASUC will support the organizing work and student 
collaboration that will be done to reclaim the Multicultural Center as a space for all students; and   
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THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED , that the ASUC Senate allocate $1,500 (one thousand 
five hundred dollars) from the Senate Contingency Fund to (RE)claiming the Space.

Commercial Services Agreement to provide fiscal stability in the Association largely via 
commercial revenues in the ASUC Mall; and 

 
WHEREAS, Currently the ASUC Mall is an underperforming retail venue, not reaching its full 

potential as a retail space; and 
 
WHEREAS, The ASUC Store Operations Board has a plan to redevelop the commercial spaces in the 

ASUC Mall with goals to 1) provide diverse and engaging services for Cal students, 2) 
generate revenues to support the programs, and facilities of the ASUC and 3) offer a 
setting for student life and student initiated activities1; and 

 
WHEREAS, the plans include a new coffee shop in the current convenience store space, a computer 

sales area, a new tenant to partner with the Naia Lounge, installation of new plasma 
screens for student activities and advertisements, expansion of Bear’s Lair Pub food 
service to the upper patio, relocation of CUBS and STA Travel, renovation of the 1st floor 
sales space in the MLK Jr. Union, new photocopy services for students, and the 
relocation of the OCF to Eshleman Hall; and, 

 
WHEREAS, this plan has already been approved by Chancellor Robert J. Birgeneau; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the success of a student union of today will further encourage funding of a new student 

union and Lower Sproul Plaza of tomorrow by showing that the students are thoroughly 
invested in a high quality student union 

 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED,  that the ASUC endorse the plan to redevelop the ASUC retail and
