Guest Announcements

Ms. Pasco said the first Guest Announcement was from Benito and Peter, from EBCSF. Peter Hsiue
introduced himself and said he was the Campus Coordinator for a student organization, the East Bay
Community Scholarship Fund. They came to the Senate a couple of months ago to ask for funding for

two events. The first event was a school supply drive, which was a tremendous success. They made the
news. They assembled over 300 packages for students of low-income families that were distributed at the
South Berkeley YMCA. The second event was a requisition banquet at which they awarded two low-
income students scholarships to take SAT prep courses. That was all thanks to the Senate. Their funding
madeithappen. So he wanted to say fithank you. o

They were there again for one more favor. He yielded time to Benito Delgado-Olson. Mr. Delgado-
Olson said that in all seriousness, he would like to thank the Senate for its support. It made a huge differ-
ence. He believed the total amount the Senate gave was $1,800. They raised about $4,000, and from that
one small pilot program they had 300 school supply packages. They're now looking at raising $10,000
from corporate sponsors and avenues of public funding. So it was a very worthwhile endeavor. The last
time he was there they passed out a support letter for the particular pilot program. This new project was
its offspring. They had the same | etter 'sad hey
page for the City of Berkeley, for Oakland, and a cover page with Congressman Miller, Congresswoman
Lee, the Chancellor, Ms. Hancock, and other politicians, people getting credit for what the Senate did.
But considering that the Senate was one of the free agents who essentially kicked this off, he put together
an ASUC page with all of their photos, respective titles, and names. And if they would be so kind, they
would love to include their signatures as part of that. It will be an attachment to various grant applica-
tions, will go on their Web site, and will be framed in their office. If they didn't want to sign, they could
take their photo out. Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired. A motion to extend by two minutes was
made and seconded by Mr. Owens and Ms. Flores.

Ms. Flores asked about upcoming events for next year. Mr. Delgado-Olson said they will have a much
larger school supply distribution. The assembly process will be on the campus, and it will be a major
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event. The media and corporate sponsors will be participants. Mr. Hsiue said that this year they had
about 40 volunteers. They're looking at volunteers from various student organizations, the Greek com-
munity, the bridges multicultural organizations, and it will be a campus-wide effort to assemble these
school supplies. Mr. Delgado-Olson said the campus will be very well informed about this. The last time
they had about $15,000 in school supplies assembled, and next November they're looking at over $1 mil-
lion, so they'll have several trucks there for school supplies. It will be a very big event. They've already

met with the Associate Chancell or and tuhdevithcampus
peopl edbs photos, and he would Iike to thank them
Ms. Ude said that in terms of the groupdés syner g
if it would be possible if next year, the EBCSF and organizations they collaborate with could share funds

in order to cut <costs. She didn'"t know i f next

EBCSF was given this year. Mr. Delgado-Olson said they're not going to ask the Senate for money next
year. Mr. Hsiue said the Senate this year basically helped them put together a pilot program and it kind of
helped to jump-start a new organization. They're a small organization, but now they have corporations
backing them. Mr. Delgado-Olson said the annual budget next year will be $100,000. From Oakland it's
$50,000, and from Richmond, it's probably $80-90,000. They're going to industry and getting huge cor-
porate grants. Basically, they needed the opportunity to prove to that the architecture of the whole pro-
gram worked. It went on without a hitch, the testimonials were fantastic, and now they're partnering with
churches, rec departments, YMCAs, and other organizations. Mr. Delgado-Olson said the only thing they
might ask of the Senate was to help put packages together, just a little labor. He wanted to thank them.

REPORTS FROM REPRESENTATIVES TO THE ASUC

Report from the UCPD Representative

Sgt. Tucker said they had a slightly busy week that week so he wanted to note a few Crime Alerts that

went out on Saturday. They had a pretty large fight in People's Park at about 1 p.m. They arrested a sus-

pect in that situation. The details are in the Crime Alert. There was a series of strong-arm robberies on

Sunday night between 8:00 and 11 p.m. The police think they're probably related. There are similar

descriptions of the people involved in each case. None of them involved weapons. In each case, what

was taken was a wallet, a cell phone, or a purse,
available in the Crime Alert.

On Monday night, about 11:40 p.m., a couple of UCPD officers were assaulted. They were investigating
a report of some person sleeping on the south side of Hearst Gymnasium. One of the officers was injured
but will return to work in about a week and will be okay. The person who assaulted the officer was
arrested.

Sgt. Tucker said a couple of other things happened that weren't in the Crime Alerts. On Monday, the
27th, at about 4:30 in the afternoon, someone from Unit 2 called and said there was a case of indecent
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exposure. He was exposing himself and masturbating on the street. Officers went out, but the suspect
was gone by the time they got there. But they got a call about 7:30 that night. The person had returned,
and the police found and arrested him. He was identified by the victim who called earlier in the day.

Al so, on Tuesday, someone sfLiotanddalledthe glice. The UGPD e n &
arranged for a plainclothes operation and sent
person selling it. They confirmed it was the same bicycle as the one that was stolen and the person was

arrested for possession of stolen property. It's always good to have a serial number for exactly this rea-

son, and he would encourage them to keep the number at work and to register their bicycles. He called

for any questions.

Mr. Owens asked what was going on with the arsons at Sproul Hall. Sgt. Tucker said the question

referred to the bulletin board arsons. There was a Crime Alert about that. There was one a couple of

weeks ago and they arrested the suspect. That didn't appear to be related to the most recent arson. He

hated to say it, but it wasn't that unusual. In his years there, every few months, someone lights a bulletin
board on fire. He thought some people find it
It's very dangerous, unfortunately. He didn't think people who set them on fire realize that, but such an

act wasn't that uncommon.

Mr. Smelko asked if there was closure on the situation with the sexual predator in the Piedmont area. Sgt.
Tucker said the case hasn't been closed and the investigation was ongoing. There haven't been any recent
occurrences reported. Mr. Smelko said he heard a rumor that the predator was found at the I-House. Sgt.
Tucker said he saw a Live Journal posted on that rumor that said the police detained someone, or maybe it
was in the Daily Cal. He didn't believe that person has been caught yet. Seeing no further questions, Ms.
Pasco said she would like to thank him for his report.

Report from the ASUC Store Operations Board

Mr. Permaul said the next meeting of the Store Operations Board is next Tuesday, Cinco de Mayo, at 6
p.m. in the Senate Chamber.

Regarding the student food cooperative business proposal, Mr. Permaul said a meeting took place that day
between food co-op members, including Sen. Oatfield, who are advancing the concept of a student coop-
erative food business in the Student Union. At the meeting they discussed what was needed to prepare to
prepare for the SOB a credible business plan for a store/restaurant. While the group was still interested in
the Postal Annex site, he believed they will also approach Naia lounge to see if a partnership could be
struck. The group will have a revised draft of its business plan and submit it to the Auxiliary. Mr.
Permaul said he and Mr. Spivey will review the plan and offer suggestions to the group on how to present
the concept. They also discussed possible ways to enhance the business to generate more revenue. For
the plan to be successful, its revenue model will need improvement.

Regarding Panda Express, Mr. Permaul said that Panda Express presented its revised terms to the Auxil-
iary for next Tuesdayds meeting. Me mber s of t
by Friday in the 4th floor conference room and prior to the meeting next Tuesday.
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Regarding the Bear's Lair Food Court, the subcommittee of the SOB met a week ago Monday to discuss
terms of the lease by Bear's Lair vendors. Mr. Permaul said the terms have been shared with him. His
goal was to have them ready for review by the next SOB meeting on Tuesday.

Regarding Bear's Lair Pub renovations, he mentioned last week that the Bear's Lair Pub was going to
renovate. Those plans will be temporarilyput on hol d. Hedél |l explai-n that
mic project.

The FEMA grant application for funds to reimburse the MLK, Jr. Student Union seismic project was
apparently at the top of the St aprgectcafinot @oaedfdar-f or ni a ¢
ward without FEMA approval; and FEMA was still reviewing the documents. If the project is not

approved by May 26, the staging and construction for Phase 3, which involves the Bear's Lair Food

Court, the Bear's Lair Pub, and the Cal Student Store, was unlikely to meet the construction schedule

advanced in order to decrease the impact on ASUC revenues. The result may be that Pauley Ballroom

Phase 2 and the Tilden Room Phase 1 may go forward, but the other work might need to be postponed

until next summer. Capital Projects and the Auxiliary are working through all of the issues associated

with the project to determine the best logistical plan.

Regarding CourseRank, just as a reminder, there will be a Special Order next week, attheSenat eds | as
meeting. Students from Stanford who created CourseRank will make a presentation, along with officials
from Cal ds Registrar's Office, to present Cour sel

approval to move forward to implement the CourseRank program by next fall, for students coming in
during the summer and next fall.

Regarding the Bear-ly Used Furniture Drive, the ASUC Auxiliary, in conjunction with Lisa Bauer and
campus refuse and recycling, will hold its 1st Annual Used Foreign Drive, from May 13 to May 31. The
goal was to recycle furniture and household items to new students arriving in the fall. He would ask
Senators to please post the fliers he distributed to their student groups and at locations where they thought
students will see the fliers. They'll be posted around campus. The Auxiliary will not only have pick-up
locations for furniture and household items, but they'll also schedule pick-ups. These materials will be
sold next fall on Student Union Plaza prior to Caltopia to incoming students at low prices so that they can
be recycled and re-used. This is the first time they're doing this. Ms. Bauer wants to make it an annual
project for the Auxiliary. They think it has a lot of traction and they encourage the Senate to support it.

Regarding Lower Sproul redevelopment, for those
workshop, he thought the presenters were pleased by the process and the engaged dialogue. The second

workshop is scheduled for May 8. He indicated last week that he had information on who to contact and

he included that information in his report. It was important to get student groups out to it. So he included

all contact information.

Mr. Permaul said he was about to pass out something that would look strange to them. The ASUC Aux-

iliary was part of the Business and Administrative Services organization on campus and has been working

on a program of business assessment. Each department in BAS had a scorecard composed of strategic
initiatives used as measurements of its perfor ma
Strategy Map, 0 which was what he distributed. I
The ASUC has called for more transparency between the Auxiliary and student government, and the

Auxiliary has tried to comply with all of student governments requests. For example, currently on their

proposed 2009-10 budget. In addition, that evening he was distributing, as he will to the next student
government, the recently revised strategy map so that they can understand what the business goals the
University and by their department have established for the foreseeable future. If they take a look at the

map, they'll see that it's divided into four foci: customer focus, process focus, people focus, and resource

focus. That is how the business improvement model works. Those are four areas of attention that they

direct their initiatives towards and these strategic goals are their overview of how they will achieve the
intentions of performance, and also how they will begin to focus and organize their initiatives.

Mr. Permaul said he just wanted to share that with the Senate. It's a business model that was widely
accepted in the business world. The University was looking at extending it to more departments, includ-
ing academic departments. He just thought Senators might be interested in how the Auxiliary was held
accountable by the University. He wanted to share that with them. It was part of his effort to enable the
ASUC to understand how the Auxiliary was judged by the campus. Hopefully, Senators will find it a bit
more informational for them to understand the operation. He would be happy to answer any questions.

Ms. Ude asked if they haven't already received the FEMA grant. Mr. Permaul said they have not received

WHEREAS, the BJCL consistently promotes a diversity of viewpoints, interests, and backgrounds among
its members at the Law School. This manifests in open forum journalism, meetings, office

Ms. Hussain said she wasn't sure if that provision
was in the Constitution or By-laws. Ms. Pasco asked the Senate to stand at ease.

2.1 ASUC Spending Restrictions

Pursuant to Section 8, Article VI of the ASUC Constitution, all financial restrictions
enumerated in this section may be waived or modified by the Finance Committee for
specific operational units or groups. However, the Senate retains final authority. No
waiver shall be granted more than fie regular ASUC Senate meetings afberevent
and/or purchase date except in the case of reimbursement as provided in Title 111, Article

5. Purchase or reimburse a group for stationary that does not display the logo of the
ASUC; or

6. Travel outside the Bay Area, defined as the nine counties of 1) Alameda, 2) Contra
Costa, 3) Marin, 4) Napa, 5) San Francisco, 6) San Mateo, 7) Santa Clara, 8) Solano,
and 9) Sonoma;

7. Pay for any costs related to local events that fall outside the geographic boundaries of
Ashby, to the south, MLK to the west, Cedar to the north, and the hills of the east

8. Pay for any costs not related to the mission of the ASUC or the organization in ques-
tion, including prizes for individuals.

9. Purchase alcoholic beverages or illegal substances; or

10. Fund off-campus political activities such as local, State, or national political cam-
paigns, candidates, or ballot initiatives.
a. This shall not preclude the ASUC from providing monies for educational initia-
tives or to publicize positions taken by the Senate.
I1-2
(1) Neither educational initiatives nor publicized positions may ask the public to adopt a
specific position.

Ms. Hussain said the reason she and Mr. Zuo made these changes was because they felt too much of the
ASUC6s Contingency Fund went towards groups
gency Fund was being used for registration fees. While they understand groups may get a lot out of these
conferences, they didn't necessarily think the ASUC Contingency Fund should be used for that. If groups
want to use spring budgeting money for that, they were free to do so, and they could get a waiver from Fi-
Comm. But they didn't believe the Contingency Fund should pay for that. If people want to go to these
conferences, they should get their organization to fund them. Also, there were many other sources of
funding, such as the Academic Opportunity Fund, when the Contingency Fund was dangerously low.

The Senate couldn't afford to continue funding all these groups for every single conference.

Mr. Tran said that if people feel strongly about going to a conference, they could apply for a fee waiver.
The bill would not shut anything down from groups and they could apply for other sources of funding.

Ms. Cho said the ASUC6s financial situation

might want to go to a conference and request funding, and should have that option.

Ms. Hussain said they wrote this bill so no registration fees would be paid at any time. She thought they
needed to change that so they could be funded by a fee waiver from Fi-Comm. As for individuals going
to conferences, there were other sources of funding, such as the Academic Opportunity Fund. If the Sen-
ate continued to fund this, people could continue coming to the Senate for funding to go to every confer-
ence they possibly could attend. It was good groups, but it really had nothing to do with the ASUC.
Nothing came back to them. If the ASUC funds students, it should be for things that came back to the
students.

t
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Ms. Oatfield said that as a representative of groups that have benefited from going to conferences, often
outside of Berkeley and outside the Bay Area, she really thought this bill was moving in a direction that
was a little too extreme. She would acknowledge that the ASUC can't fund the entire registration fee for
every student who wanted to go to any conference, but the Senate should allow itself more leeway. She
knew students who have come back from conferences being really inspired and energized to make a lot of
change on campus, or to implement new project ideas, or find new ways to facilitate things in a more effi-
cient matter. The list goes on. It might seem like they're spending money for events that happen off-cam-
pus, but she thought these events had direct impacts on the campus, and there wasn't a very numeric way
of measuring that impact. But she thought it did have a huge impact.

Mr. Owens asked for a straw poll. The request was seconded by Mr. Caimi. A straw poll was taken on
approving SB 208. After a straw poll was taken, Ms. Pasco said the result was 7-4-1, and the bill would
fail.

Mr. Tran moved to go to appeals. The motion was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and failed by hand-vote 4-
10-1.

Mr. Mairena said he talked to Mr. Zuo about this, who authored the bill. It says that the Senate can't
spend ASUC money to fund registration fees. That would mean that even with spring budgeting, money
t h ey 6 decoaldin't go toveards student groups. He asked if they could vote on this, since Mr. Zuo
was okay with that.

Mr. Nahabet said that what Ms. Hussain said was that they could amend the bill to allow groups to use
their spring budgets for registration fees.

Mr. Mairena said that if an organization came to the Senate and the only thing it asked for was registra-

tion fees, the Senate didn't have to fund transportation or anything else. So they could turn away an entire

organization from funding attendance at a conference across the street. Such a By-law would be really

limiting. The purpose of the bill was to ensure fiscal responsibility on the part of the Senate. But respon-

sibility started at the table, and not on paper. So they needed to make surethat next year 6s Ser
over-fund these types of events. Maybe at the first Senate meeting of next year, current Senators could

come back and talk about what they could have done differently. He thought that would be a lot stronger.

It wouldn't limit their groups and would make sure Senators at the table were being accountable.

Ms. Cho said the AOF was mentioned. She didn't think the Contingency Fund and AOF had to be exclu-
sive. There are times when groups would have nowhere to go without Grants.

Mr. Mairena moved to call the question. The motion to end debate was seconded by Ms. Oatfield and
passed with no objection.

The motion to approve SB 208 failed by hand-vote 7-9-0, Resolution to Amend the By-laws: Financial
Spending Restrictions.

Mr. Tran moved to go to appeals. The motion died for lack of a second.
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Ms. Hussain moved to reconsider the Relay for Life bill. Mr. Nahabet said that only a Senator who voted
in opposition to the bill could make that motion. Ms. Shah moved to reconsider the Relay for Life bill,
SB 170A. The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena. THE MOTION TO RECONSIDER SB 170A
PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Ms. Dhar said that as primary sponsor of the bill, she wanted to emphasize how important it was that
they're trying to fund this group as much as possible.

A speaker said one of the main points they want to make was that a lot of people might think that Relay
was an established fundraiser on campus, but that was not the case. As a non-profit fundraiser, they had
to keep costs under 10% to maintain their integrity. Since there's over 1,400 students signed up and their
costs were over 10%, they had to end up collecting the portion of the donations that students think are
going to the American Cancer Society, and where they want the money to go to, and instead, had to use
some of that money to pay for the field, the shirts, etc. The event was basically not as successful as they
had hoped. They have to announce the percentage of money they raise that actually goes towards costs.
So this was one of their main concerns. She called for any questions.

Mr. Nahabet said their projected donations total was $70,000. A speaker said that was correct. Mr.
Nahabet asked what their projected costs were. A speaker said they're $11-13,000.

Ms. Hussain said it was really important to fund this. The ASUC has the Dance Marathon as a line item,

and it's a great event. The Relay was another great event that was a sort of performance event, and was a

charitable event. The Relay for Life involved more people and was for 24-hours. There was a Senator-

elect in the room, and she would suggest that ne:
be sustained through the ASUC.

Ms. Flores said that she and some Senators decided to reconsider this bill. The group wasn't aware of

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Mr. Nahabet said the total donations were $70,000 and about 15% of that was being spent on the event.

Every single cost they could get

donated or subsidized they have tried to get. They put so much effort into getting everything donated. He

felt that with the argument Mr. Nahabet made, they could have just began the year and gotten stuff not
donated, or not tried as hard. He didn't feel

Another speaker said it was also important to state that the Relay applied for other grants, like the SOF.
The event got money from the SOF two years ago, but this year they didn't qualify. So they've tried to get
grants. That was his job, and they submitted over 15 grant applications. And they received nothing from
the outside. That 6 s why t hey came to the ASUC.

Ms. Cho moved to draw a blank. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tran and passed with no objection.

Ms. Pasco called for any suggested amendments for SB 170. Ms. Cho suggested $1,000. A suggested
was made for $1,200.

The following members asked to amend the bill by adding themselves as co-sponsors: Mr. Mairena, Ms.

She also
thought the Senate should consider the fact that that this was one of the most prepared groups the Senate
has funded so far. The group has worked very hard on donations, and on top of donations, the group has
been very organized in terms of sponsorship and budgeting. The group has proven itself to be very
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fiscally responsible. It was important for the Senate to reward that and to look at making this an ASUC
program next year.

Ms. Hussain asked for a straw poll on $1,200. The request was seconded by Mr. Owens and passed with
no objection. A straw poll was taken on $1,200. After the straw poll, Ms. Pasco said the result 9-2-6, and

such a bill would fail.

Ms. Shah said that Finance Officer Batac just wrote down how much the Senate had left in the Contin-

WHEREAS, the Berkeley Student Foundation was established by the Associated Students of the Univer-
sity of California in 1999 for the purpose of funding scholarships from private funds for
underrepresented minority students at the University of California; and

WHEREAS, the Berkeley Student Foundation is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit corporation recognized by the
Internal Revenue Service and the Franchise Tax Board; and

WHEREAS, the Berkeley Student Foundation (BSF) has awarded scholarships of $1,000 each to many
students at the University of California during the past several years; and

WHEREAS, there are currently 33 students at the University of California Berkeley who have received
$1,000 scholarships for the 2008-2009 academic year; and

WHEREAS, the funds currently on hand with BSF amount to approximately $43,000 having been
depleted by scholarship awards over the past five years; and

WHEREAS, the Berkeley Student Foundation wishes to make additional scholarship awards and ensure
that it has sufficient funds to do so; and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mechanics Bank Account be closed and the remaining
balance of $7,300 be transferred to the Berkeley Student Foundation account.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Associated Students of the University of California shall make a
grant on or about June 30, 2009, of all interest accumulated in its account with Boston Trust
& Investment Management Company up to a maximum of $40,000 per annum for the pur-
pose of funding future scholarships to students attending the University of California,
Berkeley through BSF.

Council would greatly appreciate the Senate considering them. She called for any questions.

Seeing no other questions, Ms. Pasco said she would like to thank her for her report.

Mr. Tran moved to go to appeals. The motion was seconded and passed with no objection.
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Ms. Pasco said the Chair would entertain a motion for a five-minute recess. It was so moved and sec-
onded and passed with no objection. This meeting was recessed.

STUDENT GROUP APPEALS

Back in session, Ms. Pasco said that as for the process they'd follow, they'd treat appeals as amendments
to a bill. They'll have a presentation and time for questions, and then discussion. She called for any
questions before they start.

Mr. Nahabet said he wanted to let the student groups know why he was filming. A lot of people have
asked about that. He was making a video about how the fiscal situation of the ASUC affects student
groups.

Ms. Batac said she also had something to say. The budget was on the board. It shows how much money
was left in reserve for that evening. They have roughly around $5,000 to give out for appeals, Senate a
lot of groups making appeals. But the Senate didn't have a lot of money left. If they go over the $5,000
they set aside for appeals, they'd cut from the carryforward, as Fi-Comm Senators have already discussed.
It was essential for carryforward to be large in order to ensure the fiscal sustainability of the ASUC.

That s why there was a 2% cut, so that carryfor wg

Senators to please keep that in mind. She knew people were there for a reason, and they really needed the
ASUCG6s money to cover their expenses. But
was experiencing fiscal difficulty at that time, and they couldn't fund groups in the thousands. She would
ask people representing groups to please keep their requests reasonable and practical. They shouldn't ask
the Senate for $30,000 more because the Senate wouldn't fund that. With that said, Ms. Batac said she
would make the changes as the Senate made them, show them on the screen, and everybody could see
how much money they had left over.

Ms. Hussain said the way they'll conduct appeals is to hear a three-minute presentation from groups and
have two minutes of questioning by Senators. There will be no extensions of time, just because there
were so many groups present and the Senate had to get through this. After the Senate heard appeals there
will be discussion among Senators, with no ability to yield time to another person.

On a point of personal privilege, Ms. Flores asked if they could allow organizations to yield time, if an
organization decides not to appeal and were on the list. Ms. Hussain said they couldn't.

Ms. Shah said she wanted to tell Senators to please remember that student groups were coming in there to
talk to the Senate, and Senators shouldn't lash out at them. Senators should compose themselves and try
to be dignified and respectful to everybody who approaches them. This was a really tense process, but
she would ask people to please try and keep cool.

Ms. Pasco said they would go ahead and start with the list. The first student group to appeal was Cal Lit-
erature and Arts Magazine. She would give speakers a warning when they had a minute remaining.

Representing the Cal Literature and Arts Magazine, Raymond Hobbs introduced himself and said he
knew they were all in a budget crisis and that it was hard for everybody. He wanted to thank them for

which he knew he wouldn't get back. An allocation of $756 was basically a death blow to this 13-year
publication that heds worked to foster. The

year they were awarded about double this amount. The allocation was about 40% of what the group
asked for. There's no way they could work with this much money. He knew a lot of groups will be
coming in, desperate, but CLAM couldn't even print one issue with the allocation, let alone set up fund-
raisers. He knew they weren't going to get the $1,965 they asked for in the budget, but he was asking for
$700 more than the Fi-Comm budget. That was the bare minimum amount they need to print one issue,
and then carry that over into fundraisers and selling their magazine, which would allow them to print a
second issue. They've been very creative that year in getting donations and selling the magazine at out-
side bookstores. There wasn't any other way they could print this magazine.

Mr . Hobbs said onbBwaetblookdbi profesigna, zomathengtiey coulnl put in
bookstores outside the campus. l'tds an under
unique opportunity for students to get published and to get into a bookstore and it serves the greater cam-

pus arts community. He thought it was a vital organization. Again, it was a 13-year organization. He

would hate to see his hard work and those 13 years go to waste. It was a big surprise to get only $765. In

his two years of working with the budget, they've never gotten anything near that. His predecessors got

nothing compared to that. Mr. Hobbs said he was asking for just $700 more, with a total of $1,465.

Ms. Cho asked how many issues they print. Mr. Hobbs said they used to print 450, but had to scale that
back, and they now print between 200 and 250 issues, based on how good their fundraising went. Most
of that goes to their release events, which gets the magazine out to the community and into bookstores,
such as the campus Bookstore, UC Press, Analog Books, and Pegasus.

Ms. Cho asked what it costs per year. Mr. Hobbs said it was $2,200 to $2,400. Ms. Cho asked what other
funding the group looked for. Mr. Hobbs said they interviewed for a business editor position and got
somebody very good. They got about $100 extra in ad revenue, and hopefully that will carry over. It

seemed like a fluke that they'd get that because other groups that have tried to get ad revenue haven't been

able to. They also sought funding from the English Department, which promised the magazine $600,
although that has never come in the two years
this funding goes straight to the printing of the magazine. That was solely how they exist. Any other

funding they have goes to fundraising, so they can print the magazine. They came up short that year and

he shelled money out of his own pocket. He6d

Ms. Shah asked why the magazine was cut so severely. Ms. Batac said the group wasn't funded last year.

So Fi-Comm basically had nothing to work from, and Fi-Comm didn't know by how much the group was
being cut, based on the previous year 6s all oce
applicationand Fi-Co mmés best judgment on how much t o al
zine so drastically.

Mr. Tran said that in 2008 the group received $1,400. Mr. Nahabet introduced the bill in the fall to get
the group up because it hadn't applied for spring budgeting. But the group has consistently been funded
$1,400.

Ms. Hussain said the bill was still in committee, and she didn't believe Fi-Comm passed the bill out. Mr.
Nahabet said it was one of the bills that was included in the Fi-Comm minutes that he sent out from last
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semester, from the November 5 meeting. As a result, Fi-Comm didn't know how much the group was
funded, and they used their judgmentb ecause they didn'"t have | ast yea

Mr. Caimi said that last year the group spent 123% of its budget, and it went over budget. This year, up
to April, the group has spent 189% of its budget. He could update those numbers for April. Last year the
magazine was funded $2,211. This year, at the beginning of the year, they were funded $1,390. He
thought the amount the group was asking for, an additional $700, was a bare minimum, and was a really
good way of getting closer to what the group used to be funded. They've already been severely cut, and it
seemed that the group should be helped out.

Mr. Nahabet said the group did not receive a spring budget for this year. The Senate allocated $1,450

from the Contingency Fangthds yehroThe gtoup kasn'tmecajvedzhatyele 6 s o p e |
because of the mistake with the minutes, but the group will receive that soon. But going from $1,450 to

$700 was significant, seeing as how Mr. Caimi has informed the Senate that the group has continually
overspent . He thought it was fair to ask for a
also a misunderstanding with the Finance Officer due to the mistake in the minutes.

Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired. Mr. Tran asked if they would suggest numbers at the end of
the process. Ms. Pasco said they're treating appeals as amendments, so the Senate could consider
amendments at that time.

On a point of personal privilege, Mr. Sakaue asked what happens if Senators have questions that weren't
answered. Ms. Pasco said that if the Senate would like to make a motion to override that soft rule about
speaking limits, that was fine. But they should keep in mind that it was 11:10 p.m.

Mr. Sakaue said he would propose that Senators try and limit themselves to those limits, but if they felt
there was a pressing question, they should be able to ask. Since people were already in the room, Sena-
tors should be able to ask them questions. But they could ask to hold the time limits as a soft agreement.
Ms. Pasco asked if Senators were okay with that, and seeing no objection, said they'd follow that
procedure.

Ms. Raffi asked if the Senate would extend time to allow one or two questions, or just generally extend
time. Mr. Sakaue said he would ask that if Senators ask have questions that go beyond two minutes, that
they be given that time. Ms. Pasco said there was no time restriction on the length of discussion, only
with questions.

Ms. Shah asked if they could discuss numbers.

Ms. Hussain said that Fi-Comm discussed on Monday the possibility of increasing groups. Because they
only had a small amount with which to do that, they said that it was unlikely they'd be able to increase
groups more than $200-300, unless there were really extenuating circumstances. If there's an amendment
to increase a group $700, there will be other groups that will get $50 increases. So she would ask them to
please make sure all these group were really worthy and that they deserved an increase. Unfortunately,
the way the Senate was, and the way their spring budget process was, groups have already received a 4%
cut across the board. They really couldn't start to increase groups by hundreds or thousands of dollars,
because the budget wouldn't work.
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Mr. Nahabet said he understood that, but thought the situation with the Cal Literary Arts Magazine was a
different kind of situation, because there was a misunderstanding. He hated to start out the appeals proc-

ess by asking for such a big increase, but he thought that because there was a misunderstanding, and had

the Finance Officer and Finance Cheavouldhakeheenan ak
very different allocation.

Ms. Shah asked if the Finance Officer had any opinions on this, based on what Mr. Nahabet said. Ms.

Batac said they divided the amount for appeals by 400 groups, so if the Senate funded the magazine the

entire $700, a lot of groups would get significantly less. But she agreed that there was an oversight on the
ASUCOGs part. So she «@08s willing to give arour

Mr. Sakaue said he thought this was an unusual situation, given that there was a misunderstanding. But

he didn't think the group should go above $1,350, the amount it had last year, minus a 4% cut that all
groups got . He thought that amount should be
with a proposal of $500 because the Senate was in such a limited fiscal situation.

Ms. Hussain moved to have a straw poll on increasing CLAM by $500. The request was seconded by
Ms. Flores and passed with no objection. A straw poll was taken on allocating $500 to CLAM. After the
straw poll, Ms. Pasco said the result was 17-0-0, and it would pass.

Ms. Hussain moved to amend the line item for the Cal Literature and Arts Magazine to have the final
allocation read $1,268.32. The motion was seconded by Ms. Yang. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE
AMENDMENT TO THE CAL LITERATURE AND ARTS MAGAZINE (CLAM), TO TOTAL
$1,268.32, PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Mr. Nahabet said he wanted to restate that the reason CLAM received such a drastic change in its funding

was because of the misunderstanding andthefact t hat t he groupdés bill wa
$1,450 that semester, but the Finance Officer and Finance Chair thought the group got $0, and thought

they were increasing the groupés fundi n gtuation He
in this case.

Ms. Yang moved to call the question. Ms. Pasco said that because this was being treated as an entire bill,
they'll consider the entire budget at the end, with all of these amendments.

Ms. Pasco said the next organization that was appealing was the Black Recruitment and Retention Center.

A speaker said the Black Recruitment and Retention Center has been around for over 25 years. They're
requesting an increase in funding f r oditional$7€0, gr c
not because they don't understand the fiscal situation, but because the amount they got this year was a

minimum. The group has been growing exponentially. They had an LA trip, where they go to Southern
California to recruit students to come to Berkeley. They visited over 100 high schools and community

colleges, one of their most successful outreaches to date, something that was reflected in all of their

evaluations.

The BRRC has put on two college tours. They had 50 students from Northern and Southern California,
an increase from last year. They had over 400 applications for Southern California. The amount of
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money they had this year was already not enough, and to cut them any would mean doing that much less.

They take people to Berkeley, SF State, and Stanford, to get a view of what college life was like. They're
going to more schools than they've ever been to in California that year. They go to some schools twice a

mont h. They have to take time out of their
middle school students and 75 parents, and last year it was only 60 people.

A speaker said that year they diversified their funds. They applied for the Ethnic Studies Fifth Account
and also applied for Cal Corps for next year. They've also been selling T-shirts and looking for different
ways to fundraise, because this year was very difficult, given the amount of money they received in 2007-
08. Last year caused them to have a deficit that was passed on to this fiscal year, so they already started
off with less money than they were able to operate with. So they've been making major cuts to programs
and cutting out programs. A speaker said the deficit was passed on from last year because the group was
growing, not because it was fiscally irresponsible. In addition, they've been doing programs on campus,
helping students matriculate, in addition to helping with tests. Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired
and called for any questions.

Mr. Nahabet asked what amount was allocated last year, 07-08. A speaker said it was $35,000.

Ms. Tran moved to amend the BRRC budget to $37,045.96. The motion was seconded. THE MOTION
TO AMEND THE BRRC BUDGET TO $37,045.96 PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Ms. Pasco said the next group up for an appeal was PASS, Pilipino Academic Student Services. Ms.
Flores said that PASS would rescind its appeal.

Ms. Pasco said the next group appeal was from bridges, the Multicultural Resource Center.

Representatives of the bridges Multicultural Center introduced themselves: Tavae Sameulu, Organizing &
Community Development Director; Lex Lachica, Outreach Director; Allen Cho, Operations Director;
Antoinnae Comeaux, Programs Director; and Vanessa Coe, Executive Director. Ms. Coe said they were
kind of cool with the amount they were allocated, and they were really just there in support; but they did
want more money. Mr. Cho said that all groups got cut 4%. Ms. Coe said that bridges was taking a $600
cut. They couldn't sustain that because their programming and events would not allow them to grow cer-
tain events they usually put on, such as Multicultural Transfer Day, where they invite transfer students
from all over the Bay Area and hold workshops, such as on personal statements, and help them with
financial aid. That event alone costs nearly $1,000; and bridges holds two of them, one per semester.
The $600 cut would mean they couldn't have a Transfer Day in the fall. That was 50 to 100 students who
attend these events. The group could not sustain a $600 cut.

Ms. Coe said that like other R&RCs, they're a coalition together, so if they cut across the board, and if
bridges got cut, then the other R&RCs had to carry that burden. So that meant the Senate couldn't cut
them also. So they had to pick and choose. If the Senate cut one R&RC, they cut all of them, because
they all work together. She really felt that on this campus they had solidarity across racial and gender
lines, and they hit intersections. Six hundred dollars was a big deal.

scheit
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Mr. Cho said they do recruitment, which was outreach, and they have retention events, with current UC
Berkeley students. A lot of these students don't have study skills, and bridges helps them with that. They
come from high schools that were very under-resourced and weren't as privileged as some of them at
Berkeley. When they get here, in this college environment, they don't know how to study and could end

up just dropping out. For him personally, a lot of the closest friends he met during his freshmen year

were from these communities; and they ended up dropping out. So now they're at community colleges
tryingtoc ome back to Berkel ey. That s one reason
because he saw first hand how some of his best friends dropped out of Berkeley and weren't there any

more.

Ms. Dhar asked if they could give examples of what they'd do with an extra $600. Mr. Cho said the $600,
if they don't get it, would mean no Transfer Day. They also do Shadow Days, where they invite high
school students to come and shadow them, and see what college life was like, and encourage them to go
to college. That programming would be eliminated. In addition, bridges does outreach, and they do their
own publication, publishing a guide on how to get to college. Printing that costs money. bridges could
use the $600 for guides. Ms. Coe said that money was for programs, and a cut would cut programming
they already have.

Mr. Tran moved to amend bridges to $13,818. He asked to rescind the motion.

Ms. Raffi moved to extend time for questions for one minute. The motion was seconded by Ms. Flores
and passed with no objection.

Ms. Raffi asked what other ways they've sought funding, or if they tried to get sponsorships from other
organizations, such as corporate sponsors. Ms. Coe said that they applied to the Ethnic Studies Fifth
Account. They also did a fundraiser that year and made over $1,000. They do outreach, ask for funding
for their alumni, and sell T-shirts. They try and get money wherever they could.

Ms. Raffi asked if there's been attempts to get sponsorship from non-ASUC sponsors, outside of individ-
ual fundraising. Ms. Coe said they had a fundraiser and made over $1,000. Ms. Raffi said she wasn't
asking about individual fundraisers or ASUC sponsors. Ms. Coe said she heard what Ms. Raffi was say-
ing, and she thought there should be another source for where bridges could collect funds. But they had
to hold student government and UC accountable to fund all the work they're doing. They're really unpaid
employees of Berkeley.

Ms. Flores moved to amend the bridges budget to $14,100,toreflect | ast year 6s al |l o
was seconded by Mr. Mairena. Ms. Flores said she knew they had an informal meeting on Tuesday night

with some of the folks who were in this amazing group and they retained the same amount that bridges

got last year, $14,100. She thought the work bridges does was very valuable. She knew the ASUC was

in a financial crisis, but some of them also weren't recognizing that students were doing University offi-
cialsdéd jobs for them, and d&fdrihepmgramstheysdh oul d act

Mr. Tran said that all these points were discussed on Tuesday when they arrived at the agreed-upon
amount, knowing that this was the responsibility of the University and that the organization didn't deserve
to be cut because of the fiscal situation in the ASUC. At least this organization was cut $300 instead of
$600, as they agreed on Tuesday. And nothing has changed since then.
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Ms. Flores yielded time to Ms. Coe. Ms. Coe asked people to imagine, if the University went through
budget cuts, what the underserved and not privileged communities went through, and how much money
they have. When budgets go down in flames, their people need them even more.

Mr. Sakaue said people had an agreement on Tuesday night, but they also agreed there would be $2,000

left to allocate. He thought it was important to stress that this was the only organization requesting a

c hange bac k llocabon. ITkegdtloveyoduadralbtiseir anganizations fully, but it was impor-

tant that they use that money to affirm the importance of the work that was being done and to affirm that
in this time of budgetary crisis, that the ASUC still had a priority to serve the communities not served by
the University.

Mr. Mairena moved to amend the budget to $14,100. The motion to amend was seconded by Ms. Flores.
Mr. Mairena asked to rescind the motion.

Ms. Flores moved to recess for two minutes. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tran and passed with no
objection. This meeting was recessed. Back in session, Mr. Nahabet moved to recess until the discretion
of the Chair. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tran and passed with no objection. This meeting was
recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Flores moved to amend the bridges budget to $13,818. The motion was seconded.
THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENT TO THE BRIDGES BUDGET, TO FUND IT A
TOTAL OF $13,818, PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION.

Ms. Pasco said the next group appealing was the Raza Recruitment and Retention Center. Ms. Urefia said
she was there on behalf of the group and was the Finance Coordinator that year. Maggie introduced her-
self and said she was the Retention Coordinator. She said Sen. Rodriguez should have e-mailed out an
appeal that people should have received. Ms. Urefia said they're requesting an increase of $350. They
recognize that everyone was going through budget cuts so they're not asking for the original allocation,
but a little more for the following reasons.

Over the year they've had new, unexpected expenditures. One of them was publications. When they do
outreach, they talk to students and give them a publication with information on freshmen admissions
numbers, personal statements, and the process of applying to UC Berkeley. Those publications cost
money, and the Office of Undergraduate Admissions, which Raza works with closely in doing outreach
and recruitment, used to be able to give them to Raza for free. But OUA also suffered severe budget cuts
and was unable to give Raza free publications that year. That amount was $3,500, an expenditure the
group didn't expect. So they shuffled things around to make it work, because of how effective and
important the publications were. If Raza took a budget cut of $749 it was just going to be impossible for
the group to recover.

Maggie said she also wanted to talk about the impact that OUA has had. OUA also used to do outreach,

and usually did about 500 visits to schools. But because of budget cuts, OUA now does nine visits. That
makes it so much more important for R&RCs to be able to continue to do this, if not step it up more, and
do what the University should be doing, outreaching and recruiting to students who are underrepresented,
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under serviced, and not getting the resources they need. Another reason that everyone was suffering was

the tax increase. That might sound funny, but it really did impact on a lot of their funding. Going from

8. 75% to 9. 75% was really making a big differe
she wanted to talk about was Razabs programmir
at the Inland Empire that year, and were able to go to over 1,000 more students. Maggie said they also

have an event where they bring kindergarteners to campus and do outreach and recruitment with kinder-
garteners and 8-through 12 year-olds. They hit them up when they're little kids in kindergarten and give

them this experience. And they also bring out their parents. Last year Raza brought out 80 kindergarten-

ers, and this year they brought out 180, and had a lot more parents. In the past they've had 25 parents, as

it was harder for them to attend. This year they got between 60 and 80 parents.

Ms. Urefia said she didn't know how many people knew about Senior Weekend, where they bring newly
admitted students to visit Berkeley and try to convince them to come to Cal. It was held April 16-18.
The numbers of students who have submitted their SIRs to come to Berkeley have increased. So the
numbers for Raza have increased from last year, which was really important, and shows that Raza was
effectively improving its programming and doing their work well.

Mr. Caimi said he was | ooking at Razabs accour
budget that was left over was $19,659.57. He asked why they need an increase. Ms. Urefia said they

have programming that happens throughout the year and there's a lot of reimbursements still pending,

such as costs for Senior Weekend. Spring Break Outreach costs were also still pending, thousands of

dollars for travel, since they went to the Central Valley, San Diego, and LA. They also did transfer out-

reaches. Ms. Dhar moved to add five minutes for questions. The motion was seconded by Ms. Oatfield

and passed with no objection.

Ms. Rodriguez asked what a regular week looked like for the group. A speaker said they're constantly
doing events. They had an event on Tuesday, a Custodial Appreciation Dinner, where they had dinner,
gave gifts, and thanked the custodial workers for the work they do. They also gave the custodians infor-
mation and resources about their rights. All of them are immigrants and Raza helps educate them on what
rights they have as workers for the University. In any given week, on top of their already planned events,
they have two to three outreaches every week, anywhere from four to five hours. Those were apart from
publications, weekly meetings, and intern meetings that they offer to students. Ms. Urefia said they have
general body meetings every Tuesday in the Senate Chamber and intern class meetings, where they meet
with an advisory board composed of Chicano/Latino staffmembers, Administration, and past support
leaders who are still active. They offer academic units, and as Coordinators, they make their own cur-
riculum and syllabus and run a program that focuses on service and leadership development. It was
important, but time consuming. They also have business meetings, coalition meetings among R&RCs,
tons of stuff. They have an event this week and an event next week. They're constantly planning and
doing stuff, and have stuff pending all the time.

Ms. Dhar said it was mentioned that they had money pending that would be owed from the $20,000, and
asked if that meant the group had $19-20,000. Ms. Urefia said she didn't have the totals. Ms. Dhar asked
if she could estimate how much will be left over after the cost of Senior Weekend. Ms. Urefia said she
doubted there will be anything left over. There's administrative stuff that comes from the ASUC. They
have an office space, telecommunications bills, faxes, which come in at the end of the year. A lot of that
stuff was already earmarked, $6-7,000 that wasn't in receipts but was in purchase orders, amounts to pay
for photocopying services, etc., for the Raza Center in 500 Eshleman. She couldn't tell them how much
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all that totaled. They have pending programs, transfer outreaches, transfer appeals, phone banking for
transfers, the end of the year banquet, Coordinator interviews, final study jam, lots of stuff. And they
have office supplies constantly coming in.

Mr. Tran asked if they intend on getting Cal Corps funding for their programs. Ms. Urefia said she actu-
ally applied, and they hope to get Cal Corps sponsorship.

Mr. Caimi said that last year they got $35,802. This year they received a 4.8% increase and they still
have money left over. That was about a $2,000 increase from last year. Yet they still want $250-350
more. He asked why that was the case. Ms. Urefia said she wasn't asking for $200-350 more above the
$37,000 they got last year. Mr. Caimi said he was looking at the discrepancy with 08-09, where they
have money left over. Ms. Pasco said time for question had expired. Ms. Flores moved to extend by
three minutes. The motion was seconded by Ms. Shah and passed with no objection. Ms. Urefia said she
wasn't asking for the group to be back at the $37,000 they got before because she was a past Senator and
understood what it meant to be fiscally responsible, and what it meant when groups had budget cuts. She
wasn't the Raza Finance Coordinator last year, so she couldn't tell him why there was or wasn't $2,000 left
over. Everything was automatically earmarked. Raza works closely with its advisor to plan out what its
budget looks like, and they earmark everything. So it could be there were things from being in the build-

ing that never got charged, and thereds some st ul
30th, or that get charged to them in the next fiscal year. That happens a lot. Stuff doesn't get processed
on time, and they end up having to use this year:q

they were charged that year that were expenditures from a previous year.

Ms. Flores said some Senators will try to argue that groups were allocated a certain amount of money last

year, although they weren't able to use up all 1t
$2,000 of its money. Instead of looking at that negatively, and thinking the group therefore didn't deserve

an increase in its funding, she thought the Senate should look at that as the group actually conserving its

budget, and that extra $2,000 could go towards carryforward the following year. Seeing an allocation as
somethingthatshoul d be stagnant was dangerous. The all oc
not where the Senateds focus should be. Il-nst ead,
nential growth in events, programming, and other things the organization was doing.

Mr. Caimi said that money left over at the end of the year goes back to carryforward. But if that money
was available at the beginning of the year, the Senate could have allocated it more appropriately. So in
essence, it was a bit of waste.

Ms. Shah said that when they give groups money it's not a waste. They're in a recession and student
groups will need more money across the board. Next year their programming will probably increase, like
it has that year, and they'll probably need money for that. She thought the Senate should be a little
smarter in how it allocates these funds. They're not allocating more than they did last year.

Ms. Rodriguez said expenses went up for groups and it was hard to get outside sources of funding. One
crucial expense was publications, and they became an expense that year. The number of SIRs for this
community has gone up, and one reason was because Raza was able to provide resources to students. As
a member of this community and a student who participated Spring Break Outreach, she knew how
expensive programming was. She would ask people to consider that when they support organizations like
this. These groups not only help support efforts to increase diversity on the campus, but also allow
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students the opportunity to be part of that programming and to pass on leadership development. Again,
the group wasn't requesting an increase, but enough funds to continue next year. The group has an office
space and had very expensive telephone bills. She would ask the Senate to keep these things in mind
when they think of the amount to allocate.

Mr. Nahabet asked why this didn't come up at the informal meeting. Ms. Rodriguez said they were going

to bring it up, but they didn't know how many organizations would be brought up from the other side.

She believed Mr. Tran and Mr. Zuo brought up the question of making decisions. Ms. Rodriguez said

they had more organizations, but they could only bring up a certain number. They wanted to make sure

they provided for as many groups as possible. In the case of the R&RCs, they received the biggest cuts.

They're also keeping in mind the fact that they didn't know how many organizations would come on Mr.
Trands and Mr. Zuods side, and what that woul c

Ms. Dhar said this was a case where they needed to follow precedent and use numbers to make them-
selves accountable financially. Great services were provided throughout the year, with extra money car-
ried over. The Senate should be responsible to not over-allocate this year. Secondly, the Senate should
reward conscientious budgeting. Expenses go up for all groups, and everyone was undergoing cuts. They
had to balance need against the potential ability to raise funds or accommodate programming to fit budg-
etary constraints. Also, it was important for Senators to stick to the numbers that were discussed at the
informal caucus in order to increase transparency. If they're not held accountable to the numbers they
proposed, that made the caucus pointless.

Ms. Yang said the money that was quote fleft ¢
don't need. Student organizers were hustling and spending their own money for programming. Last year

she probably had $200 worth of receipts that she didn't turn in, just because the whole reimbursement

process was very tedious. By the time it's another school year, the deadlines have passed. Just because

there's extra money didn't money students weren't paying out of their own pockets. They're just not being
reimbursed due to the long process, or they're too busy organizing and have so much love for their

organization and the work they do, that sometimes they don't get reimbursed. It didn't mean they don't

need the money, or that quote fAextraodo money Wwe

Mr. Mairena said that if they talk about caucus transparency, until he sees the numbers that came out of
the caucus on the board, it was not transparent at all. 1t was sent out to the Senate, but not everybody in
the room knew what those amounts were, including himself, since he wasn't there, except for the e-mail
that Mr. Tran sent out. Secondly, Mr. Mairena said he didn't think the Senate was over calculating in any
way. They've talked about how this money, the $2,000 that was supposedly extra money last year, but the
group had to make up twice as much this year, $4,000, to allocate for last year. So there was no extra
money, and no over-calculation. These were numbers exactly like they talked about that the speakers
have already said. This over calculation wasn't really working for him at all.

Ms. Hussain said that as for the transparency of the caucus, independents weren't invited. Unfortunately,
thatds how things went. So she didn't have a
reviewed the applications, Raza had one of the best applications that was submitted. She was able to look
through it and within two minutes, know the budget exactly, because it was so easy to read and follow. It

was clear that the group took quite a bit of time on the application. She saw that with the publication

material the group will now need. There might be $2,000 left over from last year, the group will need

another $1,500 for this year. So they shouldn't penalize the group for not using all its money last year,

and when it came down to it, the group really did deserve extra funding.
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Ms. Pasco yielded time to Finance Officer Batac. Ms. Batac said she wanted to piggyback what Sen.
Hussain said. Raza turned in one of the best applications they've seen throughout the whole 400 applica-
tions they reviewed. The application was 40 or 50 pages long and it gave a thorough and very detailed
account of why the group needed the money. And it was very easy to make the decision for Raza not to
get cut. That was their goal and mindset throughout the entire process. It's just that this last minute 2%
cut across the board unfortunately cut Raza
with that cut, but unfortunately, the group had to take a cut of $700. But Ms. Batac said she was in favor
of i ncreasing this groupds allocation becau
money. As a Business major and someone going into management, it was unwise to budget to the very
last penny, because that didn't take into consideration extra or unintended expenses at the very end of the
year. Ms. Batac said that when she consulted with Jan Crowder about this, she asked what happened if
groups had money left over, or if groups went over budget. Ms. Crowder said that the only thing they
really needed to be concerned about was if groups go increasingly over their budget. People couldn't pos-
sibly predict having $100 dollars left at the end of the year, to the penny. That was very, very difficult.
As an accounting or finance-focused major, they take into consideration the need to leave a certain
amount, or percentage, just in case the money was needed, or if there were extra reimbursements. The
group needs the extra $2,000. She didn't believe the group allocated its resources unwisely, and this was
one of the most fiscally responsible groups on campus, as seen by their application. She was in favor of
giving the group an increase.

Mr. Tran moved to amend the amount to reflect a $300 increase, to $36,555.10. The motion was sec-
onded by Ms. Flores. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENT PASSED WITH NO
OBJECTION, FUNDING THE RAZA RECRUITMENT AND RETENTION CENTER A TOTAL OF
$36,555.10.

Ms. Pasco said the next appeal would be from the Native American Recruitment and Retention Center. A
speaker introduced herself and said she was the Budget Coordinator for NARRC. Kiesha introduced her-
self and said she was the Outreach Coordinator. To their understanding, they have been cut by a couple
of hundred dollars, and they were just asking to see if they could have that allotted back to them. They'd
like to emphasize their recruitment because they're such a small community on this campus. Most of their
recruitment happens out-of-State. The Native community in California was really small, so in order for
them to attract students they had to focus on boarding schools or out-of-State schools.

A speaker said she was from out-of-State. An Advisor from Undergraduate Admissions came to her
campus t al ked to a couple of students in her
campus.

Kiesha said they wanted to talk about their
Transfer Coordi nat or xtyear,Fotheyyndedithe fundikgeor thab Thayalsoe
want to talk about NARRC starting a lot of new programs, such as reaching out to other communities on
campus. Doing that, one of their main recruitment event is their Pow-Wow, one of their most successful
events and their biggest recruitment event on campus. Another event they do are Native dinners on cam-
pus. They really depend on each other because they're so small. So they tend to reach out to other UCs
and invite them here, so people could feel like they're part of a larger group. They also collaborate with
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other colleges in the Bay Area and figure out what events they could help other schools with. The Pow-
Wow was really important in recruiting because they have a lot of outside students, a younger generation
coming. So they talk to those students about going to college, and emphasize Cal, to make their commu-
nity bigger. Kiesha said their community was growing and they need the funding to continue that.

Ms. Raffi asked if they could clarify how much they're asking for, and what initial allocation they were

referring to. Ms. Flores said the speakers were referringtolast year 6s al |l ocati on,
$10,102. 95. That 6s what the group got in | ast
$10,290. As opposed to an increase, they proposed at an informal meeting to at least sustain their same

budget from last year.

Ms. Ude asked if they could elaborate on the number of students from the community at the UC Berkeley
campus. A speaker said that according to the UC Berkeley Web site, they're composed of about 120 stu-
dents. There are different activities and events to increase that population. Kiesha said that with that
population, they only have 25 active members, and they're trying to grow that number.

Ms. Flores moved to recess for two minutes. The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena and passed by
hand-vote 8-5-3. This meeting was recessed. Back in session, Ms. Tran moved to recess until the discre-
tion of the Chair. The motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena and passed with no objection. This meeting
was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Flores said that for almost the past hour they've been talking with each other as to
why NARRC needs to maintain the allocation it got last year. It really disappointed her when the Senate
argues over $18.75 for an hour, and making it seem like the organization itself wasn't doing the program-
ming or other things that NARRC has been doing. It also disappointed her when certain Senators ques-

tion the groupdés | eadership, and al most penal.

it will expand and have programming and events. Right now, the increase was $18.75. She would ask
people to be cautious as to how they, as Senators, were coming off to community members there. She
thought it was outrageous how people have approached the group in a condescending way, and in a way
that was not conducive to a constructive dialogue.

Mr. Tran said a Senator was just asking questions. If he made people feel uncomfortable, he would
apologize. But gauging institutional capacity in the future was an important part of the financial decision
they had to make. If Senators offended anybody in the process, he would apologize.

Mr. Tran moved to amend the NARRC budget to the number people agreed upon at the informal caucus,
which maintains the funding the group received last year. The motion was seconded by Mr. Smelko. Mr.
Tran said that amount was $10,102.95. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENT TO
NARRC PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION, FUNDING NARRC A TOTAL OF $10,102.95.

Ms. Pasco said the next appeal was from Onyx Express.

A speaker introduced himself and said he was the Editor-in-Chief of the Onyx Express Magazine. Amber
Boyd introduced herself and said she was the Managing Editor. A speaker said the Onyx Express is first
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and only undergraduate African-American publication on campus. Ms. Boyd said they've been on cam-
pus for 13 years, and in those years, they have been able to put out at least one magazine a semester. But
they only got $2,300, and it cost them $3,000 to put out a magazine each year. Every time they get fund-
ing, some of it goes for past years of the magazine, and the other goes to part of what the magazine costs
them. They also need money for release parties and all the other kinds of distribution they do on campus.
A speaker said that even though their funding went up last year, from $2,300 to $2,401, it was still not
enough. It took about $3,000 to actually produce an issue. The problem he had, and that they as a com-
munity had, was not understanding why, after being around for 13 years, they get such low funding. An
organization like Squelch has been around only a year longer, and asked for $12,000 and got $11,817,
96 % of iits request. He didn't understand why an:
than the Onyx Express got 96% of its request, while the Onyx Express was getting 25% of what it was
asking for. Another publication, Smart Ass has been around for ten years. It asked for $6,500 and got
45% of what it wanted. CalTV has been there for six years, asked for $9,000 and got 82% of what it
wants. The Onyx Express has been around longer and was making much less.

Ms. Boyd said that the magazine was the voice of the black community. Not only do they talk about
black issues, but they have information from everybody. They don't try to limit information from one
group to another, but they try to make sure that everybody was equally knowledgeable about what went
on in their communities. It would help the magazine a lot if they could expand their funding. They
weren't asking for a lot. To get one publication for this semester costs $3,000.

Ms . Ude asked about some of their past fundraisi:
particular year, to do everything they could think of to do. They've worked with the Admissions Depart-

ment, and a session for transfer students and for spring admits. The group went online for an online info

session where they talked to people, and they made a couple of hundred dollars doing that. They also had

release parties in the past, and received donations at the beginning of the year from past Onyx members.

That could raise upwards of $500. They even had to resort to asking their entire community to help them

grow and expand, because they don't have enough. They have asked for funding from the Ethnic Studies

Fifth Account and the Multicultural Student Fund. When they have release parties, the stipulations can be

so tight that the money sometimes didn't actually go to the magazine.

Mr. Tran asked what they were currently requesting. A speaker said they're requesting an additional
$500, from $2,401. Mr. Tran asked about the entire cost of the publication. A speaker said it was about
$3,000. Ms. Boyd said that didn't include release parties or distribution, and that was for just the actual
magazine. A speaker said they print 3,500 issues. Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired. A motion
to extend by two minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Ude and Ms. Shah and passed with no
objection.

Ms. Ude asked if they could elaborate on the awards they've received. A speaker said that in the black

community they have the Louise Patterson Awards, which recognizes different students and organizations

in the black community. In the past year, their Editor-in-Chief received Outstanding Senior, and as an

organi zation, the Onyx Express received fABest Or
honor bestowed upon them and then not be able to produce a magazine. They're really about educating

people on what they go through on a daily basis, and to appreciate people doing positive things.

Ms. Cho asked if they were planning to apply to the Ethnic Studies Fifth Account again. A speaker said
they were. Ms. Cho asked how much they were funded this year. On a point of information, Ms. Shah
said that was private information. They're technically not supposed to disclose that, as requested by the
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ESFAC. Ms. Boyd said that what they get from the Fifth Account and other accounts was still not
enough to produce their magazine on top of their release parties they invite everybody to. It's not just the
black community, but they to try and invite everybody. They have exhausted every single resource and
they've tapped everything. Some of the stipulations are too strict for the specific magazine. So they have
exhausted whatever they could get their hands on. A speaker said they've talked to outside donors to
contribute and they have been working on contacting other magazines and other organizations. They
were currently contacting Black Men of Oakland, and other organizations that operate in Berkeley and the
Bay Area.

Mr. Mairena said he sent out an e-mail that he received on a listserv from Onyx that he forwarded to
Senators to read. The magazine has taken proactive steps to get donations from the community and was
in need. If they can't allocate the magazine enough, maybe people might consider donating out of their
own pockets.

Ms. Ude said this publication has been on the campus for 13 years. Other publications that have been
mentioned. The amount allocated to this group has consistently been insufficient to carry on the publica-
tion. Given how expensive publications are, it's kind of a slap in the face to her community and to her
personally. She would ask the Senate to please keep that in mind. This has been going on for a long
time. The group has been carrying on and making sure that they at least get one publication out. But
they're just not getting the support they need.

Mr. Tran said that in terms of percentages, certain organizations apply for an amount, and people they

know they couldn't get more. They couldn't pi
how the ASUC financed groups. In terms of percentages, the group asked for a 6% increase, and Fi-

Comm honored that request with a 5% increase, whereas a lot of other groups asked for increases as well,
although they were cut at least 4%.

A speaker asked how the Senate, then, came up with how groups are funded, and asked what his group

was doing wrong to not be funded enough. When they originally applied, it was for $9,600, to have three

i ssues, which they used t o tahat dowrstetwoeandatvas almosh r s
at the point where they might have to go to one issue.

Mr. Nahabet said he felt uncomfortable with using years of standing. He understood to a certain extent
they should use that to think about how much they fund groups, but CLAM was also a 12-year publica-
tion and was only funded $1,300. So there are groups out there that have even more years of standing,
but might have less funding. He thought it varied from group to group. He wasn't saying there's a com-
parison and while they should take that into consideration, the Senate shouldn't base a decision on that.

Ms. Ude asked what he was referring by comparing the amount of hard work that a certain organization
puts into creating or producing a quality magazine and bringing that up as a point of contention. Mr.
Nahabet said he didn't make any comment like that. He said that although they should take into consid-
eration years of standing and how much funding a group got, they should also take into consideration that
there are other publications with the same years of standing that got significantly less funding. That was
all he was pointing out. He didn't say anything about the amount of work the group put into the publica-
tion. And he was sure they put in a huge amount of work. Groups with the same years of standing have
received less funding.
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Mr. Mairena yielded time to Ms. Boyd. Ms. Boyd said that maybe years shouldn't be considered, but she
asked if they could talk about content and what the group stood for in the community. They also had to
take into consideration this publication changing from a newspaper to a magazine, with slight funding. In
the last two years, it's come very far. She wished she had a physical example to show them. They're also
talking about content. They're a voice that tries to be open to everybody. In the 13 years they've pub-
lished, they've tried to make sure there's enough content for people to understand, and was also
memorable.

Ms. Ude yielded time to Yolanda. Yolanda introduced herself and said she was the Executive Director of
the magazine. If the Senate wasn't considering years of standing, she would ask what they were consid-
ering. She knew the Senate wasn't accountable to what happened in previous years, but there was a
spring budget application that somebody read. So maybe they could tell her why they weren't getting that
money, and what the criteria were.

Ms. Hussain said that when they did the spring budget, they knew they would be in a fiscal dilemma. So

they actually increased Onyx by $200. But after the 4% cut across the board, the allocation was cut to a

$100 increase. In the budget process, they were just trying to allocate money to as many groups as possi-

ble, and to give the magazine somewhat of an increase. The increase was minimal, and it was minimal

for almost all groups. The highest increase was maybe $3-400, maximum. So each group was facing a

financial situation. She understood where the magazine was coming from, but she hoped the magazine
understood the ASUCOG6s situation as well. They g:
the budget process.

Ms. Ude yielded time to Yolanda. Yolanda said the group understood the situation, and at some point

they had to hold their student government accountable to right the wrongs that have been continuously

done. Furthermore, while she didn't want to take away the value of other publications, she felt it wasn't

being taken into account that other publications on campus serve wider communities, and maybe a lot

more people, but Onyx was the only one her community had. She couldn't necessarily pick up the Daily

Cal and see her viewpoint expressed, or in The Squelch. In fact, she saw insults to her people every day

in publications. So if other publications were funded in much higher percentages, that doubled, tripled, or
guadrupled Onyxés allocation, she woauldd awhkatf osrh et
was important. She didn't feel the Senate was representing her.

Mr. Mairena moved to recess for three minutes. The motion was seconded by Ms. Yang and passed with
no objection. This meeting was recessed. Back in session, a motion to recess until the discretion of the
Chair was made and seconded and passed with no objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, it was moved to amend the allocation to reflect a $200 increase, putting Onyx at
$2,601.00. The motion was seconded by Ms. Shah. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMEND-
MENT TO THE ONYX EXPRESS PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION, FOR A TOTAL ALLOCATION
OF $2,601.00

Ms . Pasco said they were in consideration of Cir ¢
wasthePresi dent of Circle K International, the worl do:
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They were happy to be there that evening. Every year the group has grown exponentially, just like other
clubs on campus. They do over 20,000 service hours a year in the Bay Area and do fundraising for dif-
ferent charitable organizations. They understand that there was a budget crisis and budget cuts. They
were requesting a $510 appeal. There are three large service events they'd love to have some form of
funding for.

He introduced the groupb6és Treasurer, Margaret,
group was allocated $1,900 in funding, including their appeal, from which they got $200. That amount

covered what the group needed to function in terms of the range of programs they do annually, and their

general meetings. This year the group struggled a bit because their membership increased by 62%. So

they tried to have more projects to utilize all the volunteers who came to them wanting to do service. Last

year they tried to do projects but couldn't because of a lack of funding. This year they wanted to try to be

able to make one of the projects happen, if notallthree, because they know t he)
members next year. They flier a lot and a lot of people come from key clubs, the high school version of

Circle K, and want to participate. So every year they have a lot of new members, and the group wanted to

have these projects happen.

They're asking for funding for a pediatric fair, with $100 in decorations and $100 for game and food sup-

plies. They'd go over bike safety, car safety, and home safety and will have props to show kids, and raise
awareness around pediatric trauma. For their charity showcase, they want funding for fliers to do public-
ity. And they also want to renovate St. Andr e
Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired. A motion to extend by two minutes was made and seconded

by Ms. Chen and Mr. Caimi and passed with no objection.

Josh said there are three main projects that they want to have funding for, which they feel were really
important to the community and also to the campus. One was the Charity Showcase. They weren't able

to put it on that past year because of a lack of funding. It's where Circle K coordinates with campus per-
forming arts groups to raise money and awareness for charities. It's a great way for other organizations on
campus to get together. They have cultural groups, music groups, and multicultural groups, and it was a

great way for everybody to get to know each other and to raise money for different charities. They also

have children from a hospital in Oakland come in and the group spends a whole day with them. The
group has booths and educates the students on
church renovation, with the goal of putting a mural on the wall. It's for low-income children in Oakland.

It's a great way to get the community involved and help raise money. These are just three events from a
whole | ist of projects they'd |Iike to fund. /
of a lack of funding. They've also cut at least 13 or 14 projects from their original proposal. They're

asking for $100, which would make the biggest difference in the world. It would be for kids in hospitals,

for groups on campus, and would help raise money. All of the money they raise goes to the community

and schools, and not to the group. Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired. A motion to extend by two
minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Cho and Ms. Flores and passed with no objection.

Margaret said she wanted to see the pediatric fair happen because unintentional injury was the number
one killer of kids under 14 in America, and educating kids on how to prevent accidents would benefit
them, things such as using seat belts and wearing bicycle helmets. They'll also have booths tailored to
kids to educate them what to do if things happen.

Ms. Cho asked if $14,000 was their projected amount. A speaker said they're requesting an additional
$510 for these projects. Ms. Cho asked about other, outside sources of funding they've looked at.
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Margaret said their major project is the Halloween Festival and an Arts Festival. Those two cost $800.

Circle K gets money from Cal Corps and they talk to coordinators around campus. Ms. Cho asked what

was different from last year in terms of programming. Margaret said they have more members, so they

want to have more programs. These are projects they couldn't do last year. A speaker said that from last

year to this year they went from 75 members to 140. They're projecting a similar increase next year

because of the demand they had from Cal Day and other sign ups. One hundred dollars would be the

difference between having one regular service project that would take place in the community to, instead,
making a large impact, like with the Music and Arts Festival, where they do something large-scale and

really impact parents, students, or other organizations they work witht o r ai se funds f or
charity. Ms. Pasco said time for questions had expired and they were now in discussion.

Ms. Cho moved to recess until the discretion of the Chair. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tran and
passed with no objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Mr. Tran moved to amend the Circle K International to reflect an increase of $150,
bringing it to $2,070.80. The motion was seconded. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMEND-
MENT TO THE CIRCLE K INTERNATIONAL ALLOCATION PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION, TO
TOTAL $2,070.80.

Ms. Pasco said they were now in consideration of the appeal from the ISAA, the Iranian Student Alliance
In America. A speaker said they're looking for $959 for their club that year. Unfortunately, they had a

probl em in that their Finance Officer had an i ssu

eventually did resign. The group couldn"t fil
Hopefully they'd get $600. A speaker said the penalty was 37%, and the group was asking for $600. A

speaker said they only have $150 in their account. If the group doesn't receive this money, their club

would be gone, as there was no way they could function with $150. Unfortunately, being the only voice

of the Iranian-American community at UC Berkeley, that put them at a disadvantage because if they don't
receive this funding, they couldn't even do half a semester of activities. He knew there were a lot of

political issues regarding Iran itself, and being from that community, an allocation would mean a lot to

them. They have over 3,000 people on their mailing list. The group was the only political, social group

for the UC Berkeley Iranian community, and for surrounding areas. They have an event once a week. It

could be a lecture, a conference, or a documentary. A lecture could cost from $2-300, for the hotel, flight,

and cost of the lecturer. TheyalsohaveaDE-Cal t hat 6s sponsored by the
get minimal funding so they could keep their DE-Cal going, because that to them was very important.

A speaker said they have been a lot more active than they have been in the past two or three years. They
got $500 that year which was absolutely not enough for the things they do. So they're asking for a little
bit more. They don't get money from anywhere else but the ASUC.

Ms. Hussain asked if they have a budget available that evening. They didn't apply for the spring budget
process and there was no budget.

Ms. Shah asked if they were unable to submit their spring budget application. A speaker said that was
correct. The person who was supposed to do that was no longer part of the club.

t
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Ms. Rodriguez asked what other sources of funding they were going for. A speaker said the only thing
they did was to fundraise with T-shirts, which requires money from the ASUC to buy the shirts. Aside
from that, they didn't have any other private source of funding.

Mr. Tran asked if the 37% cut was because of the penalty and if that was deducted from the original allo-
cation. Ms. Hussain said that generally, what they did was apply a cut they thought was adequate
because of how late this was being presented. There was no appeal before that. The cut was in the inter-
ests of fairness to all the other groups who applied.

Ms. Batac said that last year the group got $500. What the ASUC has usually done with late applications
was to take 25% ofthegr oup 0s previous year 6s all ocation.
organizations that turned in their application late and also asked for an appeal were rejected. So all of the
groups coming to Fi-Comm asking for an appeal to that 25% cut didn't receive it. To be fair, she would
recommend that the Senate take the same measures and take the same action as was taken with previous
late organizations.

Ms. Cho yielded time. A speaker said that if the group didn't get this money, then the club would be
gone. That was a fact. They had $150. Their Finance Director had problems and resigned. The club was
in limbo until they found out about the budget. People from the club have been sitting there for four
hours. They didn'twanttotakeupt hei r ti me or the Senateds-ti me.
stance they were at, and unfortunately, all the club could do was to ask the Senate for this funding,
because if they don't get it, the club would be gone. And their 3,000-name mailing list and Iranian-
American community in Berkeley would not have this.

A speaker said that the events they proposed that last semester came out to $810. They're asking for
$600, with the thought they'd fundraise for more, through T-shirts. They took into account the cut and
made the cut themselves. They're hoping that the Senate could take into account the penalty and how it
would still give the group a lower expected allocation. A speaker said they knew it was late to come there
and tell this to the Senate, but as Officers of the group, they haven't been in this position before. Other
people in these positions didn't tell them what to do. The current Officers found out about this by e-mail,
and their Finance Director was supposed to take care of this and didn't. So now the Officers had to ask
for this themselves. Nobody told them this was the procedure.

Ms. Hussain said she thought the Senate understood the situation the group was in. This was not the end.
Even if they got a lesser amount than the group was asking for, there were always other ways to get
funding, such as the many grants from the ASUC. And they could also come back to the Senate in the
fall for event funding from the Senate Contingency Fund. So this wasn't the end at all. People shouldn't
have to pay out of pocket as an organization, and there was always to do things. There were other
resources available on campus, so their organization wouldn't end if the Senate didn't give them the full
amount they were asking for.

Ms. Dhar said Senators-elect were present and they could help the group write a bill. There were also
grants available from the ASUC and the University.

Ms. Cho yielded time to a speaker. The speaker said that not many clubs have been in their situation.
People were saying that the club will survive and that they'd be okay. It was like they were judging
ahead. Nobody knew if the club will be okay. He was glad there are possibilities for grants next
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semester, but it would be nice to make sure they were set, rather than preparing for something over the
summer that they might not be able to fund. A speaker said they weren't asking for the full amount and
they were cutting out a lot with the penalty, $200 right off the bat.

Ms. Oatfield said there was something wrong when the Senate sits there until 3 :45 a.m. discussing

whether this underprivileged, underrepresented community on their campus can get an additional $500,

when the Rally Committee got $33,000 a year to throw a bonfire. That was tearing her up inside, and she

was upset. People in this group got to sit there all night and the Senate wasn't questioning them, did

question so many other student organizations that got over $200. It was ridiculous. It highlighted some-

thing that was unfair about the budget process and the entire process they've gone through, when every-
thing seemed to be based on | ast year6s budget.

On a point of personal privilege, Mr. Nahabet said he would ask Senators to respect the student groups
there. The previous comments were unnecessary. If people felt that way, they could say it in a different
manner.

Ms. Oatfield said she thought they needed to rethink the way they did the whole budgeting process and to
not just assume that because a student group got so much money last year, that they shouldn't get less just
because that was the way it's always been done. The Senate needed to see deeply where their values were
and where they put their money.

Ms. Dhar yielded time to a speaker. The speaker said the Rally Committee currently has 328 dues-paying
members, which was well below their average. They expect a lot more next year. Due to several circum-
stances, hedd r e miemdeveralhvays tHs EBimarmetCemmittée avds supdsed to e w
allocate to certain groups. One was number of years that each group has been represented in the ASUC.

The Rally Committee was created by the Senate in 1901, making them funded by the Senate for 108

years. Several decades ago, the Senate was faced with a financial crisis, and at that time, the Rally Com-
mittee had a choice of staying with Athletics or going with the ASUC. Being a student group, the Rally
Committee chose to stay with the ASUC.

The Rally Committee puts on multiple events. They have about 15 small-scale events with between 100

to 150 non-Rally Committee members. They have career fairs and fashion shows. They have 15

medium-sized events that serve 150-450 non-UCRC members. Theyhave t he #ALaugh you AX
comedy shows and they have Dining Commons events they collaborate on with Cal Dining. And they

also host the Charter games. They also hold ten large-scale events, with 400-1,000 people. These include

noon rallies the Friday before every football game as well as Charter Day celebrations and the Big Game

Rally. They also hold five major events, with from 1,000 to 10,000 people, including night rallies. That

past year they had them before the Michigan State and UCLA games, and the game against Stanford.

They have a rally for Homecoming and a Bonfire Rally, which always has from 8,000 to 10,000 people.

The record attendance has been upwards of 12,000.

On a point of personal privilege, Ms. said she didn't mean to cut off the speaker, but she would prefer
that they focus on the group that was before them that was actually appealing. The Rally Committee was
not appealing.

On a point of order, Mr. Mairena said he also didn't want to cut off speakers from the Rally Committee,
but their discussion was not germane to the issue at hand.
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Ms. Dhar said she understood this discussion was not germane to the topic and she yielded her time
because she found it highly offensive when Senators brought in their personal beliefs about groups on to
the Senate floor, especially groups that represent the campus, and weigh that against other organizations.
So she would hope that Senators do not weigh in with their personal beliefs on groups when evaluating
budgetary concerns.

Mr. Tran moved to add ISAA, Iranian Student Alliance In America, to the budget for $350. The motion
was seconded by Mr. Mairena. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENT TO THE
BUDGET PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION, ADDING THE IRANIAN STUDENT ALLIANCE IN
AMERICA TO THE BUDGET, WITH A TOTAL OF $350.

Mr. Mairena moved to recess for three minutes. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tran and passed with
no objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of the appeal of the Peace Corps at
Berkeley.

Mr. Mairena said that before they get to the next speaker, he was going to move to adopt certain changes.

Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of the appeal from the Peace Corps of Berkeley. Ken
Amornnopawong said he was the founder of Berkeley Peace Corps and was its current President. They
started the club with a mission of preparing students to be a Peace Corps volunteers, due to the recent

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decline of UC Berkeley students joining the Peace Corps. So he works directly with Peace Corps recruit-
ers in trying to expand their student body serving the Peace Corps. Although they worked closely with
the Divisional Recruiting Office, they don't have any funding from them, and the group was 100% inde-
pendent, since the Recruiting Office is a government agency. They want to make sure the group is a pri-
vate entity.

So far that semester, they have gone from less than 10 people to more than 300 people. People could

check with the Center for Student Leadership. He was told by someone there that in the past 20 years she

worked there, sheds never seen any c¢club grew so
bers and were the most active student organization on the campus. Every week they bring student groups

to volunteer with different organizations throughout the Bay Area. Some of them in the room were on his

mailing list and they see that the group was very active. They have the most extensive tabling of any

other student organization, Monday through Friday on Upper Sproul. They're one of the most diverse

groups. Because they have so many members, there's a demand for long-term projects and annual events.

Mr. Amornnopawong said he wanted to talk about a project they want to promote awareness of, for public
service. The Peace Corps was a tough job, not just regular public service, or even AmeriCorps. It was a

much tougher version of Ameri Corps. That 6s why |1
kinds of skills to be successful Peace Corps volunteers. They plan to expand into so many different areas,
|l i ke health care, small business, cultural, and ¢

But unfortunately, they didn't get the funding t|
speaking time had expired. A motion to extend by three minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Ude and
Ms. Flores and passed with no objection.

Mr. Amornnopawong said he wanted to talk about two projects. One will hopefully be a long-term step-

ping-stone for the organization. They have a mission to reach out to non-active students on campus.

Based on his personal experience and also the experience of their student leaders, they have reached out

to students who have never done any public service before, or who never even knew what the Peace

Corps was all about. And once they join -the gr ol
ested and became active members. Every week they have a volunteer speakers panel, and they have a lot

of active participants, with a meeting every week. Basically, they have two major events every week and

a meeting every week. Nobody could be more active than that. They want to have a long-term sponsor-

ship commitment for developing nations, children, animal shelters, gardening, tree planting. For those

projects, hebdés cut the budgets from the original
mobility for those in need, especially disabled people and amputees, who need wheelchairs. The group
wanted to haveamini-mar at hon i n Gol den Gate Park and an act

the budget already. He hoped one of these projects will be funded by public service sponsorship, like Cal

Corps, and they have an interview for that next week. One of the projects was $2,100 and the other was

$1, 200. He would |Iike the Senate to help out wif
devel oping nations. He has seen some documentar.i
25 countries around the world. He knew a lot of people in other countries don't have legs and had to

crawl on the street. People were so fortunate to be in this country. He would like to add a minimum $500

on top of what the group already had. They already have $588, so he would really appreciate it if the

Senate could approve that increase.

Ms. Shah asked where else the group got funding, and if they fundraise. Mr. Amornnopawong said they
did fundraising at Spring Fest at I-House, selling Thai ice tea and brownies. They didn't make that much,
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about $80. Groups are allowed to sell food or
raised $17 because they didn't have experience. The second day they raised $30, and the third day they
raised $50. That was for this semester.

Ms. Shah moved to recess for five minutes. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tran and passed with no
objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Mr. Mairena moved to amend the Peace Corps of Berkeley to $776.00. He asked to
rescind the motion and to move into discussion.

Mr. Mairena said that no second-year SISGs were near $1,000. A lot were near $5-600, some around
$700. The group accepted an appeal at $200, so he would suggest funding the group at $776, which was
a lot more than a lot of other second-year SISGs. The group was currently in its first year, so next year
would be its second year. He thought the Senate needed to take that into consideration when they thought
about funding. No other second-year orgs were getting anywhere near $1,000. The Senate needed to
keep this relative to what other organizations were getting, especially since they have soft caps for Con-
tingency funding when they accept these groups. So the Senate should have these kinds of soft caps on
funding them in spring budgeting as well.

Mr. Zuo said he thought $7-800 was a pretty fair number. Some groups did receive over $1,000, like
Global Medical Brigades, which got $1,400. So other groups did get over $1,000. Young Queers United
for Empowerment got $1,030. A bunch of various groups received that amount. There weren't many, but
there were a few. He understood that in the interests of time, $776 seemed like a fair number to him.

Mr. Tran said he talked to the groupbés CLL adyv
Mr. Tran said he thought they had to take that into consideration. Mr. Amornnopawong could get 20

people to flier in the rain to get more members. The group was definitely an exemplary second-year and

was nominated for the Oskis. He would ask them to please consider all that.

Mr. Zuo said he would be comfortable with $776 or $1,000.

Ms. Hussain suggested an additional $224, to fund the group an even $800. She thought that would be a
pretty fair allocation considering it was a second-year. She was sure the group will do great things next
year and hopefully be rewarded the year after.

Mr. Tran moved to increase the Peace Corps of Berkeley an extra $224, for the total allocation to be
$800. The motion was seconded by Mr. Zuo. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENT
PASSED WITH NO OBJECTION, FUNDING PEACE CORPS OF BERKELEY A TOTAL OF $800.

Ms. Pasco said the next group up for consideration for an appeal was the Triple Helix.

A speaker introduced herself and said she was the Editor of the Triple Helix, an interdisciplinary journal
of science, society and law. It serves to be a forum for intellectual dialogue from people of various aca-
demic disciplines. This year they have significantly expanded the number of writers. In the Fall
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Semester they had eight writers and this semester they have 18. So they'll need to publish all of them in
the coming year. Publications cost a lot. Their journal was usually 60-80 pages. It required a lot of
funds. In the past they've been able to print and distribute 700 journals. For this year they've had to cut
that back to 500, and they're still barely scraping through, struggling to finance the publication of that
number of journals. They requested $4,000 for spring budgeting. She knew the ASUC couldn't give
them that much, but they got allocated a very small portion of that, $936. Last year they had more
funding allocated from the ASUC, about $1,300. They tried to seek out other sources of funding, and this
year they got sponsorship from Kaplan and the Princeton Review. They've also approached several
departments and department chairs, and have also approached other sources. But budget cuts affect
everyone and it's been very difficult for the publication to get funding. And that will probably continue in
the coming year.

The Triple Helix would like to request $250 to be added to their allocation for the coming year. She
knew that other sixth-year publications got in the ballpark of $1,100, such as the student Art Magazine.
Groups that got more funding than the Triple Helix requested less money. Ms. Pasco said speaking time
had expired. A motion to extend by three minutes was made and seconded by Ms. Shah and Ms. Flores
and passed with no objection. The speaker said she felt like the allocation was disproportionate to the
amount of need their journal had, with respect to other publications that have been funded a similar
amount of time by the ASUC.

Mr. Tran asked how many additional members they've gained that semester. The speaker said that just
for the writers, from the fall to the spring, the number went up from 8 to 18. They also had a significant
increase in their finance, marketing, and science policy divisions, which were growing. They have a total
of about 45 people involved in all the various aspects of the journal at that point. And they hope to con-
tinually expand.

Ms. Hussain said the group turned in a late application, so it was allocated $1,300 and then cut 25%, to
$975, plus the 4% cut. That s why the group was:|

Ms. Flores moved to recess until the discretion of the Chair. The motion was seconded by Ms. Shah and
passed with no objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Flores moved to amend, to increase the Triple Helix $200 to total $1,136.49. The
motion was seconded by Mr. Mairena. THE MOTION TO APPROVE THE AMENDMENT PASSED
WITH NO OBJECTION, INCREASING TRIPLE HELIX BY $200, TO TOTAL $1,136.49.

Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of the appeal by the Jewish Student Union.

Ms. Raffi said that as a Senator she understood the financial straits of the ASUC, so she wasn't asking for
the entirety of what the JSU was allocated last year, and she wasn't even starting at that. She understood
that student groups needed to be cut, and she was upholding that standard with her own group. But the
JSU was a very large and very active group on campus. They encompass around ten groups, usually over
that, and they have multiple events per week that rely on this funding. This wasn't just one group, but
multiple groups that were being cut significantly. The JSU was also very active in seeking funding
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outside the ASUC to support the large amount of programming. The JSU was strained on its budget.

They're sustaining on a $300 cut. That cut significantly into the amount of programming the group can

do. She was asking for a $200 increase from t
the group was given last year. She called for any questions.

Ms. Oatfield moved to increase the JSU by $100, to total $12,012.92. The motion to amend was sec-
onded by Ms. Shah. The motion failed by hand-vote 8-4-2.

Ms. Flores moved to recess until the discretion of the Chair. The motion was seconded by Ms. Yang and
passed with no objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, Ms. Raffi said they couldn't look at the JSU and say that just because they get outside

funding that ASUC money shouldn't be spent on them. She could just as easily say there wasn't an
organi zation around that was for somebody who
group funding. They've put a considerable amount of energy into getting money from outside groups so

they donthavetobur den t he ASUC. M gyearlstedentt gfoug, théirdbudgetiwes still a s
what it was, and not at $38,000. They do a lot of programming. They have many different groups that

the JSU encompasses, and they don't ask that much from the ASUC. She did not even think of appealing

the other Jewish student groups that got funding from the ASUC, even though they were substantially cut.

The amount she was requesting was not a lot to ask for. There are 300 students in the JSU, and she was
askingfora$200 i ncrease. That 6s | ess than $1 per s
NARRC. Ms. Pasco said there are 120 Native Americans on campus, and 25 active members in NARRC.

Ms. Raffi said there were 25 students, and the budget was over $10,000, a lot of dollars per student. Mr.
Mairena said they had more to outreach.

Ms. Raffi said that if they wanted to talk about historical pretexts of Jewish students and Jewish struggles
in this country, and all over the world, they could do that. She didn't want to get into feeling discrimi-
nated against and bringing that up at all. This was money for a lot of students who were active, and for a
lot of programming on campus. She wasn't trying to use rhetoric against the Senate and she wasn't trying
to ask the Senate for something the group didn't need. They have programming and work hard to put on
events. They ask for resources outside the ASUC. This wasn't a lot to ask for. She cut her group because
she cared about the ASUC and understood the financial problem it was in. That was one reason she didn't
appeal right away. But they need this money.

Ms. Raffi said she wasn't appealing for the other Jewish student groups. Regarding the Israel Action
Committee, Senators in Student Action have told her they didn't want to give IAC back all its money, and
Ms. Raffi said she wasn't arguing with that. When IAC comes up next week it won't get $690 back, and
will get half of that. And that was fine. But when she said that she needed this money for the JSU, it was
because they really did need it. She wasn't just coming up there asking for all of their funding and for her
groups to be reinstated with no basis. Ms. Pasco said speaking time had expired.

Ms. Rodriguez said she mentioned that other groups also received cuts, but from the JSU, the Jewish
Business Association and the Israel Action Committee weren't receiving cuts and they get funding from
both.

Ms. Oatfield moved to reduce the UC Rally Committee budget to $27,245.43. The motion was seconded
by Ms. Flores.

The motion to reduce the UC Rally Committee budget to $27,245.43 failed 1-11-6. Voting comments

were heard.

Ms. Winston moved to recess for two minutes. The motion was seconded by Mr. Nahabet and passed
with no objection. This meeting was recessed.

Back in session, a motion to call the question and end debate on the 2009-10 ASUC budget, as amended,

was made and was seconded by Ms. Flores. Failed by hand-vote 8-6-0.

Ms. Dhar moved to go into discussion on the JSU. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tran and passed

with no objection.

Ms. Raffi said she didn't understand who the Senate could just disregard the largest Jewish student cul-
tural organization on campus. With the exception of Tikvah, Students for Israel, this was the entirety of
the Jewish community on campus. It's hundreds of people just asking for $200 more. And half of the
people in the room were just completely disregarding that. As a Senator and somebody who cares a lot
about the ASUC and its Fi-Comm situation, she wasn't asking for anything more than what the group
needed. Its programs will get cut regardless, and the group was getting cut below what they got the cur-
rent year, even below what their preliminary funding was. She could sit there and vote for groups that
other people care about, and she would ask why that wasn't being reciprocated. The JSU is a large and
important part of the campus that was being completely disregarded. She didn't understand how that was

being justified.

Ms. Dhar said it was really important that if nothing else, that the Senate realize that they're guarantying

anincrease. Ther e

membership; so there should be an increase in the responding budget. Secondly, she would like to point
out that she was really offended by the statement that this group had unique funding from outside, which

actua
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was a really generalizing and totalalizing statement. It was really unfair because people were assuming

that the group has uniquely more funding that other groups don't have, making that association without

really having full information. It was a really discriminatory statement to make. She didn't think that

should be considered as a point of argument. The ASUC still owes it to the group in terms of the group
expanding, and it becomes the ASUCOs responsik
and have demonstrated high members. Many groups the Senate has funded do not have as high a mem-

bership as the JSU.

Mr. Sakaue said that while he thought the JSU represented an important part of their community, he knew

people who would take issue with the fact that the JSU represented all Jewish people on the campus. The

Senate should not confuse organizations with communities. He didn't think he would ever claim any
organization he was a part of was the totality of the identity or the interest group or the people who may

care about a particular issue on the campus. Secondly, he didn't think that funding a group $11,000 was

in any way ignoring a community. They could look at all the organizations on this campus that do

amazing work of whatever kind, and got less than $1,000, and look at how much those groups do with

money that was less than $11,000. The Senate should consider how much money that was. Finally, in
response to Ms. Dhar6s point about it being ur
student groups, just listening to the amazing array of programming that Ms. Raffi described about the JSU

during a recess, he thought it was amazing that the JSU was able to put on such an amazing amount of
programming. That was a testament to the JSUGZC
been able to contribute. But he also thought it reflected a very substantial financial budget. He didn't

think it was unfair and didn't think other groups could put on programming like that, assuming it wasn't

an atypical week of an entire year for a budget of less than $11,000. So it wasn't unfair.

Mr. Sakaue said it was also important for the Senate to take into consideration the fundraising ability of

all of their student groups, because they always ask people where they'll get more money from and if

groups had any other sources of funding. Often times, if a group didn't have any other sources of funding,

the Senate was the only source of funding for that group, because the group didn't have an outside com-

munity or have non-profits partnering with events, or groups that were beneficiaries of alumni who come
backt o t he campus and want to give back. He wa:
which people can raise money as student groups
for the Senate to assume that just because the JSU could fundraise all this money meant that other groups

could. Also with any event, the Senate took into consideration what other sources of funding a group had.

He would ask them to forgive him for thinking that $200 for the JSU was not as big a deal as it was for

other organizations. He wasn't going to make comparisons because he thought that was a mistake, and he

did take great offense with the comparison that was made to NARRC. He thought that was a separate

issue and didn't think that should be part of their debate.

Mr. Tran said the Engineer’s Joint Council also has three student organizations whose budget was

increased for an umbrella organization, and the same thing could happen with the JSU. It did call for
somewhat of an isbudget.elhaswas recognizad forehe BJIC, butihp didn't know if it

was recognized for the JSU. Ms . Dhar tried tc
by $200, not because of indirect comparisons to outside funding and so on.

Ms. Raffi said she never said the JSU spoke for all Jewish students on campus. She said that with the
exception of Tikvah, the JSU was all of the Jewish student groups on campus, and that was true. The JSU
was the union, and with the expectation of Tikvah and the Berkeley Jewish Journal, JSU was the umbrella
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organization and the largest student group on campus for Jews. They are an umbrella group that was
growing. They spend a considerable amount of time and energy looking forward alternative funding. But
that didn't mean they had any sort of advantages that other groups didn't have. There are places that are
willing to donate money and the group spends a lot of time to seek them out. But that didn't mean the
group should be penalized for that. She would ask why the JSU should take a $300 cut, and to fund any
other student group $300 was just as arbitrary. The Senate wasn't shown desperate financial need by any
of the student groups. They told the Senate that was the situation they were in. She asked why the Senate
wouldn't take her word for the situation the JSU was in, like they took the word of all the other student
groups they heard from.

Mr. Caimi said that as far as the spending that happened for the JSU, last year the group spent 100% of its
budget, the $12,000 the group was allocated, and this year the group was well on the way towards spend-
ing its entire budget. In light of the fact that the Senate seems to think that it's okay to fund groups that
don't spend everything, the JSU was a very good example of a group that actually used the money it was
allocated in very real ways to program things. So he thought the Senate could give the group an increase.

Mr. Mairena said he would request that the Senate stop talking about the issue like it was giving Ms. Raffi
the money. It was giving the JSU the money, and the money was for that community. He was hearing
people say AGive me the money, 0 and that wasn't

Mr. Sakaue said the point to him was not that he didn't trust Sen. Raffi, but that the group decided not to
follow the appeals process. And he still has not heard anything to change from Monday night, when the
group could have followed the appeals process. To him, it had something to do with the fact that Ms.
Raffi was President of the organization and was also a Senator, and therefore had differential access to the
resources of the ASUC. That was his personal opinion. He just hasn't really seen from Ms. Raffi or from
her presentation that there was a pressing need to give $200 to the JSU that evening as there would be for
the JSU to come back in the fall with a bill for an event if it needed more money.

Ms. Shah said she thought that was why people were more apprehensive with this amendment, because it
wasn't brought up before, while Ms. Raffi has been there. She didn't think people should pit individuals
in the room against each other. She felt really uncomfortable about that with regard to the allocation.

Ms. Raffi sits there twice a week, in Fi-Comm and in the Senate, and she hadn't mentioned this to people
before. Ms. Shah said she understood that changes occur, but it was kind of unfair to other student groups
when a Senator had the ability to sit there and advocate on behalf of a student group and hadn't mentioned
the situation until that evening, at the last minute.

Ms. Cho asked if all the groups on the appeals list followed the appeals process. Ms. Hussain said not all
of them did.

Ms. Flores said they also had to consider that each group has also had a Senator for them to be part of the
process before that evening.

Ms . Hussain said the |1 AC wil|l have a cut. Next
money, but about unfreezing t he groupds assets. It had nothing
money.

Ms. Raffi said that regardless of the By-laws, the bill she wrote gives back money that was taken from
them. Ms. Hussain said the money was never taken away and the bill would unfreeze the money. Ms.
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Raffi said Senators were trying to sustain cuts of that amount. Ms. Hussain said the group got the full
$690 and then the 4% cut that every group received.

Ms. Hussain said that many umbrella groups, like the JSU, applied to the ASUC. Groups also have
funding from outside the ASUC. Ms. Raffi hasn't told the Senate why the group needed funding and
hasn't given specific examples. She just said the group really needed the funding. Ms. Raffi said she
thought she has shown a lot of reasons why the JSU needs funding. They do a lot of programming and
the group uses its entire budget. They're really active in trying not to use any more funding from the
ASUC than they need to. She just showed how much programming the group tries to put on. They have
IAC, JVA, and other groups that have received recognition from the ASUC but didn't ask for anything
other than preliminary funding. All the other groups in the JSU also don't ask for ASUC funding. The
JSU is growing and these groups that use the entirety of their budgets weren't asking for anything more
than what the ASUC decided to give them.

Ms. Raffi said the reason she didn't submit an appeal before was becauses he was not eage
cut , Il 611 fight to get that back. o She real |
wasn't asking for a 4% cut to be handed back to the JSU and she was asking for less than that. But the

truth was, the JSU has a lot of programming, and they cut part of their programming because they still

couldn't get enough money even with their outside funding. So she wasn't asking for all of the 4% cut to

be given back, but was asking for part of it back. She didn't submit an appeal because that wasn't the first

thing that she jumped to. She wasn't just trying to take money from the ASUC because she was in a posi-
tion to ask for that as a Senator. Shertgas tr
increase now and didn't ask for it earlier. She could have submitted an appeal easily, but didn't. She

didn't think the JSU should be penalized because as a Senator, she was trying to be fiscally responsible

where she could be. She really wasn't asking for more than what was needed. People could ask Senators

sitting on one side of the table why they want to cut the Israeli Action Committee, but she didn't fight

that. But she was only asking for $200 more and was only asking for it because they really needed it.

She was fighting for this for the JSU, which really needs it, because it cut programming and was growing.

This represented a lot of students who were being affected that evening. It's a unique voice on their cam-

pus that was being cut. The group understands it needs to be cut, but not as much.

Ms. Hussain said that Ms. Raffi kept on saying that people want to cut the IAC, but they weren't being cut
except for an across-the-board cut. Ms. Raffi said the bill hasn't come up for debate yet. Ms. Hussain
said they were considering the budget that evening.

Ms. Flores said that for the past three weeks, SenatorsonFi-Co mm have asked each
been up for consideration to tell them the basic minimum amount of funding that could be allocated to the
organization for the programming or event to be put on. In terms of the current allocation of $11,812

proposed from Fi-Comm, and she was treating that as the basic minimum amount of allocation that would

let the JSU put on all of its programming.

Ms. Flores said she would apologize, and said the JSU would get $100 less, with the proposed increase,
than it got last year. That was acceptable in terms of the other groups.

Ms. Shah said she felt the Senate was just filibustering and wasn't doing anything productive. So she
wanted to call the question soon. She said Ms. Raffi mentioned that she wanted to be fiscally responsible
and not bring this up to the Senate until now. Ms. Shah said she thought that was counter-intuitive
because the Senate, and especially Fi-Comm Senators, should know about potential increases. So Ms.
Shah said she didn't appreciate, at the very last minute, at the end of spring budgeting, this kind of appeal
being brought up, especially since Ms. Raffi was a Senator. Ms. Shah said she thought that was irrespon-
sible. She wasn't trying to say anything to Ms. Raffi indirectly, but she was just really frustrated. She
thought Ms. Raffi should have followed the process.

Ms. Raffi said she was sorry that sitting in a Senate meeting was inconvenient, but she was being honest

and sincere in saying that she waited this long because in the beginning, her thinking was not to ask the

Senate for more money . When they talk about responsibility
Senator in a lot of ways that weren't apparent. She could have encouraged bills to be written for 150

groups to apply, but she didn't because she didn't want to put new financial burdens on the ASUC. There

were a lot of opportunities by which the JSU was financially strapped. She didn't come to the ASUC at

every opportunity to ask for money. Groups did not come to the ASUC to individually lobby and did

apply for first-year funding even though they were entitled to by the By-laws. She thought they'd just go

through the money the JSU was allocated, and if they needed more, the ASUC would understand that the

JSU was an umbrella group and would allocate a small increase to them. That was at least $300 she has

already saved the ASUC that year, by being responsible and not just coming to the Senate at every

opportunity. The JSU was growing and she was just asking for what they needed, or actually less than

what they needed. Tor espond t o Ms. FI oresd arguments, just
or getting cut less, Ms. Raffi said that was exactly the same thing situation the JSU was in. The JSU was

looking at a $300 cut and she was looking at them being cut less than that. They were still facing cuts,

even below their initial allocation. She would hope people could respect her judgment as a Senator and

understand this financial situation. She understood the financial situation very well and she was only

coming to the Senate because the JSU needed this. She would apologize if it upset anybody that she

didn't go through the appeals process, but her first instinct was to not apply for an appeal at all. As a
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Senator she knew this was an allocation that could get amended on the floor, so she would ask why they
should go through all the bureaucracy when they could talk about this later. She would apologize for that,
but they were where they were. And the JSU had more programming than ASUC funding could accom-
modate. The Senate has seen groups come up there and demonstrate just as much need as the JSU, and
she didn't understand why the Senate could understand the plight of those groups and not the plight of the
JSU.

Ms. Rodriguez asked if she could talk about some of the new programs she kept mentioning. Ms. Raffi

said they have three new groups that semester, two that did not apply for ASUC funding. The Israel

Lobby Group travels around Northern California and goes to Sacramento and San Francisco to lobby
government officials to get involved with governmental issues facing Israel. They also spent their own

money to go to the Impact Policy Conference, that weekend, and unlike groups going to a lot of policy
conferences, didn't apply to the ASUC for mone
expenses, things the Senate has considered many times on the floor. Teva is a group that experiences

spirituality and Jewish values through nature. The JSU will fund hikes and will fund talks about what

mystical experiences in nature had to do with Judaism. This didn't just deal with students in the group,

but a lot of interested students on the campus.

Mr. Smelko moved to amend the increase to the JSU by $100. The motion was seconded by Ms. Tran.

Ms. Pasco said they were under consideration of the entire 2009-2010 ASUC budget.
Mr. Tran asked if the $811 left would automatically be transferred to carryforward.

Ms. Flores said they had $21,000 in the Contingency Fund and another $10,000 that was written for a bill
to put into carryforward. The spring budget process got less money. There are a lot of bills in Fi-Comm
and a lot of bills that have been tabled. She asked if people felt like putting this into the Contingency
Fund, and helping the groups that were out there, because she was worried they would end up getting
pennies each for this year.

Mr. Mairena asked if that was legal, and asked if they had to write a bill to replenish the Contingency
Fund, but they didn't have time for that. Ms. Hussain said she had a bill pre-prepared, since they've
replenished the Contingency Fund so many times. She asked how people felt about that, and if people
were or weren't okay with that.

Mr. Nahabet said he didn't think the Senate should spend all the money it had just because they have it.

Ms. Hussain said they allocated in a fiscally responsible manner, and whatever was left would go to car-
ryforward. Mr. Nahabet said they should cut groups in Fi-Comm.

Mr . Zuo said that if they put the remainder ir
it. Theyveal r eady screwed over next yearo6s Senate.
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Ms. Hussain said Fi-Comm had at least 15 bills. They tabled a lot of bills last week and they have more
than ten bills submitted this week. She didn't want the groups to end up getting $2 each.

Mr. Nahabet asked how much was left in the Contingency Fund. Ms. Hussain said it was $3,027.

Mr. Mairena said it would be the same thing. They could put the money into carryforward, but if they go
over the amount in the Contingency Fund, money would be taken out of carryforward. So it would be the
same thing.

Mr. Nahabet said the more they put in the Contingency Fund the more the Senate will spend. If they give
less, given the nature of things, they'd spend less. If worse came to worse, they could fund it a little, and
they would still spend a lot less than if they put all of the money in the Contingency Fund.

Ms. Flores said that even adding more cushion for groups, having more funding for the Contingency Fund
would put them in a sticky situation in terms of allowing groups to see that there are other sources of
funding. So she agreed that the remaining money should not go to the Contingency Fund.

Mr. Mairena asked how much was left over. Ms. Pasco said it was $811.
Ms. Shah said the Senate still had 15 bills, but most of them were to simply recognize groups.

Ms. Pasco said there were also new bills that still had to be considered. Ms. Shah said those, however,
were first-year groups.

Ms. Rodriguez said that given that people were proposing to move the balance of remaining money to
carryforward, she would ask if people could make sure that they be conscious with their bills. The Senate
was restricted with the money it had and they only had $3,027.

Mr. Mairena said he wanted to talk about his shirt. It started at UC Santa Barbara, where queer students
would get together and wear the shirts. It was a really strong statement, and he wore it to the meeting that
evening because he realized a lot of students would be coming there, and that the Senate has not always
been very welcoming to queer students or the queer community. Also, he read something in Facebook
during campaign season, about how Prop. 8 affected both heterosexual and queer-identified people. He
disagreed with that. There are similarities in the struggles between communities, but he didn't think het-
erosexuals knew what it was like to be discriminated against, or how it felt not being able to marry some-
one because of gender. He didn't respect someone who thought that the struggle of being queer and not
being able to marry, and Prop. 8, was anything near what they've experienced in their own lives. They'd
never know what that was like.

Ms. Cho said they had to respect priorities of students, their own and students around them. She didn't
think it was fair to say they should respect each other when they have one meeting left. When there were
100 people in the room, there were a bunch of student groups, but they were standing together in solidar-
ity, and when she saw students so united, with the Senate so divided that people couldn't talk to each
other, it made her sad. It was important to be transparent with one another, but she wished Senators
would more often discuss matters of conflict on a more individual level. Personal and public interactions
among individuals had much more powerful ways of lasting and making a difference. They should con-
sider how words impact on an individual basis more so than how people appear in public.
