ASUC BY-LAWS

Title IX

Information Systems
ARTICLE I - DEFINITIONS

1.1 All systems administrators shall be under the jurisdiction of the Office of Student Affairs.


ARTICLE II – COSTS
2.1
Expected costs for ASUC initial realignment and deployment shall be as follows:
a. 
Student Employees: The ASUC Systems Administrators’ positions shall be funded at $5,400.00 
for the 2004-2005 fiscal year (16 weeks at 24 hours a week at $14.00 per hour)
b.
 Network Server: Existing hardware shall be used for the ASUC server at an estimated less than 
$1,000.00 for the building and implementation of the server. The server replacement shall be 
expected within three years. Future replacement cost will vary with market values and 
application needs, from $1,000.00 – up.

2.2 
The ASUC MIS yearly Budget for maintaining ASUC systems shall be as follows:
a. 
Student Employees: Student employees shall be paid $14.00 per hour at an estimated 10 hours a 
week each, totaling 20 hours a week of student staff time for an estimated 50 weeks of the year. 
The yearly total shall be $14,000.00.
b.
 Incidental hardware and software for servers and management: Miscellaneous hardware may be 
needed for the ASUC server as well as possible software. This shall not exceed $2,000.00.

2.3 Summary


$6,400.00 from the 2004-2005 fiscal year shall be the expected cost for realignment and systems 
upgrades. Thereafter, a yearly cost of $16,000.00 shall be needed to maintain the ASUC government and 
student group systems. 


2.4 
Budget Jurisdiction


Budgets from both the ASUC and the Auxiliary will be managed by the Manager of the MIS and used for 
the budgeting areas independently.
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
