ASUC BY-LAWS

Title XIII
ASUC OUTREACH

ARTICLE I – NAME AND PURPOSE

1. Name

The ASUC Outreach Program shall include the entities of Senate and Executive Officer 
Office Hours and “Your ASUC”

2.
Purpose

The purpose of the ASUC Outreach Program shall be twofold.  Senate Office Hours shall be a proactive method through which the ASUC Senators shall increase their visibility and accessibility to students and student groups.  This program shall initiate a system through which Senators are able to assess and respond to the needs of students.  It shall also serve as an instrument of accountability.  “Your ASUC” shall be a proactive method through which the ASUC aims to increase student awareness of the ASUC and what it can and does for students.  

ARTICLE II –  SENATE OUTREACH

1.
Office hours shall be held by each Senator in the on-campus restaurants or on Sproul Plaza.  The alternate location in case of poor weather for office hours shall be the ASUC Senate Lounge.  The location of the office hours must be posted and remain consistent each week.  

2.
Each Senator is required to have office hours for a minimum of one and one-half hours a week, with times not concurrent for more than one half hour with any other Senator.

3.
Prior to the start of the third Regular Meeting of the ASUC Senate of each session, the Executive Vice-President shall ensure that each Senator has submitted non-concurrent, regularly scheduled time(s) and public on campus locations for their office hours

4.
The ASUC Monthly and ASUC Web page shall be required to publish the times and locations of each Senator’s office hours in the issue immediately after the third Regular Meeting of the Senate of that session.

5.
Each Senator is required to have available the ASUC Constitution and By-Laws, all minutes from the current and last session, either in electronic or hard copy, present at office hours.
6.
The holding of office hours shall be made explicit and apparent to the public, by the use of any name identification means deemed appropriate by the individual senator.


ARTICLE III – ASUC EXECUTIVE OFFICER OUTREACH

1.
Office hours be held by each Executive Officer in their office each week.

2.
Each Executive Officer is required to have office hours for a minimum of one and one half hours per week,

3.
Prior to the start of the third Regular Meeting of the ASUC Senate of each session, the ASUC Secretariat shall ensure that each Executive Officer has submitted regularly scheduled times(s) for their office hours.

4.
The ASUC Web page shall be required to publish the times and locations of each Executive Officer’s office hours immediately after the third Regular Meeting of that session.


ARTICLE IV – ASUC PUBLIC RELATIONS

1. 
A temporary joint committee made up of five (5) Senators, the Executive Vice-President, and a member of the Judicial Council be formed at the first regular Senate meeting of the Fall Semester to nominate and determine a stipend for the Public Relations Director.  The Executive Vice-President and the Judicial Council member shall be nonvoting members.  The Public Relations Director must be confirmed by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senate.

2. 
The Public Relations Director will be responsible for the following:

1.
Coordinating a comprehensive publicity program about Senate Office hours for the campus community.

2.
Coordinating the Student Group Outreach Program as outlined in Article IV of this Title

3.
Providing any written report filed by a Senate Liaison to any Senator or member of the press or Association upon request

4.
Recruiting and supervising a staff as appropriate to function

5.
Resolving any preference overlap between Senators

6.
The Public Relations Director can be assigned additional duties with a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the membership of the Senate

7.
Additionally providing publicity support for the ASUC as deemed necessary

8.
The Public Relations Director can be removed from office with a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the membership of the Senate

ARTICLE V – STUDENT GROUP OUTREACH PROGRAM

1. 
For the purpose of this Article, the term “student group” shall refer to all student groups registered with the Office of Student Life (OSL).

2. 
Each Senator by the Third Regular Senate Meeting of the Fall Semester, shall contact and be the Senate Liaison for five (5) student groups.  Each Senator is responsible for informing the Public Relations Director as to the selected groups.

3.
The duties of the Senate Liaison shall be responsible for the following:

1.
To report to the Senate on the events and needs of the group, as the group and the Senate Liaison agree is necessary

2.
To work with the officers of the student group to determine any needs that the ASUC Senate can fulfill

3.
Responding to said needs

4.
Filing a written report once a semester as to the events and needs of the student group to the Public Relations Director.

5.
Knowing the funding of the student group from both ASUC and other sources

6.
Knowing the OSL advisor assigned to the student group

7.
Knowing the number of years the student group has been funded by the ASUC

4. 
The Public Relations Director will act as ASUC Liaison with responsibilities outlined in Article 4.3 for all student groups not selected in the process indicated in Article 4.2.  

5. 
The Public Relations Director will inform all remaining student groups that have not been represented by a Senate Liaison of the availability of a Senate Liaison from the ASUC.  Student groups will have the option of requesting a Senator to serve as a representative from the ASUC and/or inform the Public Relations Director as to any preferences as to any particular Senator..

6. 
Senators can submit preference lists as to specific student groups they desire to represent as well as indicate other general preferences.  

7. 
Senators are allowed to change Senate Liaison positions.

ARTICLE VI – DAILY CALIFORNIAN ADVERTISEMENT

1.
The Executive Vice President shall be responsible for the advertisement of the services provided by the ASUC to student groups through the placement of an advertisement in the Daily Californian.

2.
This advertisement shall appear in the Daily Californian in the first week of classes of each semester, and shall occupy no less than a half-page.

3. 
This advertisement shall outline all of the services provided by the ASUC to student groups, include how to obtain funding, funding guidelines, how to obtain fee waivers for Pauley Ballroom, and other pertinent information.

4.
This advertisement shall include contact information for the ASUC.

5. 
The Senate shall allocate funds sufficient to cover the cost of at least two half-page advertisements in the Daily Californian for the following year during the spring budgeting process.
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
