Socials during the course will allow for reflection on workshops from previous weeks with the mentor. The ASUC will provide the structures and materials for this program, but it is up to you as the participant to make the most of the mentorship. How much you benefit from the program is highly dependent on the effort given. 

This is a great chance for graduate students to explore and learn about a mentorship relationship, which will be beneficial later in their faculty-graduate student mentorships. In addition, the graduate would be able to offer guidance and wisdom to younger peers. It is the ASUC’s hope for the program to enhance the Cal student community’s academic potential, to close the gap between undergraduate and graduate education, and to continue the academic success of this university. In addition to the great experiences offered through this program, graduate students who serve as mentors may enroll in a one-unit course on mentoring in higher education (for more information, please contact vonhoene@berkeley.edu).
